(ix) A buffer zone of no development shall be
maintained around solid waste processing and disposal
facility, exceeding five Tonnes as per day of iinstalled
capacity. This will be maintained within the total area of
the solid waste processing and disposal facility. The
buffer zone shall be prescribed on case to case basis by
the local body in consultation with concerned State

In fact, Rule 19 deals with the criteria for duties

It is
submitted here that the Columbus Public School is situated at
more than 100 meters distances and the Holy Child School is
situated at a distance of more than 1 Km in district Rampur
U.P. and the objection against the solid wastes disposal plant
raised by the manager Holy Child School is against the law
as the land in question is situated at a distance of more than |
km.”

We have already disposed of Writ Petition (PIL) No. 56 of 2017.

Having heard the learned counsel for the petitioner, who also is not able to

make out any ground for interfering with the order, we are not inclined to

interfere with the order as such. However, we have already made certain

observations in Writ Petition (PIL) No. 56 of 2017 in regard to the matter.

In the licht of that also, we see no reason to interfere in this case.

The writ petition is, accordingly, closed.
