In compliance of the Hon’ble court order 20.09.2019 under the same application and the

grievance application submit by the applicant in the Hon’ble Court which is attached with the court
order and forwarded to State Board, The inspection of the concern industry and the land (ash
dumping yard) has been conducted by undersigned on dated 05.12.2019. The detailed factual and
action taken report in the concern matter is as follows.

&
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NGT Case

M/s Bajaj Hindustan Sugar Limited established since 2006 in village Gangnoli, Tehsil
Deoband, District Saharanpur. The GPS coordinate of the industry are 29°48'34.3"N
77°35'13.3"E and the concern ash dumping yard is 29°48'48.8"N 77°35'03.2"E.

The Industry used sugar cane and process chemical as a raw material and produced 1000 ton
per day of sugar production. The cane crushing capacity of sugar mill is 10000 ton per day.
At the time of inspection industry found in operation. According to the representative of
industry present at the time of inspection, industry starts production from 02 November, 2019
in present crushing season.

The major air pollution sources of industry are the boilers of capacity (90 x 02 Nos., 30 x 01
Nos.) for the steam production. At the time of inspection all the boilers were found in
operation. Baggasse is used as fuel in boiler. Wet scrubber and common stack of height 65
Mitr. is installed to control source emission generated by combustion of fuel in the boilers. At
the time of inspection air pollution control system (wet scrubber) attached with boiler were
found in operation.

The monitoring of source emission through stack has been conducted at the time of
inspection. According to the monitoring report, the emission found within environmental
standard. The detailed monitoring report is attached herewith. (Annexure-1)

Industry has valid consent to operation upto 31.12.2019 under The Water (Prevention and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1974, and The Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981
issued by UP Pollution Control Board. In the continuation of above consent, Industry has
applied for renewal of consent.

The ash generated by the boiler is go through clarifier and filter-bed transported by the
vehicles to dump on the land of industry. _

The concern ash dumping yard is one of the yard use for dumping of ash generated by the
combustion of boilers is present on the road side of Gangnoli village in North direction
which is approx 400 mitr. far from boiler of sugar industry. The land (ash dumping yard) has
a khasra number 448,450,451 village Gangnoli. The land has approval for industrial use
under section 143, issued by Sub Divisional magistrate Tehsil Deoband District Saharanpur.
The population of village Gangnoli is in North direction and is approx 01 km. far from the
concern complained site (ash dumping yard). The applicant house is approx 15 mtr. far in
front of ash dumping yard. According to the representation given by industry wide letter
dated 30.11.2019, industry used the concern land for dumping of ash since year 2006. The
applicant has constructed his home in front of ash dumping yard after year 2006. (Annexure-
2)

The first complain given by the same applicant came to regional office UPPCB, Saharanpur
through IGRS portal on dated 14.05.2018 and 12.05.2018. In reference of the concern
complain, a‘inspection of industry and complain site was done on 26.05.2018. On the basis of
the facts found in the inspection, some directions was issued to industry by the regional
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officer UPPCB Saharanpur on dated 29.05.2018 to the industry to take appropriate time
bound action  for regulation the air emission generated by same ash dumping
yard.(Annexure-3)

In continuation of the direction issued, the industry made a wall 09 feet height in front of ash
yard. Industry has shifted ash from thesroad side to approx 100 mitr. inside of ash dumping
yard. Industry have done plantation of green belt and mud capping of the ash stored in ash
dumping yard. The detailed inspection with the photograph is attached herewith.
(Annexure-4)

- A grievances (No.10051/24/64/2019/0C dated 25.04.2019) by the same applicant Mrs.

Babita Village Gangnoli was submitted in Hon’ble Human Right Commission has been
forwarded by District Magistrate Saharanpur to carried out a joint inspection by UPPCB and
District Cane Officer to regional office UPPCB, Saharanpur. In compliance of the District
Magistrate direction, joint inspection of the site was conducted by officers of regional office
UPPCB, Saharanpur and District Cane officer, Saharanpur on dated 23.08.2019. Under the
Joint inspection, the crop field was inspected by joint team in which no adverse effect of ash
was found on the crop field. However the joint committee recommended to produce factual
reports in the matter regarding the health issues of the applicant family and adverse effects on
crops field by ash dumping yard to Chief Medical Officer and District Agriculture Officer.
Saharanpur. The detailed joint inspection report and recommendation are attached
herewith. (Annexure-5)

The factual report by District Agriculture officer is received in the matter by letter No.
447/Krishi/Janch/2019-20/dated 24.08.2019. According to the report of DAO, Saharanpur,
no adverse effect was found on the crop fields of applicant by the ash dumping yard.
(Annexure-6)

The factual report by Chief Medical officer, Saharanpur is received in the matter by letter
No. Gram Gangnoli/Karya/2019-287-8-80 dated 25.11.2019. According to the report of
CMO, Saharanpur, no any respiratory disease was found in applicant family.(Annexure-7)
The factual report by Chief Veterinary Officer Saharanpur is received in the matter by letter
No. 1563/®losoamr=a,/2017—18 Dated 22.11.2019. According to the report of Chief
Veterinary Officer, no any disease was found in animals due to ash dumping yard
(Annexure-8)

At the time of inspection dated 05.12.2019 Mr. R.P. Singh AGM was present as industry
representative. They have given the written statement on behalf of industry that the industry
has abandoned the concern ash dumping yard for future dumping of ash generated by boilers.
No activities of dumping of ash was found during the inspection (Latest Photograph is
attached as Annexrue-9). However it has been directed to the representative that industry
shall completely closed the gate of ash dumping yard by making concrete wall.
