- BRIEF SYNOPSIS

That the present Original Application has been filed with
the intention of protecting the Historical Chaparwada Canal
free from the any Encroachment activities. The Chaparwada
Dam, constructed by British authorities and completed in
1894, was designed primarily for irrigation purposes in the
surrounding areas. Drawing water from the Banas River and
local streams in the Dudu region, the dam features a canal
with a total length of 4328 meters and a maximum height of
13.41 meters. Despite its historical significance, the dam’s
capacity to fulfill its irrigation mandate is being
compromised due to significant encroachments and

mismanagement.

The Chaparwada Dam relies on several water sources,
including the Kalakh Dam Feeder, the Etakhoi/Etagoi
Feeder, and the Ganga Sagar Feeder. The Kalakh Dam
Feeder, the primary source, has been severely impacted by
encroachments, disrupting water flow and adversely
affecting local agriculture. The Etakhoi/Etagoi Feeder,
which includes an anicut for water diversion, is also
compromised due to respondent authorities' negligence and
heavy encroachment, resulting in a prolonged dry spell and

potential flood risks in surrounding areas.



The Ganga Sagar Talaab, another critical water contributor,
has similarly faced encroachments, leading to significant
environmental degradation. The stream from Ganga Sagar
Talaab to the Chaparwada Dam has been obstructed, and
the respondent authorities have failed to address these
encroachments despite numerous protests from
environmentalists. The ongoing industrial encroachments
and deforestation are causing halted water supply, with

severe ecological and environmental consequences.

Respondents have unlawfully converted buffer lands and
catchment areas into commercial uses, such as factories,
violating environmental regulations and contributing to the
degradation of water bodies. The pollution from industrial
waste and improper waste management practices poses
health risks and further disrupts water flow. The petition
seeks directives for the restoration of encroached lands,
cessation of illegal constructions, and remediation of the
pollution affecting the Chaparwada Dam’s functionality and

surrounding environment.

Despite several notices and requests for action under the
Right to Information Act, there has been inadequate
response from the authorities. The petition demands
comprehensive measures to address the encroachments,
restore the natural water courses, and ensure adherence to
environmental regulations to safeguard the Chaparwada
Dam’s purpose and the well-being of the local
communities’ dependent on it. Hence, the instant Original
Application is filed under Sections 14, 15, and 18 of the
National Green Tribunal Act, 2010.

The applicant is
interested in the protection of the environment and in protection
of the right to a clean environment guaranteed to them by the
Constitution of India under Article 21 and in performance of his

duty under Article 51A. The current application seeks clear



directives for the restoration of the historic Chaparwada Canal
Project's feeders and to ensure that they are free from any
encroachments, in compliance with the Environmental
Protection Act and other applicable environmental regulations
set forth by the government. The prolonged negligence and
erroneous actions of the responsible authorities have resulted in
substantial encroachments on land associated with the canal,
leading to significant environmental and biodiversity

degradation in the Chaparwada Canal area.

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FACTS IN BRIEF

1

3.

That the Historical Chaparwada Dam project was
originally constructed by the British authorities, with the
completion of the project occurring in the year 1894. The
primary objective of the Chaparwada Dam is to provide
irrigation for the surrounding localities. The main source
of water for the dam is derived from the Banas River, Masi
River, Bandi River9 and local streams in the Dudu area.
The total length of the Chaparwada Dam canal measures
4328 meters, and the maximum height of the dam above its
foundation is 13.41 meters. The Copy of Entire Physical
Map of the Chaparwada Canal is marked and annexed

herewith as Annexure 1.

2. That the Chaparwada Dam receives its water from

multiple sources, including the Kalakh Dam Feeder
located in Phulera, Jaipur Rural, the Etakhoi Feeder, and
the Ganga Sagar Feeder in Dudu, along with several other
smaller feeders that contribute water to the Chaparwada
Dam. The water thus stored in the dam is subsequently

utilized for the irrigation of local agricultural lands.

That the Kalakh Dam is the primary and largest supplier
of water to the Chaparwada Dam, with Kalakh Feeder
(Nala No. 12) serving as the main conduit for transporting
water from the Kalakh Dam to the Chaparwada Dam. It is

pertinent to mention here that there have been severe
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encroachments by local residents and industries, to which
the respondent authorities have failed to, respond
adequately. These encroachments have disrupted the
natural water course, resulting in a failure to supply water
to the Chaparwada Dam, thereby causing significant

adverse effects on local agriculture.

. That the Etakhoi/Etagoi Feeder is another significant
contributor of water to the Chaparwada Dam. At
Etakhoi/Etagoi, there is an anicut, from which water is
diverted to the Chaparwada Dam by opening the gates of
the anicut when there is an excess of water. If the gates are
not opened and the water is not diverted to the Chaparwada
Dam, the water continues along its natural course, leading
to a flood-like situation in Malpura, Tonk, and Phagi,
Dudu. There was a time when an employee of Respondent
No.4 Water Resources Department, was responsible for
operating the gates of the anicut. However, due to the
negligence of the respondent authorities, water is no
longer being diverted to the Chaparwada Dam. Moreover,
the stream of the Etakhoi/Etagoi Feeder leading to the
Chaparwada Dam has been heavily encroach_ed upon by
local residents, resulting in the stream drying up. There

has been no trace of water in the stream for several years.

. That the Another significant contributor of water to the
Chaparwada Dam is the Ganga Sagar Talaab in Tehsil

Dudu. It is pertinent to mention that the natural stream and
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water course from Ganga Sagar Talaab to Chaparwada Dam
has also been encroached upon. At several places the
stream disappears due to the actions of encroachers, and
the respondent authorities have failed to address the
situation. Despite numerous protests by environmental
activists before the local respondent authorities, no
attention has been paid. These water bodies and streams
continue to be encroached upon by industries, and the
work of encroaching on this stream land is ongoing. The
respondent authorities are aware of the situation but
appear to be supporting this encroachment. As a result,
water supply to the dam has been halted, and dense trees
along the stream have been cut down, with further
deforestation underway, causing significant environmental

damage.

That the Respondents No. 8 and 9 have unlawfully
converted the Gair Mumkin Pal land of the Chaparwada
Canal into their own mname and established a
factory(respondent no 8 & 9) thereon. Specifically, at Ram
Nagar Mod, in the Ganga Sagar Talaab feeder stream,
located at Khasra No. 2234 of Village Dudu, Patwari Halka
Dudu A, Tehsil Dudu, District Dudu, Rajasthan, the stream
supplies water to the Chaparwada Dam. Adjacent to this
stream, in Khasra No. 2234, lies Khasra No. 1657, which
served as the Gair Mumkin Pal (boundary wall) of the

stream. The respondent authorities have illegally altered
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the status of this Gair Mumkin Pal land to Khatedari land
and permitted the development of an industry on it by
cutting down dense trees. This action constitutes a direct
violation of Rule 4(D) of the Rajasthan Land Revenue
(Conversion of Agricultural Land for Non-Agricultural
Purposes in Rural Areas) Rules, 2007, which explicitly
prohibits the conversion of land within the catchment areas
of rivers, streams, ponds, or other water bodies.

Moreover, the respondent authorities' illegal
conversion of the catchment area land of the stream and
the destruction of dense natural vegetation has caused
severe ecological imbalance. Under the statutory mandate
of Section 24(1)(b) of the Water (Prevention and Control
of Pollution) Act, 1974 (Water Act), and as established by
the Hon’ble Supreme Court in judgments such as MC
Mehta vs. Kamal Nath, (1997) 1 SCC 388, the flow of
water cannot be obstructed by permitting any commercial
construction. The State is required to act as a trustee in
protecting the environment. In the present case, the flow
of water has been completely stopped by private
individuals due to the negligence of the respondent
authorities. The Copy of Jama bandi of Khsra no. 1657 &
Respondent no. 18 office orders are marked and annexed

herewith as Annexure 2.

. That Under the Right to Information Act, 2005,

information was sought from the Water Sources
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Department, specifically from Respondents No. 5 & 6,
concerning the conditions of the Chaparwada Canal Project
and the encroachments thereon, including actions taken by
the department to address such encroachments. According
to the reply and documents provided by the respondents, it
is evident that Respondent No. 5 issued notices to the
encroachers to remove encroachments from the Kalakh
Feeder of the Chaparwada Canal. Despite the issuance of
notices by Respondent No. 6 at various intervals, no
decisive or effective measures were undertaken by the
respondents to physically remove the encroachments from
the Kalakh Feeder. The Copy of notices to remove
encroachment and Copy of RTI applications are marked

and annexed herewith as Annexure 3 & Annexure 4

respectively.

. That the Respondents No. 5 also provided a copy of the

FIR lodged against the encroachers of the Kalakh Feeder
of the Chaparwada Canal. According to the FIR, it is clear
that there are actual physical encroachments on the land of
the Kalakh Feeder, which serves as a water feeder for the
Chaparwada Canal. The Copy of FIR to remove
encroachment are marked and annexed herewith as

Annexure 5.

That the Petitioner, an environmental activist committed

to the protection of the environment, personally inspected

the entire Kalakh Feeder of the Chaparwada Canal Project.
During this inspection, the petitioner observed numerous
instances of open encroachments on the catchment area
and buffer land of the canal, as well as several illegal
constructions on the land of the water stream. These
encroachments are disrupting the flow of water, with
instances where water is diverted from its original course,
occasionally leading to flood-like conditions. Such
excessive water diversion has resulted in the flooding of
agricultural land, causing damage to crops and affecting
local farmers. The encroachments have become a
contentious issue among local villagers, leading to daily
disputes over illegal water diversion. Despite these
ongoing issues, the respondent authorities have not
addressed the matter adequately, resulting in a growing
defiance among the encroachers. The Copy of Photographs
of Encroachment site are marked and annexed herewith as

Annexure 6.

10. That the Respondent No. 4 has unlawfully granted a No
Objection Certificate (NOC) to respondent 8 & 9 factory
owners to establish factories on the buffer land (Gair
Mumkin Pal) of the Chaparwada Canal. This land was
originally designated for managing the flow of water
during the rainy season when water levels naturally
increase. The respondent authorities, however, illegally

converted this land to commercial use, which is prohibited
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by law. This unauthorized conversion has narrowed the
stream and severely affected the water flow. Additionally,
several factories have been established along the stream
banks, discharging waste material directly into the canal.
This practice not only contaminates the water but also
disrupts'the water flow due to solid waste accumulation,

eventually leading to a cessation of water flow.

That the small stream (local Naliya), which carries water
from the main feeder to the local agricultural fields and
ponds, has completely broken down due to the negligence
and lack of maintenance by respondent no. 16 and 18. As a
result, water is flowing onto local roads and pathways

instead of reaching the agricultural land for irrigation.

12. That Respondent No. 10 is engaged in stone cutting

operations and is disposing of their solid and liquid waste
into the mnatural canal. Respondent No. 10 has also
encroached upon the Gair Mumkin Pal (buffer land) of the
feeder and established a private dumping yard. The
Chaparwada Dam has been providing irrigation water to
this area for decades. However, the dumping of solid and
liquid waste by Respondents No. 10 into the natural course
of the canal has posed a severe threat to the integrity of
the canal and to the health of animals and birds that
consume the contaminated water. The presence of liquid
chemicals and white dust in the canal water presents

significant health risks.
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13. That the Kalakh Feeder of the Chaparwara Canal Project
is also utilized to fill the local ponds of 10 to 15 villages.
The water from these ponds is crucial for drinking
purposes for humans, animals, birds, and local flora and
fauna. However, due to encroachments, these village ponds
dry up during the non-rainy season, leading to severe
water shortages for the local residents. The canal is the
sole source of water for these communities. Additionally,
the dense vegetation around these village ponds has been

lost, resulting in significant environmental damage.

14. That the Chaparwada Dam, constructed with the objective
of irrigating an area of approximately 70x70 kilometers,
serves to irrigate around 5000 hectares of land. The local
agricultural activities are heavily reliant upon the water
éupplicd by the said dam. However, due to unauthorized
encroachments on the catchment area and buffer land
associated with the canal project, there has been a
significant reduction in  water storage capacity,
particularly during periods of inadequate rainfall.
Consequently, the supply of water to agricultural lands is
either halted or significantly reduced, thereby causing
substantial damage to crops. This, in turn, has a direct and
adverse impact on the livelihoods of farmers and the

broader economy of the nation.
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15. That the water from the Chaparwada Dam is being utilized
for irrigation and the supply of drinking water to the local
areas, including Dudu, Phagi, Maujmabad, and other
surrounding regions. Furthermore, in the event of a
drought during the summer season, the water from the
canal may also be directed to local village ponds to
provide drinking water for stray animals and birds, as well
as to sustain vegetation. This water supply is thus crucial

for the survival and well-being of the environment

16. That the encroachers have completely demolished the
catchment area of the stream and leveled the land,
including the Gair Mumkin Pal (buffer land) of the canal
at several locations along the Kalakh Feeder. Along with
the encroachment, dense bushes and trees have grown, and
other disruptions have occurred in the catchment area,
causing the water flow to be completely stopped due to the
respondent authorities' failure to maintain the feeder. As a
result of these illegal activities, water has been unlawfully
diverted to the Naya Sagar Dam in Mojmabad, causing
excessive water accumulation and creating flood-like
conditions in the agricultural lands of the Mojmabad tehsil

area.

17. That in the village of Sawarda, Tehsil Mojmabad, District
Dudu, at Chandarmool Maheshpoora Village road where
the feeder of the Chaparwada canal crosses NH 48, the

entire evidence of the feeder has been erased. Encroachers
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have completely demolished the feeder, leveled the land,
and started developing it for commercial purposes. At this
location, there is no trace left that a canal feeder ever
existed, yet the respondent authorities have not taken any
restrictive action against the encroachers. Several time
local people and environment activist protest against the
wrong doing of the encroachers but under pressure of high
profile industrialist and local politicians respondent

authorities paying no heed on this serious issue.

That several times, articles in local newspapers have
exposed the vulnerability of the Chaparwada Canal project,
but the respondent authority has clearly been negligent in
handling the matter and fails to understand the gravity of
the issue, continuing to neglect its duties. As a result, the
canal water has become contaminated with white powder
waste discharged by the stone cutting factories operating
on the bank of feeder, directly affecting the health of the
local people and causing damage to the agricultural soil.
Additionally, the contaminated water has led to various
types of allergies and poses a risk of life-threatening
diseases. The Copy of Photographs of Danik Bhaskar
Newspaper Article dated 21/08/2024 site is marked and

annexed herewith as Annexure 7.

19. That the Respondent No. 07 has, in violation of the law,

illegally dumped waste material and concrete into the
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stream running alongside the Jaipur to Ajmer Highway,
thereby disrupting the natural flow of water and causing

significant damage to the watercourse.

GROUNDS

A. The respondent authorities have a duty under law to
maintain and restore the Chaparwada Dam Canal to
its natural state and maintain the whole land free
from encroachment.

B. The failure of the respondents to perform their
duties has resulted in the present situation and in
violation of all environmental laws.

C. The respondents ought to have intervened to address
the encrochment within the catchment area and Gair
Mumkin Pal (Buffer Land) of the Chaparwada Canal
feeder i.e. Kalakh Feeder, Itakhoi/Itagoi Feeder and
Other Feeders.

D. The respondents ought to have seen that dumping
wastage all over the water Stream of the Kalakh
Feeder of the Chaparwada Canal that is against
environmental laws.

E. The respondents ought to have taken stringent

action against the local encroachers for unlawfully
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encroaching upon the canal feeder and causing
disruption to the natural water course

. The respondents ought to have maintained the state
of small stream (local naliya) which carries water
from feeder to agricultural lands for irrigation.

. The respondents ought to have prevented the
growing of dense bushes and trees in the course of
water of the Chaparwada Canal.

. The respondents ought to have prevented the
dumping of waste into the course of water of the
Chaparwada Canal.

The  respondents ought to have removed
encrochment within the catchment area and Gair
mumkin Pal (Buffer Land) of the Chapareada Canal
feeder i.e. Kalakh Feeder, Itakhoi/Itagoi Feeder and
Other Feeders.

. The respondents ought to have canceled the No
Objection Certificates (NOCs) of the illegally
constructed factories situated on the catchment area
and Gair Mumkin Pal (buffer land) of the
Chaparwada Canal feeder, including the Kalakh
Feeder, Itakhoi/Itagoi Feeder, and other associated
feeders.

. The respondents ought to have taken action against
the illegal conversion of Gair Mumkin Pal and other
land associated with the canal project into

commercial purposes.

CAUSE OF ACTION:
The cause of action for filing the instant Original
Application arose for the Applicant whenp notices were
issued by Respondent No. 6 in year 2022 to various
€ncroachers to remove the €ncroachments. Since then, the
cause of action has remained continuous in hature due to
the ongoing unwarranted activities of the Non-Applicants.
LIMITATION:
The Applicant declares that as per the Nationa] Green
Tribunal Act 2010 this application jg ‘well within the
prescribed time.
INTERIM RELIEF:
Pending disposal of the application, the applicants pray
that this Hon’ble Tribunal be pleased to DIRECT THE
RESPONDENTS TO FORTHWITH
A. Refrain from dumping liquid and soljq waste into
the feeders of Chaparwada Canal.
B. Refrain from €ngaging in any further encroachment
activities until the final disposal of the case.
C. Ensure the demolition of the illegally construction
over the land of Chaparwada Canal,
D. Submit g4 comprehensive plan outlining the

collection of illegally dumped waste Scattered
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throughout the Stream, with the aim of preventing
the unlawful encroachment of water body.

E. To immediately remove all dense bushes and tree
grown in the stream that are diverting the direction
of water.

F. To immediately remove all temporary obstructions
and halt construction activities that are diverting
the direction of water.

G. Remove all solid and liquid waste from Kalakh
Feeder of Chaparwada dam canal, and take measures
to prevent further dumping in these areas.

H. And such further order or orders as may be fit
proper and necessary in the facts and circumstances
of the case.

PRAYER
For the reasons stated above, it is humbly prayed that this
Hon’ble Tribunal may be pleased to:

A. Direct the respondent authorities to maintain the
Chaparwada Canal Free from any Encroachment.

B. Direct the respondent authorities to maintain the
Kalakh feeder, Itakhoi/Itagoi Feeder and any other
feeder of Chaparwada dam canal, free from any
encroachments.

C. Direct the respondent authorities to take immediate
action to revoke the No Objection Certificates

(NOCs) granted to the illegally constructed factories
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situated on the Gair Mumkin Pal of the Chaparwada
Canal project.

. Direct the respondent to cancel the illegal conversion
of the Chaparwada Canal Gair Mumkin pal land into
Industrial purpose and restore the pal of the canal.

. Direct the respondent authorities to take all necessary
measures to halt the illegal temporary construction
activities that disrupt the flow of water and alter the
direction of the water of the Kalakh Feeder.

. Direct the respondent authorities take all steps to
ensure that the course of the Chaparwada Dam Canal
is restored and the flow of water is maintained.

. Direct the respondent authorities to calculate
environment compensation to restore the
environment.

. Direct the Respondent No. 7 to immediately remove
all solid waste dumped in the stream of the Kalakh
Feeder and to compensate for the damages caused by
disrupting the flow of water in the stream.

And pass such further order or orders as may be fit
proper and necessary in the facts and circumstances
