"we deem it just and proper to call a report on the matter in issue in present 
original application, form a joint committee consisting of one representative 
from District Magistrate, Jaipur and one representative from State polluion 
control board, Rajasthan. The Comnittee is directed to visit the place and 
submit the factual and action taken report within six weeks. The State PCB will 
be the nodal 

agency for coordination and logistic support. Applicant/Registry is directed to 
supply the copy of the application and relevant documents to the Committee and 
Respondent(s) within a week. The report in the matter be filed by the Committee 
through email at ngtczbbho-mp@gov.in preferably in the form of searchable 
PDF/OCR Support PDF and not in the form of lmage Pdf ." 

In compliance to the Hon'ble NGT Order dated 08.11.2023, Rajasthan State 
Pollution Control Board nominated Arvind kumar Regional Officer RSPCB, 

Jaipur south as a member of committee and also appointed Nodal officer on 

behalf of RSPCB vide its letter dated 02.01.2024 (Annexure-II), and District 

Collector has nominated Sub Division Officer(SDO), Bassi as a representative 

of the District Collector as well as Mining Engincer, jaipur was also appointed 

the site has been visited by joint committee on date 18-01-2024.A progress 
report was filed on date 19.01.2024 with the request to grant additional 15 days" 

time for report preparation and submission. 
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as a special invitee vide its letter dated 16.01.2024 (Annexure-III). 



It is also humbly submilted that State Government vide Circular dated 
05.07.2021 had already assigned roles and responsibilities of departments i.c. 

Department of mining, Department of Forcst, Revenue, RIICO Ltd etc. in the 

matter of illegal mining (Copy of circular dated 05.07.2021 is annexed and 

marked as annexure -IV). 

It is also pertinent to mention that State Government vide order dated 

29.01.2003 had constituted District level committee under chairmanship of 

District Collector to check the illegal mining. Copy of order is annexed and 

marked as annexure-V. 

2. Factual Status of Illegal mining at khsara no 241 and 242 at village 

Ghata observed during joint visit: 

Joint committe comprising of SDO Bassi, ME jaipur and Regional officer 
(RSPCB) visited the site on 18.01.2024 in presence of applicant shri Deepak 
kumar (Photographs are annexed and marked as annexure- VI) 

Following are the major observations 

1. No mining leases has been sanctioned in the said khasras by the 
department of mines. 

2. No il-legal mining and blasting was seen during inspection. No heavy 
machinery was observed at site. 

3. Temples are located on hillock of Khasra no 241. No significant 

damage was seen in temple, photograph is annexed and marked as 
annexure- VII. 

4. Abadi/houses were observed on Khasra no 242 and others khasras 

adjoining to Khasra no 241 of village ghata. Khasra no 241 of Vil 
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ghata is recorded as gair mumkin pahad and Khasra no 1 Of Vil 

Mangargh Khokhawala is also recorded as gair mumkin Pahadin 

revenue record. The Khasra no is in ownership 0f Jaipur 

Development Authority and Khasra no 241 of Ghata is in ownership 

of State Government 

5. Few pits of carlier mining were observed at khasra no 241 of vil 

Ghata and khasra no l of village mangargh khokhawala. khasra no. I 

of Vil- mangargh khokhawala is adjoining to Khasra no 241 Of village 

ghata. Photographs are annexed and marked as annexure-VIILI. 

6. The mining pits were observed at khasra no 241 at a distance of 

approx. 200 meter from temple.other mining pit is located in foot hills 

of Khasra no 1 of village Mangargh Khokhawala 

7. ME jaipur informed that carlier mining was allowed till 2015 under 

rules 65 of Rajasthan Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1986 in these 

village, however hon'ble NGT(CZ), Bhopal had banned the mining 

activity under said rules vide order dated 16.11.2015 in the matter of 

OA no l04/2015, Jagdish Meena V/s State of Rajasthan & ors. 

3. Action taken on Illegal mining by Department of Mines and Revenue 

Department at khsara no 241 and 242 at village Ghata and on 

Khasra no. 1 of village Mangragh Khokhawala: 

a) Past actions as informed by Mining department 

1) In recent past, joint visits were conducted by joint team of mining 

department, homeguards, Revenue and police department on date 
20.10.2023, 25.10.2023, 5.12.2023 and 20. 12.2023. two dumpers 

and one JCB machine were found engaged in illegal mining of 

sand nearby ghata hill, all machinery were seized on 20.10.2023 

and penalty of Rs 3,40,400 ((hree lacs forty thousand and four 

hundred Rs only) were recovered from defaulters. 
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2) On date 21.10.2023, 4 JCB machines, 2 compressor machines and 

one dumper were seized as well as penalty of Rs 7,19,200/- (seven 

lacs nineteen thousand and two hundred Rs only) were recovered 

from defaulters. 

3) On date 25.10.2023 one JCB machine was seized and penalty of Rs 

1,99,200/- (one lacs ninety-nine thousand and two hundred Rs 

only) were recovered from defaulters 

4) On date 05.12.2023 one tractor with compressor was seized as 

well as a FIR (no 1140) was lodged in police Station against 

Rakesh Meena and Ramesh s/o Ramkishan Gurjar for illegal 

mining activity. Copy of FIR is annexed and marked as 

Annexure-IX. 

5) Apart from above, regular against actions were taken against
