Bharat Mission, Nagar Nigam Dehradun (NND) has undertaken a comprehensive initiative to 
promote source segregation of waste across the city. nus report highlights the steps taken, 
strategies implemented, and comnumity engag~ent activities that have been pivotal in 
enhancing waste segregation practices in Dehradun. 

Objective 

The primary objective is to implement sustainable waste management practices by encouraging 
the segregation of waste at the source. This involves separating waste into biodegradable.

• Monitoring: NND conducts regular monitoring of waste collection vehicles to ensure 
that waste is being collected in a segregated mam1er, maintaining the integrity of the 
segregation process dwing transportation. 

• Engagement: Commw1ity members are encouraged to participate in waste segregation 
efforts by using the appropriate colored bins for different types of waste.

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INTRODUCTION: 

The N agar Nigam has taken a decisive step to eliminate all Garbage 
Vulnerable Points (GVP) across the city, which includes several prominent 
GVP locations. One such location is the Kalidas Road GVP point situated in 
Ward No. I 0, Dobhalwala. This specific GVP point had been a major dumping 
ground, causing si&~ificant inconvenience and health hazards to the nearby 
residents due to the excessive accumulation of waste. 

Recognizing the severe impact on the local community, the Nagar Nigam 
initiated a series of strategic measures to address a11d resolve the issue. 
Despite facing multiple challenges during the implementation of these 
measures, the persistent efforts of the Nagar Nigam have now brought the 
Kalidas Road GVP point to the brink of complete closure. This achievement 
marks a significant improvement in waste management and environmental 
conditions for the residents of Dobhalwala. 
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METHODOLOGY: 

Following the successful removal of all waste from the Kalidas Road GVP Point by

disposal by certain individuals persisted. To combat this, the Municipal 

Corporation deployed a team to monitor the area continuously. Despite multiple 

strategies and suggestions, waste continued to reappear for several days. 

However, the team remained diligent, and after persistent efforts, the situation 

improved. The waste disposal at this GVP point has now stopped, and the area is 

on the brink of being fully clean. This initiative by the Municipal Corporation has 

not oniy addressed the immediate waste issue but aiso set a precedent for 

maintaining cleanliness and preventing illegal waste disposal in the future.

PROBLEM: 

When the Dehradun Nagar Nigam decided to remove all GVPs, Dobhalwala and 

Kaiidas were among the areas where a significant amount of garbage was 

collected. Residents of these areas were disposing of waste in the open public 

space instead of using the designated garbage trucks. The Nagar Nigam members 

educated and explained to the residents the importance of disposing of waste in 

the garbage trucks and not in the open space. However, many individuals ignored 

these instructions. 

The Nagar Nigam members faced several challenges in eliminating the GVP points 

such as: 

• Hostile behavior from some residents towards the team.
