Dindoshi Garden Hill  Society, New MHADA Colony, Film City

Road,  Dindoshi  Goregaon  (East)  Mumbai,  the  Applicant No.  1

herein do hereby solemnly affirm and declare as under:

I.   I say that I am the Applicant in the above captioned Original

Application and have read the Application and am familiar

with its contents. I say that I have also read and understood

the contents of the Affidavit of the Respondent No. 5 NICE

dated 7th January 2025. I therefore say that I am competent

to depose in the present Additional Affidavit in Rejoinder
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2.   I  say  that  I  am  filing  the  present  additional  affidavit  in

Rejoinder with the limited intention to bring certain material

information on record.

LOCUS 0F THE APPLICANT

3.  In relation to the issue of the locus of the Applicant in her

capacity  as  a  "Jal  Nayak"  in  the  Chala  Januya  Nadila

initiative of the State Government, I say that the position is

a voluntary position, and the Applicant has appointed in the

said   position   in   the   year   2017   due   to   her   extensive

professional   and   academic   expertise   in   the   field   of

limnology,  zoology  and  biology.  In  her  capacity  as  Jal

Nayak, the Applicant works as a civil society representative

with   expertise   on  the   subject  of  river  protection   and

preservation,  and the  Applicant  is  not,  in  any  capacity,  a

representative  or  employee  of the  State  Government.  A

copy of the letter dated issued by the Office of Divisional

Commissioner, Konkan Division, appointing the Applicant

as  a  Jal  Nayak,   along  with  a  copy  of  a  Government

Resolution dated 30.11.2016  stating that the position of a
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Jal Nayak is a voluntary position has been annexed hereto

and marked as Annexure A-1

4.  I  say  that  the  filing  of the  present  Application  became

necessary   due   to   the   negligence   of   the   Respondent

Authorities    in    implementing    various    directives    and

decisions taken to protect and preserve the rivers  covered

within the Chala Juniya Nadila campaign. It is pertinent to

note that the Respondent No. 3 Collector, and the Municipal

Commissioner of the Respondent No. 4 where to work in

coordination   to   take   necessary   steps   identified   in   the

minutes  of  the  meeting  dated  22.12.2022  of  the  Chala

Januiya Nadila,  in  a phase-wise,  time-bound  manner.    In

fact, the said minutes show that it was decided that a report

was     supposed    to    be    submitted    to    the    Divisional

Commissioner  to   bring   on   record  the   action  taken   in

pursuance  to  the  steps  identified  in  the  minutes  of the

meeting. Also as per the guidelines given in the Government

Resolution no. 8222 dated 20.01.2023, a timeline was fixed

for the river rejuvenation programme  and the  steps  to be

taken  under the  programme,    as  per  which  a  deadline  of

5.06.2023 was assigned   for a report to be prepared by the

Nodal officer in consultation with the Jal Praharis to submit
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it  to  the  District  Committee,   and  the  Chairman  of  the

District Committee (the Collector) was required to submit it

to the  State-Level Committee of the Government. The Non-

government members  and  civil  society representatives  of

the  State-Level  Committee  and  experts  were  supposed to

finalize the report with an action plan by 14.09.2023 for the

Secretary,  of the  Water Resource Department  (as  a  State

Nodal  officer) to  further coordinate with the Collector or

Municipal   Commissioner  respectively   for  resolving  the

various  issues  identified  and  outlined  in  the  report.  The

Divisional Commissioner was then required to supervise the

follow-up  of progress  reports  from  the  Collector  of the

region. However, since December 2022 not a single meeting

for the Chala Januiya Nadila programme has been convened

by the Collector,  although the civil society representatives

such as the Applicant have tried to conduct review meetings

with the support of Secretary and Joint Secretary of District

Committee, Thane Municipal Corporation,  each municipal

Corporation/Council  and  have  suggested  detailed  action

plans, due to the delay in execution of the steps highlighted

in the Government Resolutions no.  8222 dated  14.10.2022

&  20.01.2023   pertaining  to  the     Chala  Januya  Nadila
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programme. It is submitted that even the Chief Secretary has

not conducted meetings for follow up and action as per CJN

GR no. 8222 dated 30th Sept, 2022, although water scarcity,

climate  change  and  river  pollution  have  exacerbated.  As

highlighted in the Application and the previous affidavit of

the Applicant, although the concretisation and discharge of

untreated sewage from textile plants into the Waldhuni river

has  been  regularly  raised  by  the  Applicant   and   other

aggrieved   citizens,   no   steps   have   been   taken   by   the

Respondent Government authorities to address these issues.

5.  It is submitted that subsequent to the meeting convened by

the  Commissioner  of the  Thane  Municipal  Corporation

dated 24th July 2024 (for which minutes were circulated on

7th August 2024) referred to in my previous affidavit, the

review   meeting   held   under   the   Chala   Januya   Nadila

programme was on 22.04.2025, 28.04.2025  and 8.05.2025.

It   is   pertinent   to   note   that   the   Chala   Januya   Nadila

programme, through various Government Resolutions have

constituted  three  distinct  Committees  for  the  supervision

and implementation of the programme/initiative namely at

the State Level (to be convened by the Chief Secretary of
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the    State    Government,    a    District    Level    Committee

(constituted by the  Collector and to be held on a monthly

level) and at the level of the Municipal Coporation/Council

(to  be  convened  by  the  Commissioner  of the  Municipal

Corporation/Council).  However,  since  the  past  two  years

the State Level meetings which should be convened by the

Chief Secretary of the  State Government t have not been

held  at  all.   The   District  Level   Committees   have  been

convened from time to time but have not even been attended

by the Collector since December 2022.

6.  During   the   course   of  the   meetings   dated   22.04.2025,

28.04.2025    and   8.05.2025,   the   issues   raised   by   me,

particularly in relation to the concretisation of the Waldhuni

river were  discussed  again,  however no  steps  have  been

taken by the Respondent Authorities to redress the issues

raised.  A  copy  of the  email  written  by  the  Applicant  to

summarise  the  discussions undertaken during the  meeting

dated 22.04.2025  has been annexed hereto  and marked as

Annexure A-2. Copies of the minutes of the meeting dated
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22.04.2025  and 28.04.2025 have been annexed hereto and

marked as Annexure A-3 colly.

7.   I  further  say  that  it  is  settled  law,  as  provided  for  under

Section  18  (2)  of the National  Green  Tribunal Act,  2010,

that      "any      person      aggrieved"      by      environmental

destruction/pollution/issue raising a substantial question of

environmental law has the ability to approach this Hon'ble

Tribunal under Section 14,15 and 16 of the National Green

Tribunal Act, 2010.

STATUS 0F THE WALDHUNI RIVER AS A RIVER

8.  I repeat and reiterate my averment in my previous Affidavit

in Rejoinder that the factum of the status of the Waldhuni

River  as  a  river  cannot  be  disputed  by  the  Respondent

Authorities,    including   the   Respondent   No.    2    Water

Resources Department, when the status of the River and its

pollution  has  been  an  admitted  fact  by  these  Respondent

Authorities     in    various     documents,     including    those

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submitted  before  this  Hon'ble  Tribunal   as  well  as  the

Hon'ble Supreme Court.

9.  I further say that in terms of a Government Resolution dated

3.05.2018 for floodline demarcation and restricted zones to

control  flood  disaster  and  encroachments,  a  work  order

dated 13 .03 .2024 (for a project budgeted at Rs.21,95,048/-)

issued   by   the   Respondent   No.    2   confirms   that   the

Respondent No. 2 has in fact initiated steps back in March

2024   to identify, map and demarcate the Waldhuni RIver

and  its  blue  and red floodlines.  However for reasons best

known to itself, the work of demarcating the floodlines of

the Waldhuni River has not been completed till date. A copy

of the work order dated  13.03.2024, along with some of the

pages of the tender documents   issued by the Respondent

No.  2 that were obtained vide RTI Application   have been

annexed hereto and marked as Annexure A-4. I say that I

have  since  come  to  lean  that the  work  of mapping  and

identifying the  floodlines  of the  Waldhuni river has  been

completed in October in 2023 but the Respondent Irrigation
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Department has not notified the same till date and has not

released the flood line map in the public domain till date.

10.I   repeat   and   reiterate   my   submissions   in   my   previous

affidavit that Section 22 of the Maharashtra Regional and

Town  Planning  Act,   1966   stipulates  the   contents  of  a

Development    Plan,    under    which,     sub-section    22¢)

specifically directs  the  Planning Authority to  incorporate,

`` proposals for foood control and river pollution within the

Developnent plan. "

11.Similarly,   Section   14  of  the  Maharashtra  Regional  and

Town Planning Act,  1966 provides that the Regional Plan

of  an   area   may   provide   for,    "preve#f!.o#   a/  erasz.o#,

provision  Of  afforestation  or,  reforestation,  improvement

and redevelopmehi of water f rohi areas, rivers and lakes "

12.It   is   submitted   therefore   that   rivers   are   meant   to   be

demarcated in Development Plan and Regional Plan as the

case   maybe   under   the   provisions   of  the   Maharashtra

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Regional and Town Planning Act,1966 along with various

circulars issued by the Respondent No. 2 itself since  1989,

and   the   Respondent  No.   2   has   failed   in   its   statutory

responsibility in undertaking the said work. The Applicant

has raised the said  issue,  amongst other queries regarding

untreated sewage being released in the river, in an email to

the Respondent No. 2 and 5 dated 03.04.2025. A copy of the

email of the Applicant dated 03.04.2025 has been annexed

hereto and marked as Annexure A- 5.

13.I further say that as per the letter of the Executive Engineer

of the Irrigation Department, Thane itself dated 01.04.2024

issued  to  the  Respondent  Ambamath  Municipal  Council

itself noted serious issues in the marmer in which the river

bed   of  the   Waldhuni  river  was  being  concretised   and

encroached upon because  of the construction work being

undertaken  near/arising  from  the  Shiv  Mandir.  The  said

letter  quoted  various  provisions  of law  and  Government

Resolutions on the issue of illegal encroachments on river

beds  and  also  mentioned  that  a  site  inspection  had  been

conducted   on   17.05.2023.   Inter   alia,   the   letter   cited   a
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Government  Resolution  dated  06.05.2016  issued  by  the

Urban Development Department of the State Government

which  called  for  records  being  prepared  with  satellite

images      taken      every      6      months      to      monitor

encroachments/unautho rised         con structio n s.        The

Executive  Engineer  of the  Irrigation  Department,  Thane

therefore called upon the Ambamath Municipal Council to

take  necessary  steps  to   stop   such   encroachments   from

occurring  and to  remove/demolish  such  encroachments  in

its  capacity  as  an  Urban  Local  Body.    However no  steps

have been taken by the Respondent Ambamath Municipal

Council to maintain buffers zones in Town Planning designs

by   procuring   satellite   images/maps   of  Waldhuni   river

stream orders, or to remove such encroachments, including

the concretisation of the Waldhuni river for the Shiv Mandir

project. A copy of the   letter of the Executive Engineer of

the  Irrigation  Department,   Thane  dated  01.04.2024  has

previously   been   included   in   the   List   of   Documents

submitted  by  the  Applicant  and  has  also  been  annexed

hereto and marked as Annexure A-6.   It is submitted that

satellite images collated by the Applicant from 2011-2024

shows    the    excessive    amount    of    construction     and

',

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concretisation of the Waldhuni river, particularly after 2015 .

The  images  reveal the  shocking manner in which a large

portion of the river has been completely encroached upon to

the extent it has been completely concretised. A copy of the

satellite images collated by the Applicant from 2011-2024

has been annexed hereto and marked as Annexure A - 7.

14.It  is  submitted  that  the  complete  and  utter  apathy  of the

Respondent  Authorities  in  protecting  and  preserving  the

Waldhuni river has constrained the Applicant to approach

this Hon'ble NGT seeking reliefs to preserve and protect the

Waldhuni river from concretisation and encroachments and

to  ensure  compliance  of  the  various  commitments  and

action  points  announced  by  the  Respondent  Authorities

themselves to stop the concretisation of the river bed of the

Waldhuni river.

15.For  the  abovesaid  reasons,  I  say  that  the  prayers  in  the

present Original Application deserve to be made absolute

circumstances of the river good changes should be brought about

and  by  resuming  flow  of  the  river  ensure  that  there  will  be

continuity therein and for that purpose it will be necessary to use

the  required  sources,  suggested  that  if  the  Water  Resources

Department has prepared Action Plan as per directions given in

the last meeting it should be presented.

In accordance therewith Shri Sandeep Nalawde,  Superintending

Engineer Water Resources Department did presentation through

PET of problems  relating to water  sources  and measures  to be

taken thereon.   While giving information with reference to Ulhas

River,  Bhatsa  River,  Lenadi  River,  Kanakvira  River,  Kamvari

River,  Waldhuni  River,  Kushivali  River,  Bharangi  River,  Chor

River therein gave information about origin-confluence-valley of

river, length of the river, paanlot area, present status of red line-

blue line, present status of river pollution, flood situation due to

the river etc. Also figures of rainfall for the last 5 years in these

river-dam  areas  were  given.        While   showing  the  difference

between Rainy season, Dry season he brought to notice flooding

mainly in the Ulhas River rainfall area and Barvi Dam area in the

years 2019 and 2021  due to heavy rainfall which led to flooding
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of Badlapur City on a large scale.   He also  stated that polluted

water     being     discharged     into     the     river,     along     with

urbanisation/ industrialization along both the banks nalahs like

Khemani, Badlapur MIDC nala etc. are responsible for pollution

of  Ulhas  River.     He  also  mentioned  that,  however,  by  doing

correspondence     with     the     concerned     Departments     like

Maharashtra  Pollution  Control  Board  and  Urban  I,ocal  Bodies

action   is   being   taken   by  Water   Resources   Department   for

stopping the said pollution and taking necessary measures.

Srimati Donde  (Coordinator/Jalprahari Member/ representative)

expressed  strong  regrets  about  encroachments  in  river  areas

where at many places concretization can be seen in the river bed

as  well  as  effluent  water  that  is  being  discharged  by  various

companies in the surroundings being very unclean and many a

times as chemical water is discharged into  the river the colour

and  odour  of water  changes,  for  e.g.  in  Waldhuni  River  near

Shivmandir location as well as MIDC area near Barvi Dam, and

made it clear that this is very dangerous to health.  Also as there

is   no   suitable   arrangement  for  effluent  water  it  is   directly

discharged into the river bed.

Even sold waste of companies are dumped in the

river area.  Due to all these reasons the river surrounds are drying

up.  She said that measures for this will be to use new technology
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like Vaccume Dranage System as well as suitable arrangement

for effluent water is necessary.

Honble Chairman mentioned that action should be taken by the

concerned  Local Autonomous  Body  to  use  suitable  technology

available for improving health of the river.

By   expressing   concurrence   with   this    Shri   Vasant   Bhoir

(Coordinator/Jalprahari   Member/representative)    stated   that

even in Lenadi River this situation is obtaining and in the survey

conducted  recently  by  the  concerned  Department  saying  no

Mapping is  found  encroachments  are  taking place  and during

previous flooding at many locations major parts of the field have

become irreparable.
