WHEREAS, the Hon'ble NGT has passed an order dated 24.11.2025 in the matter of
OA No. 577/2025, Jeevan Singh vs. State of Uttarakhand & Ors., wherein it has been
observed that there is regular and illegal dumping of solid waste at Banbasa,

Champawat, in violation of the provisions of the Solid Waste Management Rules,

20 16, as amended from time to time; and

WHEREAS, in compliance with the aforesaid order of the Hon'ble NGT dated

24.11.2025, a inspection of the site was carried out by the Joint Committee constituted

by this Board vide Office Order No. UKPCB/HO/GEN-183-953/2025/1466 dated

14.12.2025; and

WHEREAS, in respect of the said complaint, the joint inspection of the site was

conducted on 24.12.2025, and the Joint Committee made the following observations:-

a) Population ofNagar Panchayat Banbasa area, as per census 2011 is 6023 & area

of Municipal Council is 88.42 Hact.

b) The site mentioned in the petition is of Nagar Panchayat Banbasa MSW

dumping site Banbasa Canal forest. The google map ofthe site and photographs

taken during the inspection. The geographical coordinates of dumpsite sharda

canal forest areLat.28.990941", Long' 80.078713" and marked on google map'

c) Said site is located approximatly 300 Meters away from the office of Nagar

Panchayat Banbasa. The Executive officer Nagar Panchayat Banbasa informed

that, the Municipal Committee since the formation. municipal waste disposal

within the Municipal committee has been taking place on land orvned by the

Uttar Pradesh Inigation DePtt.

d) As informed by the Executive Officer Nagar Panchayat Banbasa that total

generation of Municipal Solid Waste from 07 wards is about 2.1 MT/Day. Nagar
Panchayat Banbasa has adopted door to door collection mechanism. whole
quantity is being dumped at the exisiting dumped site with about 60%
segregation at source and about lookg/day plastic & other waste is being
segregated at the site.

e) At the time of inspection Municipal Solid Waste was found to be dumped in un-
scientific manner without any fencing/ boundary wall, storm water drain,
leachate collection system, approach road to reach the end point, fire safety

system and security arrangment at sharda canal forest. The google map showing

the illegal MSW dumped site is enclosed.

f) The deposited waste also not covered or compacted and most cases in these open

dump site waste remains susceptible to open buming.
g) The existing dump site may pose significant health hazards both to the general

public living in the neighbourhood and nearby school children, as there was no

arrangement to the control odour nuisance and pest infection in disputed site.

h) The Nagar Panchayat Banbasa has stopped the dumping/disposing/storing of
Municipal Solid Waste at disputed land from 24.12.2025, as informed by Nagar

Panchayat representative.

i) During inspection, it was also observed that to meetout with the requirement of
per day waste generation, the Nagar Panchayat Banbasa started dumping the

waste in illegaly different site near by the office. Office of the Jiledaar, First

Subdivision, Banbasa Head Works, Sharda Canal Bareilly has also given notice

for Illegal dump of MSW time to time.
j) At the time of inspection buming of solid waste was not observed at the site by

the committee members. Executive Officer Nagar Panchayat Banbasa has

informed that during the summer season some instances of hre were reported.

k) Nagar Panchayat Banbasa has provided material recovery facility and compost
pits at the near office site, but not found in operational during visit. The compost
pits were observed without any waste. At present, there is no storm water and
leachate was found accumulated at the site.

l) There is no mechanism of fire safety arrangement at the MSW site, but Nagar
Panchayat Banbasa informed that fire fighting vehicles were used at the time of
fire in dump site.

The site is affected by foul odour and several animals and pets were observed in
the around which can further act as vectors to the surrounding people.

m) Morever, as per EC Meeting held on 2lst May 2025 under the chairmanship of
chief Secretary & Subsequent review meeting held with the District Magistrate
of champawat on 27th Jury 2025, an integrated solid waste management plan
has been proposed to be undertaken as part of the master planning framework
and this cluster model will cater the solid waste management of Khatima,
Banbasa & Tanakpur also.

n) As per Nagar Panchayat Banbasa new site has been also identified at Chandfarm
Road, Chuna Bhatta. P.O-Chandani, Banbasa, DistricrChampawat.Site is about

5.0Km away from the intemational boundary of Nepal. The total plot area is
8,000sq m the sanitary landfill area is 2,260 sq m 0.80 hact. Land transfer
process is currently under process. After the land is transferred to the Nagar
Panchyat Banbasa, the Banbasa Municipal Committee will dispose of the

municipal waste at the site.

o) As per DPR, the waste spread area to be reclaimed is land of First Subdivision,
Banbasa Head Works, Sharda Canal Bareilly and total quantity of waste is about
4037.13 MT.

p) Executive Officer Nagar Panchayat Banbasa also informed that the DPR for
processing and disposal of legacy waste has already prepared and tendering
process has been completed and awarded the work to lv{/s Ayushi Hygiene &
Care Pvt Ltd, C-93 Mahaveer Vihar, Sector- 1 Dwarka, New Delhi. As per the

MOU, the agency has to dispose all the legacy waste by 6 (six) Months from the

appointed date.

q) As per Solid Waste Management-2016, authorization is not required for a waste
processing facility that handels less than 5.0 MT of waste per day. More
specifically rule-15 (y) of the SWM Rule-2016 stipulates that local authorities or
operators need to obtain authorization from the State Pollution Control Board
(SPCB) only for facilities exceeding installed capacity of 5.0 TPD. Facilities
processing less then this amount do not required this specific authorization
though all facilities must still comply with general SWM Rules regarding

segregation, storage & disposal.

WHEREAS, As per observation of Joint Committee, it seems that the municipal
corporation is not comply the provision under the SWM Rule 2016 as amended; and

NOW THEREFORE, in view of the above observations and in exercise of the power
conferred under Section 5 of Environment (Protection) Act-1986 as amended with
approval of the competent authority of the Board, You are hereby directed to show
cause within 30 days from the issue of this direction as to why following action against

conceming officer/agencies shall not be initiated: -

l. Cognizance of offence under Section 49(a) of the Water Act shall not be

taken & file compliant case before the Hon'ble designated court'
2. Environment compensation shall not be imposed.
