I, Mr. Arunkumar Gulabbhai Patel, Adult, Environment Engineer, Gujarat
Pollution Control Board, the authorised signatory of the Respondent, do
hereby state on solemn affirmation and make this Affidavit in Reply, as

under:

1. At the outset, I say that the Appeal, as filed by the Appellant is not
pbAAMY - maintainable and deserves to be dismissed with COSW =

(
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2. The Appeal, as filed, is based on suppression of material facts from

this Hon'ble Tribunal and therefore also, the same is not

maintainable and deserves to be dismissed with costs.

3. Before adverting to the contents of the Appeal paragraph wise,

there are certain facts which the Respondent Board would like to

state before this Hon’ble Court, as under:

ii.

It is submitted that the Appellant Unit, M/s Shchem
Corporation has obtained CC&A from the Board for

manufacturing products namely:
(1) Mebendazole IP/BP/USP-2 MT/month
(2) 3,4 Di Amino Benzophenone- 2 MT/month

And the same was valid up to 02/06/2023.

It is submitted that on 14.10.2020, the Appellant unit was
jointly visited by officials of Board with NCT team member

regarding discharge of waste water. During visit brownish
colored waste water was observed in GIDC open drain near
the boundary wall of the Appellant unit & the stretch of this
waste water was foun‘d to be @ 80-90 feet. One sample of
waste water was collected from this GIDC open drain having
brownish color & pH @ 10 on pH strip. During visit, the

Appellant unit was found in operation & production of 3, 4 Di

amino Benzophenone was going on. ETP was fth“ in
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operation but waste water was observed in settling tank.
Color of this waste water was observed brownish & pH @ 9-
10 on pH strip. One sample of waste water was collected from
settling tank. The Appellant Unit is a member of CETP, ETL,
Ankleshwar for the disposal of waste water. Characteristics
of both the waste water sample i.e. waste water sample
collected from GIDC open drain near the boundary wall of the
unit & from settling tank of ETP of the unit were found same.
Analysis Report of the waste water sample collected from
GIDC open drain near ’Ehe boundary wall of the unit shows
parameter pH: 11.4, COD: 43529 mg/l, Ammonical Nitrogen:
294 mg/l1, BOD: 10880 mg/l. Fresh soil was observed in open
area near ETP to hide the earlier disposed/overflow of waste
water in ETP area. During visit daily work (rojkam) was done
with NCT member. Further, the housekeeping within
premises & near ETP area was found very poor. Thus, looking
to the site situation within premises as well as outside
premises, it was observed that unit discharges their waste
water into GIDC open storm water drain in odd hours instead
of treatment & disposallas per CCA conditions. A copy of the
said Visit Report as also the relevant photographs are

annexed hereto and are marked as “ANNEXURE - R1”(Colly).

Accordingly, the closure Order was issued on 10.11.2020. It is

submitted that on 27.11.2020, during routine monitoring of

the Ankleshwar GIDC, greenish colored turbid W’Cer
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was observed in open GIDC storm water drain passed near
pumping station. For the said purpose, by back tracing of
upstream area of GIDC drain with NCT team, the Respondent
Board reached to the premises of the Appellant Unit. Looking
to physical appearance (color & pH), the same colored
alkaline waste water was found in GIDC storm water drain
outside of the Appellant unit and it was also observed that
the upstream GIDC storm water drain of the Appellant unit
was having domestic waste water. For further investigation,
the Respondent Boarld entered the premises of the Appellant
Unit for inspection and it was observed that all the ETP tanks
of the unit were found' to have waste water similar to the
waste water observed in the Strom water drain (GIDC)
outside the unit but with highly concentrated properties.
Moreover, around the ETP area and near ETL holding cum
discharge tank, the same waste water Patches were found on
the ground. On the back side of the manufacturing plant of
the Appellant Unit, huge amount of Mother Liquor/ RM
containing drums having intense smell were stored in
haphazard manner in open area. The Housekeeping in the
unit premises was found to be very poor. It also surfaced that
the Appellant Unit has made kachcha drain to carry waste
water generated from plant to ETP area which in fact the
Appellant unit needs to make acid proof, so that waste water
stops flowing into the soil. During such visit, two waste water

samples were collected from (1) ETP intermediated tank (2)

-
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GIDC storm water drain (outside unit). Copy of closure
direction and above mentioned inspection report are
annexed hereto and is marked as “ANNEXURE - R2” and

“ANNEXURE - R3” respectively.

Thereafter also, the Unit was inspected on 23.12.2020 and
08.02.2021 for its request for revocation application and Unit
was not in operation. It was observed that Unit was in
compliance of the Closure Order and the Revocation was
approved to be granted to the Appellant on trial basis, on
payment of Rs. 4,40,000 (Rs. Four Lac forty thousand) of
Interim Environment Damage Compensation to be paid by
unit. The same was informed to the Appellant unit on
20.02.2021. However, as the EDC amount was not paid, the
Closure Order passed by the Respondent Board was not
revoked. (Copy of thé communication done for EDC is

annexed hereto and is marked as “ANNEXURE - R4”

The Respondent states that when the Appellant Unit was
inspected on 12.02.2021, for further investigation in the
matter with reference to Head Office Email dated. 06.02.2021
regarding NaBr solution sent to M/s. Meet Chemopharma.
The unit was found not in operation as unit was under

closure direction. During inspection, one Mr. Shri Vijaybhai

Sheth - Partner accepted that generated NaBr solqum
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their unit is sent to M/s. Meet Chemopharma via their trading
firm M/s. Organix operating on the same plot. In CCA of the
unit, there is no mention of NaBr solution. During inspection,
@ 70 nos. of drums(200 litres each) filled with NaBr
solution(nomenclature as MB-III ML), approx. 50 nos. of
drums(200litres each) filled with NaSH solution, @ 7 nos. of
drums(200litres each) filled with caustic lye, 1 drum (200
litres) filled with n-propyl bromide(NPBr), 1 carboy (50
litres) filled with NPBr, @ 40 nos. of drums(200litres each)
filled with n-propyl alcohol, 1 drum filled with DMF, etc. were
observed to be stored within unit premises. Accordingly, the
Appellant Unit was instructed to stop the trading of any
hazardous waste and strictly follow the condition of
Hazardous waste Management. During inspection, unit had
provided invoice of NaBr solution sent to M/s. Meet
Chemopharma on dated. 23/12/2020 (invoice no: 2020-
21/F/20072). Accordingly, considering the stock of materials
present within unit premises, chances were that the unit may
be engaged in manufacturing of non-consented products
moreover, in view of the fact that the Unit had also sent
hazardous waste to traders without any manifest in violation
of the provisions of Hazardous Waste Management Rules
2016 and Amendments thereof. Copy of such inspection
report, is annexed hereto and is marked as “ANN XpRE -

RS ”w

The Respondent states that on 17.03.2021, the Appellant unit
was inspected once again, with reference to a telephonic
message received by the Board from the NCT monitoring
team regarding the acidic waste water in GIDC storm water.
This unit is inspected with reference to telephonic message
from NCT monitoring team regarding acidic waste water
found in GIDC storm water drain near the unit of M/s.
Shchem Corporation. During inspection, the production plant
was not found in operation. All the ETP units were found
empty as no generation of waste water from the plant.
However, during Inspection, Blackish coloured domestic
waste water having neutral pH flowing in GIDC storm water
drain near the main gate of the unit and upside of the unit
was found. One waste water sample was collected from the
GIDC storm water at back side of the Appellant unit having
Blackish brown colour & pH @ 4 on pH. During Inspection,
one Tanker No. G] 16 X 8412 was observed within the unit
premises and the acidic liquid material filled in the said

tanker was being filled into drums. One sample of acidic

liquid material was collected from the tanker. Upon inquiry
from the concerned person at the Tanker, he did not furnish
any documents/records for the said tanker and thus, it
appeared to be an activity carried out without permission of
GPCB within the Appellant unit premises. During Inspection,
39 MT Stable Bleaching Powder packed in Bags (25 kg cap.

each), 21 MT Caustic lye filled in drums (300 kg cap each)
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was observed to be stored within unit premises and @ 300
nos. drums filled with various materials were observed
stored on open land within the unit premises. A copy of such
Report is annexed hereto and is marked as “ANNEXURE -

R6”.

The Respondent states that thereafter, on 31.03.2021, the
Appellant unit was again inspected by the Board with
reference to telephonic message from NCT monitoring team
regarding acidic waste water found in GIDC storm water
drain near M/s. Shchem Corporation. During inspection
acidic waste water stock was found stored @ 2 KL in reaction
vessel in plant shed, @ 1 KL in Collection tank of ETP and @ 5
KL in final treated waste water holding cum CTEP disposal
tank. Remaining ETP units were found empty. It was further
found that the Appellant Unit has provided flexible pipe line
with pump from reaction vessel to final treated waste water
holding cum CTEP disposal tank, flexible pipe line with pump
in collection tank of ETP and has also provided flexible pipe
line with pump in final treated waste water holding cum
CETP disposal tank. During Inspection, Blackish coloured
domestic waste water having neutral pH flowing in GIDC
storm water drain near the main gate of the unit and other
places was found. Duri‘ng the inspection, total four nos. of
waste water samples were collected (1) from GIDC storm

water at back side of the unit having Blackish brozgrﬂiﬂ;ur &
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pH @ 2 on pH strip, (2) from Collection tank of ETP having
yellow colour & pH @ 2 on pH strip, (3) from final treated
waste water holding cum CETP disposal tank having yellow
colour & pH @ 2 on pH strip and (4) from reaction vessel in
plant shed having yellow colour & pH @ 2 on pH strip. During
Inspection, 43 nos. of drums filled with HCl were found
stored within factory premises in open land however some of
the drums were found open hence acidic fuming was also
observed from the open drums. During Inspection, @ 300
nos. drums filled with various materials were observed
stored on open land within the unit premises. A copy of such
inspection report is annexed hereto and is marked as

“ANNEXURE - R7”.

The unit was asked to submit the procurement details and
source of Hazardous waste found during inspection on
12.02.2021 vide communication dated 03.05.2021, a copy of

which is annexed hereto and is marked as “ANNEUXRE - R8”.

The Respondent states that in view of such constant and
continuous violations committed by the Appellant unit, on
07.04.2021, the Ld. Collector of the District was requested to

seal the Appellant Unit Premises. A copy of such

communication is annexed hereto and_is gnarked as
“ANNEXURE - R9”. M

The Respondent Board submits that on 15.04.2022,' the
Appellant Unit was visited and inspected, with reference to a
telephonic message from Mr. Rajesh Patel, from the NCT
monitoring team regarding the unauthorized industrial
effluent discharge through underground illegal drainage pipe
line under RCC flooring at gate no.-2 of the Appellant unit.
When the Officials of the Respondent Board were in process
for the investigation of underground pipe line and discharge
of effluent in storm wafer drain outside of the unit; It was
observed that two workers/persons were present there
within the plant shed but as and when thev officials of the
Respondent Board entered the unit premises, no one was
seen in the unit premises during the visit, as the
persons/workers were jumped off the wall behind the unit or
hid somewhere. During the said visit, single phase power
supply was found connected. It was also found that though
the water supply valve was sealed by competent authority,
water supply was continue and water pump provided water
supply connection which was found in operation. During
Visit, it was observed that though the plant was not in
operation, but considering the conditions of the provided
reaction vessels, weighing scale and cooling tower it was
evident that the unit was operating in odd hours by using
single phase power supply. Over and above the same, huge
nos. of drums were found filled with various materials

without identification/marking and were found stored within
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unit premises in open as well as in plant shed in haphazard
manner. White coloured chemical contaminated empty open
mouth drums were found stored within premises in open and
white coloured chemical/waste powder was also observed
dumped on open land within premises in haphazard manner.
Over and above the same, lot other violations were also
observed which have been in detail narrated in the site
report prepared and a copy of the same with the relevant

photographs, is annexed hereto and is marked as

“ANNEXURE - R10".

The Respondent Board states that thereafter also, on
02.07.2022, when the Appellant unit was visited for the
routine monitoring, the Appellant Unit was surprisingly
found in operation and manufacturing process for the
production of mebendazole crude in SSR & GLR reactors was
going on. During visit provided natural gas fired boiler and
cooling tower was also found in operation and thus, it was
evident that the unit was not complying with the Closure
Order issued by the Board earlier. Illegally, the power supply
and water supply was also found to be available. Over and
above the same large nos. of drums (200 litter of each) were
found filled with various unknown materials without any
identification/markiﬁg in open land within premises as well
as in plant shed. Lot of other serious violations were

observed which have been in detail enumerated in the visit
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report, a copy of which is annexed hereto as “ANNEXURE -

R11".

In view of such conduct of the Appellant Unit in constantly
violating the orders passed by the Board, the Respondent
Board vide communication dated 22.08.2022, sent a
reminder letter to the Ld. District Collector for sealing the
premises of the Appellant Unit. On the very same day, a letter
was also sent to the concerned Authority, Ankleshwar, to
disconnect all water supply of the Appellant unit, as the water
supply was found to be active. Copies of both the said
communications are annexed hereto and are marked as
“ANNEXURE - R12” and “ANNEXURE - R13”, respectively.
Over and above the same, a letter was also sent to the DGVCL,
to disconnect the existing power supply of the Appellant Unit
and a copy of such lettér dated 22.08.2022, is also annexed

hereto and is marked as “ANNEXURE - R14”.

In view of the requests made by the Respondent Board to seal
the premises of the Appellant, on 11.10.2022, the Appellant
unit was visited in presence of the Circle Officer, Dist.
Bharuch, and during such visit, it was observed that the
production plant of the Appellant Unit has multiple entrances
without doors and thus, the sealing of production plant area
was not possible and hence, the main electric panel board, by

switching off main electric switch and manhole (material

charging hole) of total 6 nos. of reaction VessWyided in
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production plant area of the unit was sealed by the official in
presence of panchas. A copy of such document, is annexed

hereto and is marked as “ANNEXURE - R15”.

The Respondent states before this Hon’ble Court that though
the Appellant Unit was sealed, the illegal activities of the
Appellant Unit did not stop and the same further came to the
knowledge of the Respondent Board when the Board
inspected the Unit premises of the Appellant on 06.06.2023
during night hours. During night hours monitoring of GIDC
Ankleshwar area, alkaline and highly odour containing waste
water flow was observed in GIDC storm water drain. Back
tracing of this type of waste water flow in this drain it was
observed that alkaline and highly odour containing waste
water discharge was going on from the outlet of discharge
pipe line provided in the Bathroom of M/s. Shchem
Corporation. One sample was collected from the discharge
pipe line provided in bvathroom and analysis report shows
parameter pH: 8.30, COD: 19925 mg/l, Ammonical Nitrogen:
655.2 mg/l, BOD: 4779 mg/l. It was mentioned in report that
this waste water flow ultimately goes towards Final Pumping
Station of NCT (Narmada Clean Tech)/ Amla khadji in case of
overflow from the bund wall provided on storm water drain
near FPS(Final pumping station). It was also found that the
Appellant Unit was in operation and manufacturing process
for the production of 3, 4 di amino benzophenone was going

on in one reactor. During the visit, one reactor in plant shed,
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natural gas fired boiler, cooling tower and other required
industrial ancillaries are found in operation and thus, the unit
was deliberately and intentionally flouting the directions of.
the Respondent Board’s Closure Order as also the Seal put up
by the Office of the Ld. Collector. Under such circumstances,
written remarks were issued to the Appellant Plant to give
clarifications regarding the violations. There were several
other serious violations committed and observed by the
Respondent Board WhiCi’l have been in details narrated in the
report prepared which shows intentional violation of closure
order and discharge of effluent in unauthorised way, which is
annexed hereto and is marked as “ANNEXURE - R16", along

with the necessary documents.

The Respondent Board states that thereafter, complaints
were received by the Board from one Mr. Dharmesh Mistry,
regarding the Seepage of waste water from boundary wall of
the Appellant unit into the GIDC storm water drain. Thus, the
Appellant unit was visited on 10.06.2023 and it was observed
that waste water from boundary wall of unit was going in to
GIDC storm water drain. During such visit, one waste water

sample was collected which was going in to GIDC storm

=fi{water drain for analysis. Analysis report of the waste water

j‘sample collected shows parameter pH: 8.18, COD: 11513

mg/l, Ammonical Nitrogen: 700 mg/l and BOD: 2762 mg/l.
Temperature of waste water found in effluent storage tank

was @ 45 degrees centigrade, which indicates nit has
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started production activity. During the visit, though there was
a closure Order, huge waste water ponding was observed
within premises leading to GIDC storm water drain. It was
further observed during such visit that earlier when the
premises was sealed, sealing process of 6 reactors and one
main electric panel board was carried out by officials,
however, during the said visit, it was observed that out of 6
reactors, only one reactor was having seal and the Appellant
Unit had removed seal from 5 reactors. Copy of such
inspection report, is annexed hereto and is marked as

“ANNEXURE - R17".

The Respondent Board vide communication dated
19.07.2023, sent reminder letter to DGVCL to disconnect all
electricity supply including single phase power supply and a
copy of such communication is annexed hereto and is marked

as “ANNEXURE - R18”.

The Respondent sates that in view of the blatant violations
committed by the Appellant unit continuously, on
28.07.2023, the RO was informed to initiate legal proceedings
under the E(P) ACT, 1986 and a copy of such communication

is annexed hereto and is marked as “ANNEXURE - R19”.

The Respondent states that based on an anonymous
complaint received by the Respondent Board vide mobile no.
6354813935, who provided google location regarding

wastewater discharge in to GIDC Storm water drain (SWD),

on 02.08.2023, the Appellant unit was again itwq, by
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Board officials. During such inspection, to great shock and
surprise of the Respondent Board, the Unit was found
discharging wastewater and it was found that alkaline
wastewater was flowing (pH @ 9-10 on pH strip) in to GIDC
SWD besides the Appellant unit. During visit, it was observed
that on the right side of the material gate of the unit,
contaminated water was flowing from the unit which directly
went into GIDC Storm Water Drain through boundary wall
hole and on checking, it was found that the same was alkaline
wastewater (pH @ 9 -10 on pH strip). It was further observed
that in the unit premises RCC flooring work was under
progréss. After entering plant, it was observed that, though
previously stamped/seal by the concerned authority, no such
stamp and seal was found on the 0.7 KL SS Reactor and 6 KL
SS Reactor. Also, the surface of the 0.7 KL reactor was found
hot on being touched in and in-process material was also
found inside the reactor, indicating that the unit was
functioning and was in operation. Nitrogen cylinder was seen
connected with 6 KL reactor. MB-III Batch Sheet in the plant,
lot no. MB-I1I/082, dt. 01/08/2023, batch size 685 Kg log
sheet was found in the plant area. Visible smoke was seen on
the surface of the Electric Hot Oil unit and its surface felt hot
on the touch. In addition to that, AOD Pump was found with
the Separator Vessel of the unit, the suction was inside the
separator and a flexible pipeline was provided at the

discharge point which was going to the collection cum
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neutralization tank of ETP. Water was seen coming out near
the end point at ETP by lifting the pipe from the backside
which proves that unit was transferring material by AOD
pump. Huge quantity of drums filled with wastewater /
intermediate / RM / product / waste material were found
haphazardly stored openly in ETP area, near material gate
and plant area. Several other violations were also found
which have been clearly recorded in the report prepared by

the Respondent Board, a copy of which is annexed hereto and

is marked as “ANNEXURE - R20”.

The Respondent states that initially, the Environment
Damage Compensation (EDC) was imposed on the Appellant
unit. Unit was preliminary communicated through XGN to pay
EDC amount through the Board’s website generated link for
payment. Thereafter, on 20.05.2024, office order has been
communicated to pay the said amount and the said official
order communicated by the Respondent Board to the unit has
not been challenged till date. It is pertinent to state that on
03.06.2024, the Appellant unit, though having filed this
Appeal before this Hon’ble Tribunal, has addressed a
communication to the Respondent Board and has requested
to issue the revocation order, considering the financial crises
faced by it and such other reasons. Copy of the Order dated

20.05.2024 and also the Application made by the Appellant
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unit dated 03.06.2024, is annexed hereto and is marked as

“ANNEXURE - R21” and “ANNEXURE - R22”, respectively.

In view of the foregoing facts, it is more than evident that the Appellant
unit has blatantly violated the orders passed by the Respondent Board
and thus, in such facts, the relief, as prayed for in the present Appeal
cannot be granted. The Réspondent Board is not filing a paragraph wise
and the same may in no manner be termed or interpreted as an
admission on part of the Respondent Board to such contentions and all
the allegations and averments made and the contentions raised in thé
Appeal are denied and the Respondent Board craves leave of this Hon’ble
Tribunal to file further detaiied reply or Affidavit, incase and as and when
the need arises. The respondent Board denies the so called grounds in

ints totality that have been raised by the Appellant in the Appeal.

What is stated herein above is true and correct.

This unit is visited with reference to telephonic message from Mr. Rgjesh Patel, NCT monitoring team regarding
unauthorized industrial effluent discharge through provided underground illegal drainage pipe line under RCC
flooring at gate no.-2 of the unit. During visit discharge of w/w is not observed and provided illegal drainage pipe
line is under the RCC flooring hence it is also not verified. We were in process for the investigation of
underground pipe line and discharge of effluent in storm water drain outside of the unit; we had seen two
workers/persons are within the plant shed but as and when we entered the unit premises no one was seen in the
unit premises during the visit, as the persons/workers were jumped off the wall behind the unit or hidden
somewhere. Board has issued closer directions under section 33-A of water Act vide letter no.
GPCB/ANK/CCA-977/ID-26937/572954, dated-10/11/2022, which is till date not revoked. During visit single
phase power supply isfound connected as provided lightings and weighing scale system isfound in operation in
unit and it is also observed that water supply valveis sealed by competent authority however water supply is
continue and water pump provided on water supply connection is also found in operation. During visit production
plant is not found in operation but looking to the conditions of the provided reaction vessels, weighing scale and
cooling tower it seems that unit is operates in odd hours by using single phase power supply.Unit is having
primary ETP consisting of collection cum neutralization tank, nutch filter, treated w/w holding tank. During visit
provided all the tanks of ETP are found full with generated w/w. During visit discharge of w/w is not observed
hence w/w sample could not be collected. Unit has provided N.G. fired one boiler which is not found in
operation. Huge nos. of drumsis found filled with various materials without identification/marking are found
stored within unit premises in open as well asin plant shed also in haphazard manner. White coloured chemical
contaminated empty open mouth drums are found stored within premises in open and white coloured
chemical/waste powder is aso observed dumped on open land within premises in haphazard manner. Dueto the
night hour monitoring and no any person available at premises other detail observation could not be carried out
and NEI is also could not be served.

This unit is visited with reference to periodically routine monitoring programme. Unit has
obtained CC&A (AWH-95266) of the Board and is valid up to 02/06/2023 for the manufacturing of
products mentioned there in CCA order. Board has issued closer directions under section 33-A of
water Act vide letter no. GPCB/ANK/CCA-977/1D-26937/572954, dated-10/11/2020, which is till date
not revoked.

During visit production plant is found in operation and manufacturing process for the
production of medendazole crude in provided SSR & GLR reactors are going on. During visit provided
natural gas fired boiler and cooling tower is also found in operation and thus unit is not comply the
above mentioned closer order and hence they are instructed to comply the closer order
immediately. Power supply and water supply is also found continue hence they are instructed to
clarify for the same. Provided scrubber system attached with process vent of reaction vessels are
found corroded and not in operational condition.

I nspection Crux:

General Observation:

This unit is visited with reference to telephonic complaint received to this office from anonymous person (mob
no. 6354813935) who provided google location regarding wastewater discharge in to GIDC Storm water drain
(SWD). We have visited the above said shared location where complainant was present and said that this unit is
discharging wastewater and found that alkaline wastewater is flowing (pH @ 9-10 on pH strip) in to GIDC SWD
besides this unit. During visit, it is observed that on the right side of the material gate of this unit contaminated
water was flowing from the unit which directly open to GIDC SWD through boundary wall hole and on checking
found alkaline wastewater (pH @ 9 -10 on pH strip). We have collected sample from this stream for analysis
purpose. On right side of material gate, brownish colored wastewater small puddle observed near boundary wall
which was coming through seepage and going in to GIDC SWD. We have collected sample from this seepage
puddle for analysis purpose which is located on right side of the material gate. In the unit premises RCC flooring
work was under progress. After entering plant, it is observed that, previously stamped seal by the authority was
not seen on the 0.7 KL SS Reactor and 6 KL SS Reactor. Also, the surface of the 0.7 KL reactor was found hot on
touch in and in-process material was aso found inside the reactor. Nitrogen cylinder is seen connected with 6 KL
reactor. MB-111 Batch Sheet in the plant, lot no. MB-111/082, dt. 01/08/2023, batch size 685 Kg log sheet found in
the plant area. Visible smoke was seen on the surface of the Electric Hot Oil unit and its surface felt hot on the
touch in, which is connected with reactor — 0.7 KL. Hence it came to know that unit isin operation and
manufacturing processis started illegally. In addition to that, AOD Pump was found with the Separator Vessel of
the unit, the suction was inside the separator and a flexible pipeline was provided at the discharge point which is
going to the collection cum neutralization tank of ETP. Water is seen coming out near the end point at ETP by
lifting the pipe from the backside which proves that unit was transferring material by AOD pump. Unit is asked to
clarify the same. Huge quantity of drums filled with wastewater / intermediate / RM / product / waste material
were found haphazardly stored openly in ETP area, near material gate and plant area. Brownish color w/w
seepage was found from the drums lying near material gate and going outside the premises through seepage.
During the inspection, Collection cum neutralization tank & treated w/w collection tank was filled with w/iw &
sample from treated w/w collection tank istaken for analysis purpose. Unit has not furnished any details
regarding production, raw material purchase, fuel consumption and water consumption etc. during visit. Looking
at al the above details, it is found that unit is not following the closure order/ direction given by the Board and
have started illegal production activity and wastewater discharging outside the unit premises. DGV CL was
instructed to disconnect the power supply of unit including single phase vide letter dated - 19.07.2023, however
during the inspection, single phase power connection is observed in the unit. Written instructions are given in 3-
day noticeto clarify all this matter. Photographs taken during inspection and 3-day notice are attached here with.

Appeal No.32/2024(WZ)

4. We admit this appeal and direct the Respondent- GPCB to file fullt-
fledged reply affidavit within a period of four weeks and a copy of the
same shall also be served ‘upon the appellant, who may file rejoinder

affidavit against the same, if any, within two weeks thereafter.

5. The learned counsel for Respondent- GPCB submits that a formal _

order has also been passed in the present matter on 20.05.2024. But the
learned counsel for appellant is denyiﬁg to have received. a copy of any
such order. Therefore, we direct the Respondent- GPCB to serve a éopy of
the same through e-mail upon the applicant and as well as to this

Tribunal through e-mail.

6. We expect that till the next date of hearing, realization of the
amount of Rs.53,15,000/- by way of EDC would not be done by the

Respondent-GPCB, as the matter is ripe for final hearing.
