places.

. That the present matter was last listed for hearing on 17.02.2026, wherein
the Hon’ble Tribunal directed as under:
“15. Hence, we require the Respondent No. 5 and 9 to file further progress

report atleast one week before the next date of hearing.”

STATUS OF DEMARCATION OF THE SEGMENT-B, PHASE 1 OF

THE RIVER GANGA ON THE BASIS OF 100 YEARS RETURN

PERIOD
. It is submitted that the delineation work of the Ganga River based on the
100 return period is being carried out by the Central Water Commission,

Government of India. Regarding the updated progress, it is informed that
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the stretch of the Ganga River from Haridwar to Unnao falls under a total

of 13 divisions.

5. That it is germane to mention that as earlier submitted in the Updated
Report dt. 16.02.2026 (Refer @ Pg No. 334, Para No. 5 of the Judicial
Record) the information regarding the embankments and barrages on both
banks of the River Ganga received from the concerned divisions has been
submitted by the Executive Engineer, Drainage Division—I, Meerut to the

Central Water Commission vide letter dt. 28.08.2025.

6. That in this regard, the Central Water Commission, New Delhi has
informed that the complete information has not been furnished in respect
of:

e Inflow and outflow discharge data of barrages for a minimum period
of 25 years or the maximum available daily-wise data for each
division; and

e Detailed information regarding embankments constructed within the

jurisdiction of the concerned divisions in GIS shapefile format.

7. That further vide letter dt. 14.05.2026 it has been requested to the

concerned divisions to provide the requisite information. Upon receipt of
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the information from the divisions, the same shall immediately be
forwarded to the Central Water Commission, New Delhi.
A Copy of the letter dt. 14.05.2026 has been annexed herewith as

ANNEXURE ! .-1.

8. That it is further submitted that the said exercise shall be carried out in
consonance with the Ganga Rejuvenation Order, 2016 keeping in view of

the 100 years return period.

II. STATUS OF DEMARCATION OF THE SEGEMENT-B, PHASE-2

(UNNAO TO BALLIA)

9. That with respect to the progress of physical demarcation of the floodplain
zone of River Ganga- Segment- B, Phase-II (Unnao to Ballia), it is
submitted that the said progress on behalf of Chief Engineer, Sone,
Irrigation and Water Resources Department has been submitted in the
matter of Ganga Pollution Vs State of U.P. & Ors. (OA 515 OF 2023) vide
further report dt. 19.05.2026.

A Copy of the further report dt. 19.05.2026 has been annexed herewith as

ANNEXURE *-2.
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10.That it is submitted that in total, 7,350 flood plain boundary pillars were

required to be fixed across 13 districts of the State of Uttar Pradesh.

11.That the process of physical demarcation of the flood plain of River Ganga
under Segment-B, Phase-II (stretch from Unnao to Ballia), involving
the fixation of 7,040 boundary pillars across 13 districts of the State of
Uttar Pradesh, has been substantially completed, except for a remaining
stretch of approximately 50 kilometres falling within District Prayagraj as
the same has encountered obstruction on account of strong protests and

resistance from residents of the adjoining areas.

12.That the physical demarcation work in District Prayagraj is presently under
progress. It is submitted that, out of the total proposed fixation of 1,210
boundary pillars along a stretch of 250 kilometres in District
Prayagraj, 900 pillars have already been fixed covering approximately
200 kilometres of the stretch. The remaining 310 pillars are yet to be

fixed over the balance stretch of approximately 50 kilometres.

13.1t is further submitted that, for completion of the aforesaid work, the
Irrigation Department vide letter dated 26.12.2025 requested the District
Magistrate, Prayagraj to issue necessary directions for deployment of

adequate police force for ensuring smooth execution of the demarcation

the Flood Plain Zone of River Ganga and its tributaries in the State of UP
especially in reference to the River Ganga (Rejuvenation, Protection and
Management) Authorities Order, 2016 and the action taken by the

authorities for protecting the Flood Plain Zone.

4. That the present matter was last listed for hearing on 10.02.2026, wherein
the Hon’ble Tribunal directed as under:
“2. Learned Counsel appearing for State of UP submits that work of
demarcation of flood plain with ground truthing and putting up the pillars
in the stretch under consideration will be completed by 31.03.2026 within

the timeline.”

5. That it is submitted that in compliance of the aforementioned directions,

the further progress report with respect to the same is herein as under.
