As per the writ petition
filed in the Hon'ble Court the complainant has filed the complaint against
Pradhan Brick Field (P.B.F) Vill and Post Tezwapur, Block- Trivediganj,
Tehsil - Haidergarh, District- Barabanki. while Pradhan Brick Field (P.B.F) is
the trade name. As per the office record the name of the brick kiln is M/s
Ramshanker Brick Field Vill Tezwapur which is established and operational
since 1997 at the above location.

M s Ramshanker Brick Field Vill Tezwapur produces approx 25000 Bricks per
dav using soil, sand, water as raw material, having 23 no. of Payas in the brick
kiln. Appox 4-5 ton per day of coal is used as fuel in the brick kiln.
Gravitational settling chamber along with 115 Feet stack is established as a Air
Pollution Control system.

The consent to operate under Air Act has been granted to the brick kiln till
dated 30.09.2024 by the state board as per the letter dated 19.10.2019 and the
first consent to operate under Air Act was granted to the brick Kiln in the year
1997. (Anexure-1 )

Brick kiln has submitted the analysis report dated 11.04.2022 of the
gaseous emission generating from the stack from approved laboratory M/s Ultra
Testing and research laboratory.
