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Joint Committee Interim Report in reference to Hon'ble NGT order in
the matter of O.A. No. 862/2022 Pankaj Kumar Mishra versus Union
of India & Ors. dated 10.05.2023.

Hon'ble NGT vide its Order dated 10.05.2023 in the matter of Original

Application No. 862/2022 Pankaj Kumar Mishra versus Union of India & Ors,
instructed the following:-

......... "13. With regard to the issues not covered by the order dated 18.012021 ie.
compliance by mining units and stone crushers, we constitute a Joint Committee of
CPCB, UP AND MP PCBs and District Magistrates and DFOs Singrauli area in UP and MP
(nodal agency being CPCB and concerned State PCB) to oversee compliance of norms
and determine the liability of erring units on ‘Polluter Pays’ principle for past violations
having regard to nature and extent of violation, cost of remediation and turnover of the
units. This exercise be completed within three months. The joint Committee may also
undertake carrying capacity of the area to sustain the number of stone crushers and
sitting criteria required to be followed including in terms of inter-se distance. Such
carrying capacity be calculated based on the available data. Forest Departments of UP
and MP may also take necessary action under the relevant statutory provisions to ensure
that no fly ash/ash slurry or waste is dumped in forest area and necessary and requisite
plantations are undertaken. The Forest Departments may also take necessary action
against the violators, following due process of law. The Committee may also give the
status of execution of plan to bring down Comprehensive Environmental Pollution Index
(CEPJ) level. The joint Committee may give its report by 15.09.2023 by e-mail at judicial-
ngt@gov.in preferably in the form of searchable PDF/OCR Support PDF and not in the
form of Image PDF......"

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2. The committee has conducted video Conferencing meeting to discuss the

Action Taken in compliance of above order. The major concern highlighted by

the applicant is about air pollution due to road transportation of coal and fly

ash. Random site inspections of the area were also conducted by the
committee.

3.  The committee is in opinion that the major issues related to Thermal Power
Plants and Coal Mines located in the area have been already covered in the
order dated 18.01.2021. Similarly, some of the issues related to stone crusher
cluster located in Dalla area are also covered in the said order, based on which
several actions have been initiated by the concerned departments for necessary
compliances. The committee has found the following major issues of concern
and their compliance / action taken report to flag before Hon’ble NGT in the
said matter.

3.1. Compliance Status of Stone Crushers and Mining Units located in Dalla
area.

3.2. Evaluation of Carrying capacity of the stone crusher area to sustain the
number of stone crushers and sitting criteria required to be followed
including in terms of inter-se distance.

3.3. Status of Execution of plan to bring down comprehensive Environmental
Pollution Index (CEPI) level.

3.4. Dumping of Fly Ash/Slurry in Forest area under covered of Singrauli,
Sonbhadra region (U.P. Part).

The factual status based on the information provided by the concerned
departments and observations made by the committee during the field visit is as
given:-

4, Compliance Status of Stone Crushers and Mining Units located in the Dalla,

Sonbhadra area:- @

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4.1. The previous committee highlighted several environment issues related to
the 313 Stone Crushers located in the Dalla area that included inadequate
measures adopted to control the dust emission during the stone crusher
operations, emissions during transportations, and huge dust cloud covering

the area.

42.UPPCB informed to the committee that surveillance drive has been
conducted by them and UPPCB Officials have visited to all Stone Crushers in
last 03 months and verify the compliance status. As reported 98 Nos. of
Stone Crusher units were found operational without having adequate Air
Pollution Control System such as Water sprinklers, Wind breaking wall and
others. And in-light of such violations, show cause Notices have been issued
to those defaulter Stone Crushers units u/s 31'A" of Air (Prevention and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (As Amended) by UPPCB in month of June
2023, July 2023 and September 2023. The details as provided by UPPCB are

attached at Annexure-1.

43.UPPCB also informed that regular water sprinkling with water sprinkling
tankers and mobile fog cannon/mist gun is being done on the road of

crusher area to control the dust emission during transportation of vehicles.

4.4.To obtain the details of stone mining operations carried out in the area and
excess mining from the Mining Department, the Regional Officer, UPPCB,
Sonbhadra has issued a letter vide reference no. GO000774/0.A. No.
862/2022/2023 dated 29.09.2023 and reference no. G000788/0.A. No.
862/2022/2023 dated 06.10.2023. The copy is attached herewith as
Annexure-2 & 3. In response to the above letters, vide letter reference no.
1968/khanij/2023 dated 09.10.2023, the Mining Department has provided
tabulated information on 59 mines (46 stone mines and 13 riverbed mines)

located in Obra Tehsil. In the given information it has been mentioned that

—

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the mining department has imposed penalties on 16 mining projects that
have carried out the excess mining. The amount/quantity of excess
excavation has also been in the tabulated format which can be considered
for the calculation of the environmental compensation against the erring

mining units. (Copy attached as annexure-4).

4.5.To fill up the mine voids, UPPCB have issued Consent to Establishment to
the M/s. Obra Thermal Power Plant, a UP Govt TPP for reclamation of low-
lying area by filling Dry Fly Ash. This is valid for scientific disposal of Dry Ash
i.e. 3.0 Lacs m® and (25,000 m?) in 04 abandoned Stone Mines at Arazi No.
7536 of Billi-Markundi, Sonbhadra.

5. Evaluation of Carrying capacity of the stone crusher area to sustain the number of
stone crushers and sitting criteria required to be followed including in terms of

inter-se distance.

5.1. The committee felt the need of technical assistance for evaluation of carrying
capacity study and hence the committee is in opinion to conduct such study
through any research organization such as National Environmental
Engineering Research Institute (NEERI), BHU & AIIMS etc. As requested by
the committee, the UPPCB has approached to CSIR-NEERI for the same vide
letter no. GO00776/0.A. No. 862/2022/2023 dated 29.09.2023.

5.2.The concerned institute is in process to capture the available information for

evaluation of the carrying capacity.

6. Status of Execution of plan to bring down comprehensive Environmental Pollution

Index (CEPI) level.

6.1. As per the evaluation of CEPI based on the monitoring conducted during
May, 2022 the Sonbhadra, U.P. is categorized under Severely Polluting
cluster/Area with CEPI score of 67.88. UPPCB has framed the action plan for
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bringing down the CEPI score through the identified action points for

improvement in the Air, Water and land environment.

6.2. The major source of Water and Air Pollution in the CEPI area of Singrauli,
Sonbhadra (U.P. Part) are 05 Coal mines projects and 06 Thermal power
plants. Besides of its, to movement of heavy vehicles loaded with Dry Fly Ash

or Coal, Road dust emissions are other source of air pollution.

6.3.The compliance status of the CEPI action plan as provided by UPPCB is
attached herewith as Annexure-5. As per the said status the compliance
status, CEPI Action plan are being 60 percentages complied rest to be
complied.

6.4.UPPCB is also monitoring the ambient air Quality at Anpara Colony-Ill type-
50, Anpara & Renusagar Colony, Renusagar, Sonbhadra monitoring Station
under NAMP. Last three-year annual data shows the some improvement in

the ambient air quality as well. (Details of Air Quality data given in below

table)

6.5.Under National Water Quality Monitoring Programme (NWMP), UPPCB
conduct surface water quality monitoring of 02 locations. The water quality

6.5.1. The monitoring data shows gradual increasing impact on the water
quality with respect to BOD. It is informed that for the improvement
in water quality and for restoration of Polluted River stretch of River
Rihand, Stretch-Renukoot, Sonbhadra, action Plan has been prepared
by Regional Office, UPPCB and is under consideration of their HQ for
approval & further direction.

6.5.2. All major industries generating effluents have installed ETP/STP for

treatment of Industries/Domestic effluents and are achieving ZLD.

7. Dumping of Fly Ash/Slurry in Forest area under covered of Singrauli, Sonbhadra
region (U.P. Part).

7.1. Forest department informed that dumping of Fly Ash/Slurry have not been
found in the forest area under jurisdiction of Singrauli, Sonbhadra forest
region (U.P. Part). Dumping of fly ash/Slurry disposal on forest land is
supposed to be a non forestry activity which is not possible without the
permission of Government of India. Regular Surveillance & patrolling work
are done to ensure that there is no illegal dumping of fly ash/garbage in

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the forest area. If any such illegal activity is found in forest area, cognizance

are being taken by the forest department.

8. Remarks/ Findings of the committee.

8.1.  Stringent surveillance on polluting units is required to ensure for the
regular compliance by them.
8.2. Implementation of CEPI action plan and action plan framed for
restoration polluted river stretch need to be ensured.
8.3. Further stringent action needs to be taken against the non-complying
stone crusher units.
8.4. UPPCB need to conduct regular drive to ensure the compliance of the
environmental Norms by the stone crusher units located at Dalla.
8.5. Number of the stone crushers need to be restricted based on the
outcome of the carrying capacity study.
8.6. Environmental compensation needs to be imposed on the erring mining
units that have carried out excess excavation than permitted.
8.7. Setting of advance CCTV Camera network on main public roads used
for the transportation of the coal, fly ash etc. for proper surveillance.
