The report reflects the Coimbatore City
Municipal Corporation’s commitment to manage municipal solid waste, implementing
sustainable solutions, and eliminating open dumping at the Vellalore Compost yard. All

relevant annexures have been attached for reference.

Additional Status Report No.1.A) for Original Application No.156 of

2024 (SZ) “Fire Breaks out at Vellalore Landfill in Coimbatore”

1. Access oad: All the dumped legacy waste's locations were with proper access

road to mobihize the hirehghting team and as well water tanker movements to
contain any fire incident occurred in the dumped wastes. The photographs arc

enclosed as in Annexure - AL

2. Thermal Mapping & Fire Risk Assessment Survey: As a proactive measure
during this upcoming summer period, CCMC have engaged a third-party agency to
continuously monitor the Thermal readings in the dumped legacy wastes. The
Firefighting team and CCMC’s water tanker team address the hotspot by water
spraying and controlling the temperature. The detailed report is attached as in

Annexure-A II.

3. Additional Lagoon Facility: An additional lagoon infrastructure with 60MLD
capacity is developed adjacent to the existing lagoon facility at Vellalore Compost
Yard, as a multipurpose facility to utilize the treated STP water (transported by
designated existing treated water pipeline, STP located 15Kms from compost

yard). The water shall be utilized to combat any unprecedent fire incident in the

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dumped wastes and as well watering the planted trees in and around the compost

yard. The construction work photographs is enclosed as in Annexure-A III.

Watch Tower: As submitted in our previous status report dated 01.09.2024, a
watch tower with all infrastructure facility like long range binoculars, solar
powered lights, 24X7 personal shift duty, fencing along with bio toilet & drinking
water facility for the staff deployed are established to monitor and alert if any fire
incident or unauthorized entry occurred in the compost yard. The tower duty
personals presence is continuously monitored from ICCC. The watch tower
photographs, shift duty for the month of April’25, are enclosed as in Annexure -
AlV.

. Scrubbing/Removal of Dry Grasses: As preventive measures, all the dry grasses
grown around the compost yard were scrubbed to avoid any sudden fire
occurrence due to the summer temperature. The phoatngraphs nf the same is

enclosed as in Annexure - AV.

. TreePlantation & Green Cover: The Respondent Corporation have taken several
initiatives to plant around 5000No.s native tree saplings to mitigate the odor
issues and to develop green cover at the compost yard. CCMC have engaged with
a NGO in marking the commitment of planting trees along with regular
maintenance of the tree plantation. CCMC also encouraged the service provider(s)
inside Vellalore Compost Yard to plant more trees. The plantation photographs,

are all produced as Annexure - A VI.

. Tree Plantation Maintenance Works: A separate proceeding is issued to the
concern workers to maintain the planted trees regularly and in addition to that
deployed water tankers for watering the trees planted. The watering works are
continuously monitored by the dedicated members of the CCMC’s - Integrated
Command Control Centre (ICCC). The proceeding for the water tanker and the

staffs are enclosed as in Annexure-A VII.
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8. Fire Hydrant Team: CCMC have engaged firefighting team from Tamil Nadu Fire
Station Office deployed 24X7 duty at Vellalore Compost Yard to address
immediately for any unprecedented fire incidents. Photographs enclosed as in

Annexure- A VIII.

Additional Status Report No.1.B) for Execution Application 11/2023
and Original Application No.127 of 2022 (SZ) “Stop Dumping
Unsegregated Waste at Kurichi - Vellalore Dump Site”

1. Phasc II - Biomining Work I'rogress: The Respondent Corporation have
linallzed the tender process and work order s {ssued to a private operator dated
19.02.2025 to process the 7,94,139 MT of legacy waste. The biomining work was
commenced from 20.02.2025, with mobilization and installation of equipmenL. As
on date, almost 1825 TPD is processed and the RDF materials recovered 160.50
MT are transported to the cement factories clearing one acre of land from the total
84.62 acres dumped legacy wastes. The CCMC’s Work order, letters; instruction to
contractor to implement sophisticated equipment, measurement & weighment
methodology, daily processed weight measurements, action plan to complete the
entire biomining waste quantity and site photographs (Coll) are all enclosed in

Annexure -B 1.

2. Transfer station at Sathy Road: The Respondent Corporation to avoid dumping
the wastes to compost yard, accelerating the Re-Construction works of the
Transfer Station located at Sathy Road and operations will be commenced from
mid of April’25 which is with capacity of 150 TPD and the same quantity of wastes
shall divert to the existing processing facility at Vellalore. Photographs of the
under construction Revamped Sathy Road Transfer Station is produced as

Annexure - B II.

3. New Transfer Station: The construction of three new transfer stations at
Kovaipudur, Peelamedu and Kavundapalayam of 150 TPD capacity is commenced
on 21.02.25. The completion period is 12months and this will help CCMC to

channelize the municipal solid wastes to different processing facilities and to
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control sending the wastes to the open dumping at Vellalore compost yard. The

Construction photographs are enclosed as in Annexure - B II1.

. Bio CNG: Construction of Bio-CNG plant of 250 TPD, at an estimate of Rs.69.20
crore for 'Biogas' project for which tender Financial bid opened on 13.12.2024,
One of the bidder filed a case and the judgement from High Court Madras received
on 21stFebruary, 2025. Based on the HC Order, CCMC shall finalize the bidder and
work order shall be issued shortly. Tentative commencement of the project shall
be from May’'25 and the project completion period are 12months from the
commencement date. Setting up of the plant shall assist CCMC in controlling the

open dumping at Vellalore compost yard.

. Waste to Energy Plant: A plan to implement Waste to Energy Plant of 600 - 1000
TPD capacity is in process. It will be implemented in collaboration with local self-
governing bodies near the municipality. The draft detailed project report is
submitted to TNIDB office for their Approval. With the implementation of the
biogas production and the electricity generation project, garbage can be diverted

from the open dumping/ landfill.

CCMC has taken the initiative to reduce open dumping by a great margin as seen
in Annexure - B IV. that the segregation percentage since November 2023 till
March 2025 has drastically reduced from 36% to 8.17% where as the processing

waste quantity increased from 64% to 92%.

Action taken by the service providers like spraying of disinfectant and Lemon
grass solutions inside the processing plant are shown in the photographs

. Drinking Water supply to Vellalore Residents: CCMC as a responsible public
service body, initiated to supply drinking water to the local nearby residents
covering around 3-5 km radius between 3 - 5 days interval. The supply details are

. Air Quality Monitoring: CCMC combined with TNPCB carried out joint Air Quality

Monitoring at Vellalore Compost Yard. At regular intervals the Monitoring report

COIMBATORE: The Coimbatore City Municipal Corporation (CCMC) Commissioner M

Sivaguru Prabakaran visited the Vellalore dumpyard site on Saturday to inspect ongoing

restoration work of a dormant lagoon, which will serve as a water reservoir.

Officials said that treated wastewater from the Ukkadam Sewage Treatment Plant (STP),
located in the CCMC'’s south zone, will be reused and transported through pipelines to the

60 MLD (600 lakh litres) lagoon which will be built at Vellalore dumpyard.

Adjacent to the lagoon, another six-acre waterbody had been left neglected and lacks a

proper water storage system. Restoration is in full swing to revitalise this. As part of
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restoration efforts, all overgrown shrubs and weeds have been completely removed and

the lagoon’s embankments were strengthened. Additionally, to prevent water seepage, a

tarpaulin sheet lining will be installed.

Once complete, the combined capacity of the lagoon and the 6-acre waterbody will be 60
MLD ensuring that treated water can be effectively reused. The water will be utilized for
irrigating trees grown within the dumpyard premises, composting activities at the waste

processing facility, and firefighting during emergencies.

activities are being carried out in and around the dumpyard, which spans 697.97 acres.
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In addition to enhancing greenery, the municipal corporation is also focusing on
sustainable waste management. The accumulated solid waste at the dumpyard is being
processed using a Bio-Mining method, ensuring safe and effective waste disposal. Under
the Smart City Project, '60.11 crore was allocated for processing 9,40,041 cubic metres of
solid waste through the Bio-Mining process, leading to the reclamation of 50 acres of land

at the Vellalore dumpyard.

Further, under the Swachh Bharat Mission 2.0 (Urban) initiative, an additional "54.85
crore has been allocated for clearing 7,94,139 metric tons of solid waste through Phase
two of Bio-mining. Upon completion of this project, around 84.62 acres of land in the

The foundation stone for the project was laid on Thursday by minister for
municipal administration K N Nehru. The cost of the project is estimated at Rs

58.54 crore

The project is being implemented under the grants from Swachh Bharat Mission
2.0. Corporation commissioner M Sivaguru Prabakaran said, "Once the project

commences in the next two years, we shall be able to retrieve 80 acres of landfill
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area. In addition, the proposed bio CNG plant will further enhance the situation,

and we shall be able to address the issue at the dump yard."

K S Mohan, secretary, Kurichi-Vellalore Pollution Prevention Action Committee
said, "Though foundation stone has been laid, it would take another 6 to 8 months
for the plant to be entirely installed and begin work. We've constantly requested
for the biomining to be implemented but we object to the bio CNG. With the
existing foul smell, the bio CNG plant would worsen the situation in the
surrounding areas. However, we request the civic body not to delay the

implementation of the phase 2 project.”

The phase 1 biomining process carried out at an estimate of Rs 60 crore began in
2021 and was completed by 2023. As many as 9,40,044 metric tonnes of legacy

waste were processed, reclaiming 50 acres of landfill area.

Corporation submits DPR for setting up waste to
energy plant at Vellalore landfill site in

Coimbatore

Coimbatore: The Coimbatore corporation has submitted a detailed project report
(DPR) for the establishment of a waste to energy plant at the Vellalore landfill site

at an estimated cost of Rs 70 crore.

Besides, the civic body is awaiting an approval from the state govt to establish a
20 MW solar power plant on 50 acres of the retrieved landfill area.

Corporation commissioner M Sivaguru Prabhakaran informed that the plant has
been designed to process 600 tonnes of dry waste per day.

"The DPR envisages that the plant will be able to generate approximately 8,000
units of electricity per month. We are yet to decide on whether to transmit the
generated energy go to the electricity board or use it for internal purposes,” the

commissioner said.
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"We had inspected a similar plant in Delhi that processes 2,010 tonnes per day
(TPD). The primary focus is to view this project from a waste management
perspective. The energy generation is a secondary approach to this project.
However, the solar power plant project would benefit the civic body. The energy
from the solar plant would fulfil 90% of the corporation's direct high tension (HT)
consumption,” he added.

A senior corporation officer said the waste to energy plant project is still in the
primary stage, which is subject to changes from the directorate of municipal
administration (DMA).

"The project is being processed under municipal bonds to seek grants of Rs 150
crore to implement it. Besides, the civic administration has planned to give the

energy generated from the solar plant to the Electricity Board (EB)."

An electricity board officer said 1 Kilowatt of solar energy is equivalent to about
5 units of HT electricity.

"If the corporation transmits the generated solar power to EB, it will be adjusted
in the bill. For instance, it the corporation consumes 1,000 units and has
generated 800 units through a solar plant. We will bill them only for the
remaining 200 units. They'll transfer the line through a feeding grid after seeking
permission from the EB. Solar stations function at Ukkadam and

Kavundampalayam in a similar format," he added.

"However, the scenario for the waste-to-energy plant is entirely different. The
conversion of electricity into units depends on the type of material they use and

the technology they adopt to produce the energy,” he said.
