MOST RESPECTFULLY SHOWETH:

1. The instant report is being filed to bring on record the findings as per
the spot inspection conducted on 31.01.2025 at Survey No. 90,

Hosakerehalli, Uttarahalli Hobli, Bengaluru South Taluk.

2 It is submitted that the undersigned took charge as the Deputy
Commissioner, Bengaluru Urban District, Bengaluru on 09.10.2024
and thereafter as per the orders of the Union Government, the
undersigned was deputed as an Election Observer of Maharashtra

State Assembly Election from 28.10.2024 to 25.11.2024.

3. Owing to the above, the spot inspection with respect to the case at

hand was delayed. The said delay is neither deliberate nor is it owing

g



to any negligence, but owing only to the reason above stated and the

resultant administrative workload.

It is pertinent to note that the present Original Application pertains to
alleged construction in the buffer zone of a storm water drain in
Survey No. 90, Hosakerehalli, Uttarahalli Hobli, Bengaluru, by the

Karnataka Slum Development Board.

It is submitted that an oral direction was issued to the jurisdictional
Tahsildar to conduct the spot inspection and to submit a detailed

report.

The jurisdictional Tahsildar, Bengaluru South Taluk has conducted
the spot inspection and submitted his report. The report of the

Tahsildar is annexed herewith as Annexure R-1.

As per the said report, survey of Survey No. 90 was conducted by
Assistant Director of Land Records, Bengaluru South Taluk on
31.01.2025 and identified a Pit (Kharab) of 0-32 Guntas, which
measures 10 Meter Width and 320 Meter length. The existing 0-32
Guntas Pit contains 7-Meter cement concrete drain while in
remaining 3 meter with mark done on the map, the concerned

residents have planted trees and plants on the eastern side of the pit.
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Further it is reported that, as per the information of Engineer, Storm
Water Drain, BBMP the pit has been categorized as Tertiary Nala and
Space of 15 meter each from the middle of the pit both sides of the

pit has been identified as buffer zone.

On the western side of the pit, Residential buildings are constructed
by Karnataka State Slum Clearance Board, on the eastern side of the

pit, residential layout is situated formed by the BDA.

Based on the spot inspection, the Tahsildar has also reported that in
the Buffer Zone area there are two multi storied buildings, 30 houses
of temporary sheds of Karnataka Slum Development Board and in
the area acquired for BDA, there are 33 RCC Residential Building
