The applicant respectfully submits that the joint committee report
dated 15.12.2025, filed by Respondent No. 8 (DFO, Jhansi) on
24.01.2026, is false, misleading, and fabricated. In this regard, the
applicant is presenting the following objections along with their
English translation. The Hon’ble Authority is respectfully
requested, in the interest of environmental protection and justice,
to _examine and consider all the facts, evidence, records, and
circumstances mentioned in the present objections and, thereafter,
pass such appropriate orders as may be necessary and proper for
taking further action in the matter.

1. That, in compliance with the order of the Hon’ble Tribunal, the
Applicant had duly provided, on 27.09.20285, a detailed and area-wise
description of the trees affected by concretization and illegal felling in
Jhansi city to the Divisional Forest Officer, Jhansi, as well as to all
the Respondents, through a written submission sent by e-mail. The
said submission included a detailed account of the condition of trees
located in various wards, localities, roads and intersections under the
Jhansi Municipal Corporation. The same has been mentioned at
page no. 398, para 7, and the relevant documents are annexed at page
nos. 412 to 421.

2. That, in the said details submitted by the Applicant, it was clearly
demonstrated that although the Joint Committee’s report claims that
concrete has been removed at 971 locations, in reality, at most places
only about 6 inches of concrete around the trunks of
approximately 50-55 trees has been removed, while the
concretized/cemented surface around the roots still remains
intact. As a result, the trees are not receiving adequate water, air and
nutrients, thereby adversely affecting their growth and survival.

Subsequently, the said tree was also cut
down by the DFO himself, which amounts to a gross violation of the
orders of the Hon’ble Supreme Court as well as the Hon’ble
Tribunal.

13. That, in view of the facts and circumstances stated hereinabove, it
is highly necessary that a high-level committee be constituted at the
Government level for conducting a fair and detailed inquiry into
the entire matter. The said committee may carry out a site inspection
to ascertain the actual situation regarding illegal felling of trees,
concretization, destruction of green areas, and compliance with
the orders of the Hon’ble Tribunal in Jhansi city. The committee
may also fix the responsibility of the concerned departments and
officials and recommend necessary punitive and legal action
against the persons found guilty, so as to ensure that such
environmentally harmful activities are effectively prevented in the
future.

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3.That during the pendency of the matter before the Hon’ble Tribunal
and despite the orders having been passed, even today various
government departments are carrying out concretization/cementing
around the trunks of trees situated along several roads, kutcha and
green areas, and public places in Jhansi city. In many places, trees are
also being illegally uprooted and cut. Furthermore, with the
connivance of certain officials of the Municipal Corporation,
individuals encroaching upon the kutcha and green areas along the
roadsides are also destroying trees by various means and are
deliberately causing them to dry up. Due to these illegal and
environmentally harmful activities, approximately 65 percent of the
trees have already dried up and been destroyed, while many of the
remaining trees are on the verge of destruction.

4.That, within the Narayan Bagh area, thousands of trees have been
cut for the construction of two large drains and one pathway. For
the construction of the pathway, an area measuring approximately
12 x 2300 meters, and for the construction of the drains, an area
measuring approximately 15 x 2300 meters (about 15 acres) of a vast
green belt has been completely devastated. Furthermore, during the
construction of the pathway and drains, many large trees and the

The Hon’ble Tribunal also noted that a similar grievance had
earlier been raised in Original Application No. 742 of 2023, which
was disposed of vide order dated 22.12.2023, directing the Forest
Officer, Jhansi to duly consider the complaint and take necessary
corrective action. However, it appeared from the records that despite
the said directions, the required action had not been taken.

Accordingly, the Hon’ble Tribunal constituted a Joint
Committee comprising representatives of the Uttar Pradesh
Pollution Control Board, Divisional Forest Officer Jhansi, Vice-
Chairman  Jhansi  Development  Authority, = Municipal
Commissioner Nagar Nigam Jhansi, and District Magistrate
Jhansi, and appointed the District Magistrate, Jhansi as the Nodal
Coordinator. The Committee was directed to conduct a site
inspection in Jhansi city, identify the trees affected by concretization,
ensure removal of concretization around the tree trunks, and in
cases where illegal tree felling is found, to identify the responsible
persons and take necessary punitive and remedial action, and
thereafter submit its report before the Hon’ble Tribunal within
three months.

7. That during the pendency of the matter before the Hon’ble
Tribunal, the concerned departments are deliberately carrying out
large-scale concretization/cementing of the kutcha and green areas
located along various roads in Jhansi city in the name of so-called
beautification and development works, thereby creating an elevated
surface of approximately 1 to 2 feet. As a result, the natural
percolation of rainwater into the ground (Ground Water Recharge) has
been almost completely obstructed. This is not only causing serious
adverse effects on the groundwater level but is also widely disturbing
the urban environmental balance and increasing the likelihood of a
future water crisis. The same can be clearly seen in the photographs.

In light of the above facts and circumstances, the Applicant humbly
prays before the Hon’ble Tribunal to kindly :-

. Pass an order for the constitution of a high-level committee at the
government level to examine the actual status of actions taken by the
Respondents in compliance with the orders of the Hon’ble Tribunal dated
22.12.2023 (OA No. 742/2023) and 21.08.2024 (OA No. 1075/2024).

. Pass an order for the constitution of a high-level committee at the
government level for on-site inspection and physical verification of the
objections, Additional Submissions, photographs submitted by the
Applicant, and statements and photographs presented by the Respondents,
so as to ensure an impartial, objective, and factual assessment of the actual
situation in the matter.

. Kindly direct the concerned departments to immediately remove the
concretization carried out around the trunks of trees and on the kutcha and
green areas along the roads in Jhansi city, and to take necessary effective
action for the protection and conservation of trees.

. Direct the identification of officers and persons responsible for illegal tree
felling, destruction of green areas, and concreting in Jhansi city and
Narayan Bagh, and take appropriate punitive and legal action against them.

. Take appropriate strict action against the Respondents for submitting false,
misleading, and fabricated reports before the Hon’ble Tribunal and for
non-compliance with the Tribunal’s orders.

. Considering the threats being received by the applicant as interference in
the judicial process, appropriate protection and necessary directions be
issued.

. Pass any other appropriate and necessary orders/directions in the interest
of environmental protection and justice in the present matter.
