Instead, they
merely sent a representation through post before the Deponent approximately
fifteen days prior to filing the present execution application before this Hon’ble
Tribunal. Such conduct clearly indicates that the legal heirs have not taken any
independent or timely steps to secure the compensation to which they are

legally entitled under the Employees’ Compensation Act, 1923.

12.That in this regard, the Senior Superintendent of Police, Bulandshahr, submitted
a report dated 18.12.2023 before the then District Magistrate Bulandshahr under
Section 14(1) of the Uttar Pradesh Gangsters and Anti-Social Activities

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4. It is well settled that the PP is liable to compensate victims under the principle of Absolute
Liability laid down inter-alia in M.C. Mehta vs. Union of India & Ors., (1987) 1 SCC 395. A person
carrying on hazardous commercial activity has to take responsibility of consequences of his activity. The
State Authorities have to ensure that no hazardous activity is carried on illegally and State has to pay
compensation if it fails in its duty to prevent and regulate such activity which has not been done in the
present case. Reference can be made to MCD v. Uphaar Tragedy Victims Association, (2011) 14 SCC
481. Scale of compensation has to be consistent with the principle of restitution on the pattern of Sarla
Verma, (2009) 6 SCC 121.

S This view has been taken by the Tribunal in large number of cases which have been dealt with
wherein deaths and injuries have resulted on account of unregulated hazardous commercial activities.

4. It is well settled that the PP is liable to compensate victims under the principle of Absolute
Liability laid down inter-alia in M.C. Mehta vs. Union of India & Ors., (1987) 1 SCC 395. A person
carrying-on hazardous commercial aetivity has to take responsibility of consequences of his activity. The
State Authorities have to ensure that no hazardous activity is carried on illegally and State has to pay
compensation if it fails in its duty to prevent and regulate such activity which has not been done in the
present case. Reference can be made to MCD v. Uphaar Tragedy Victims Association, (2011) 14 SCC
481. Scale of compensation has to be consistent with the principle of restitution on the pattern of Sarla
Verma, (2009) 6 SCC 121.

5. This view has been taken by the Tribunal in large number of cases which have been dealt with
wherein deaths and injuries have resulted on account of unregulated hazardous commercial activities.
