Development Department formally requested the Director, Minority Welfare
Department, to expedite the release of funds, is annexed herein as

3. It is respectfully submitted that the project for the construction of the STP in
Balrampur was initially approved during a District Level Committee
meeting convened on 06.12.2018, as part of the PMJVK. The meeting
involved a thorough assessment of project feasibility, community benefits,
and alignment with national development goals.

The State Govt, of Uttar Pradesh vide their letter no
. . 76/52-1-2018-
13(MsDP)/17 date:d 14.01.2019 furnished a project proposal duly approved by the
State Level Committee on 15 PP for consideration under PMJVK.

b.  Review of projects approved:

It was informed to the committee that the Empowered Committee in its 10t
Meeting held on 03.12.2018 reviewed the status of implementation of projects. The 10
EC observed that many of the projects namely Indira Awas Yojna, Health projects,
Anganwadi, Handpumps, Additional Class Rooms sanctioned during 11% plan have
not been completed by the State. The State representative present during the meeting
informed the Committee that as stated by the State’s Pr. Secretary during 10t EC
meeting, the State is making efforts for completion of all pending projects of 11t plan
period by 31.03.2019. Further, he added that the State is in process for submission of
a proposal for dropping of non-feasible projects of 11t period.

Further, the Committee reviewed the status of the projects sanctioned by the
Ministry during 12 plan period. The State representative informed the Committee
that there were some land related issues involved in the projects related to
construction of ACRs, Degree Colleges etc. The issues have been resolved and it is
expected that the project will be completed by the State very soon. As regards delay
in implementation of Water Supply project, the State representative informed the
Committee that the delay was due to non-finalisation of tender process. He added
that the tender process has been completed and the projects will be completed very
SOON.

The Committee opined that the State should expedite the submission of their
proposal for dropping of non-feasible projects related to 11* Plan project. The
Committee also directed the State representative to furnish details related to expected
date of completion of all ongoing projects to this Ministry at the earliest.

c. Consideration of new proposals:

It was informed to the Empowered Committee that the projects submitted by
the State have been examined by the Screening Committee on PMJVK. The State
Government also made a presentation before the Committee on the projects submitted
by them. The Chairperson, EC opined that in all the proposed buildings, the State will
ensure that the provisions for enabling Devyang persons to avail the facilities may be
made by the State on priority. Further, the EC also desired that the outer wall and
colour texture of the structure should be of such type that it requires minimum
maintenances It was informed to the Committee the State has submitted all requisite
declaration as per Appendix-II of the guidelines including the availability of land for
construction, meeting of recurring expenditure by the State, following of guidelines
and space standard of Barrier-Free Built Environment for person with disability and
elderly persons published by CPWED{(Para no. 9.12 of guidelines.).
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9. . .
? (vii) Construction of Rajkiya Degree College: - The State Government has

proposed for construction of Rajkiya Degree College at the unit cost of Rs.
995.43 lakh to 1250.29 lakh. A presentation on the project was also made by the
State’s Technical officers before the EC on 31.01.2019. It was informed that the

proposed asset will have total 3884.18 sqmt builtup area having G+1 structure.
The EC agreed project.

Construction of Drinking Water Supply (DWS): - The State Government has

proposed for construction of 416 nos. of Drinking Water Supply projects at the

unit cost of Rs. 14.55 - 978.33 lakh. All the proposals related to DWS are sent to

the Minisiry of DW&S for their comments. However, it was informed by the

State representative that only 64 projects have been recommended by the SLC

for approval. The representative of the M/o Drinking Water & Sanitation

informed the Committee that the DPR submitted by the State is being examined

by it and 13 projects so far examined by it were found in order. The EC asked

the representative of M/o Drinking Water & Sanitation to expedite the
submission of its recommendation on the remaining projects. The EC also
opined that the State may submit an undertaking that the quality of water from
the proposed project will be suitable for drinking and the water will not be used
for any other purpose, In addition, the representative of Drinking Water &
Sanitation also informed the committee that their Ministry is supporting States
for projects in areas having arsenic & chlorine problem and suggested that the
State may come up with their project to Ministry of Drinking Water &
Sanitation. The EC approved the 8 projects recommended by the Ministry of
Drinking Water & Sanitation subject to approval of SLSSC,

Construction of Urban Health Centers & Sewage treatment works: - The State
Government has proposed for construction of 02 nos. of Urban Health Centers
projects at the unit cost of Rs. 182.25-16612.15 lakh. The projects were discussed
with the State representative and it was observed that the second project
(Sewage Treatment Works) which has been proposed by the State for
Balrampur district is related to sanitation. It was observed that under Atal
Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation of MoUD, the projects for
New, augmentation and rehabilitation of sewerage systems and treatment
plants are being considered. Further, the project for cities having population
upto 10 lakh are supported by Gol upto 50% of project cost.

(i) [T Kanpur team reviewed the previous third-party quality inspection reports
by the Department of Civil Engineering, IIT(BHU) provided by U.P. Jal Nigam
Engineers (copies of these reports are enclosed in Annexure-II). These reports
show satisfactory quality for the construction of STP. It is to be noted here
that, though the material test register includes testing of concrete cubes etc.,
third party test reports for steel rebars used for the project are not available.

(ii) The copies of test reports of electro-mechanical equipment are also reviewed
and enclosed as Annexure-I111.

The following observations may be noted for further and future works for

improvement in quality;

1. In the absence of gteel rebar | reports in third party quality inspection
reports, the samples of rebars to be tested as per relevant Indian Standards. '

2. The joints of tank walls and beams and columns (repaired with normal cement)
are to be grinded and a high strength mortar using sulphate resistant cement
is to be applied on entire surface of all the tanks to protect against corrosive
nature of sludge. These shortcomings are to be addressed on priority for
protection against durability related issues.

3. It is strongly recommended that the appropriate sampling should be carried

out and material quality of construction materials used are determined as per

provisions of Indian Standards.
4. The welding joints on pipelines need to be properly checked individually using

dye penetration and pressure testing for any leaks etc.
5. It should be ensured that all items used in the building are of appropriate

quality. This includes items such as conduits for concealed wiring, electrical
wires, electrical switches, fixtures and pipes for toilets etc. A proper record of
the compliance should be kept and archived at the end of construction.

CONCLUDING REMARKS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

a) Though no visual signs of distress (structural cracks etc.) were observed
during inspection, and the workmanship was largely satisfactory except
brickwork, it should be clearly emphasized that such Inspections do not
and cannot substitute regular quality control procedures and mechanisms
that must be followed.

b) It is hoped that the implementation of the measures suggested in the
observations given earlier, will help improve the quality of the work at this
site and also help the engineers involved in their future works.

) It is also proposed that following tests (Table 3) as per relevant Indian
Standards may also be performed at random locations of the STP:
