REPLY ON BEHALF OF THE RESPONDENT NO.2 ‘NOIDA

INTRODUCTORY: -

It is humbly submitted with respect that the present

‘Application” has been filed by the Resident Welfare

Association, Sector 30, inter alia, alleging encroachment and

degradation of Green Belt Area in Sector 30, Noida by the

Respondent No. 4, ‘Delhi Public School".

Vide Order dated 17.01.2025, this Hon'ble Tribunal had

granted time to the answering Respondent to file the reply,

particularly disclosing therein: -

(i) Why responsibility of maintenance of park has been given
to a private person, when it is the Statutory responsibility

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(i) Why it is not ensured that the park is accessible to the
general public at all times and not for a limited hours, as

per response given by the Respondent No.4?

BACKGROUND: -

Without prejudice to the above, before humbly submitting
response to the issues mentioned in the proceedings of the
Hon'ble Tribunal dated17.01.2025, the following factual details,
being relevant, may kindly be placed for consideration before
this Hon'ble Tribunal. The same would demonstrate that there
has been no dereliction of any statutory or contractual
obligation on the part of NOIDA (hereinafter referred to as
‘answering Respondent’).

That the answering Respondent is a statutory authority
constituted on 17.04.1976, under the provisions of the U.P Area
Industrial Development Act, 1976, for development of certain
areas in the state into Industrial and Urban Township.

The Delhi Public School, Sector 30, Noida was established in the
year 1982 and the park/green belt area (hereinafter referred to
as ‘subject area’)is located adjacent to the said school. The

Authority was at its nascent state, when in the montthﬁ':lung,
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1983, the Respondent No.4 requested to handover the adjacent

green belt area for its maintenance.

It is cladified that for proper maintenance of the subject area,

the request of the Respondent No.4 was accepted by the

answering Respondent and vide letter dated 05.09.1983, the

subject area was handed over to the Respondent No.4 at a

license fee of Rs.1/- per annum. The general terms and

conditions for handing over of the subject area were set out in
the letter dated 05.09.1983 and some of the relevant terms and
conditions, expressly provided are as under:

- In view of the fact that only one big park is available in the
Sector 30 for the use of the residents, it should also be
allowed to be used by them at all hours, especially, in the
morning and evening hours;

. The entry and exist to the park shall be allowed from the road
sides only.

. No entry from the school boundary shall be allowed into the
park directly.

. The land will remain with the Authority and School will only
maintain it. |

. The Authority will have every right to take over t e\\

maintenance of the park at any time.
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A true copy of the letter dated 30.01.1983 is annexed herewith

as ANNEXURE R/1.

Subsequently, some disputes pertaining to encroachment and
degradation of green belt area on the subject area were arose
between the residents and Respondent No.4 and a Writ Petition
bearing No. 4261 of 2002 was filed by the members of RWA,
Sector 30, Noida before the Hon'ble High Court of Allahabad,
U.P. The Hon'ble High Court disposed of the Writ Petition with a
direction to the answering Respondent to. consider the
representation of the RWA members and pass an appropriate

decision in accordance with law.

Thereafter, the members of the RWA made a representation
before the answering Respondent and accordingly, following
issues were framed: -

a. Whether the Delhi Public School has constructed an illegal
wall on the subject green belt area in violation of the site
plan?

b. Whether the green belt is being used for public place?

That vide office order dated 30.01.2004, the answering

Respondent had disposed of the representation of the members
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a. That the Senior Project Engineer and Zonal Officer-1 has

informed that three boundary walls are constructed on the
green belt, which is necessary for the safety of the green belt
and there is no illegal construction on it. In relation to this, site
plan was also considered and it is found that the green belt is
allotted to the Delhi Public School for its maintenance and
there is no illegal construction on it....

b. That it is brought to my knowledge that green belt is
accessible to the general public for certain hours in a day and
night, which is not proper. In light of it, this contention of the
representation is accepted and it is directed that,

(i) That green belt will be used for public good and Delhi Public
School will not create any obstruction to it.

(ii) It is directed to the in-charge of Work Circle, Sector 30
that the above observation shall be published in the form of a
notice board.

A true copy of the Office order dated 30.01.2004 is annexed
herewith as ANNEXURE R/2.

Subsequently, an inspection of the subject area was carried out
by the executive engineer (Horticulture) along with two other
persons on 21.07.2004 and it is found that particles of trash,
mud and dry leaves were lying in the 30% of the subject area
and also, pruning was required for certain trees, which clearly

indicates that the park is not maintained and looked properly
Sy
Accordingly, vide letter dated 26.09.2004, the Respondent ,Ne~4f’“’““‘“ :
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timing for public entry to maintain cleanliness and hygienic

environment for the public.

A true copy of the letter dated 26.09.2004 is annexed herewith
as ANNEXURE R/3.

Thereafter, time and again, the answering respondent
conducted periodical inspections of the subject arear and
passed necessary directions to the Respondent No. 4 to ensure

the proper maintenance of the subject area.

RESPONSE TO THE ISSUES RAISED IN THE ORDER DATED
17.01.2025:

12.

In light of the background facts set out earlier, the following

points are submitted for the kind consideration of the Hon'ble

Tribunal:

(A) As submitted above, the subject area is located adjacent to the

Delhi Public School, Sector 30, Noida, Respondent No.4 herein and

was handed over to the Respondent No. 4 for maintenance of the

green belt at their own expenses, so that the park can be accessible

to the general public in a clean and hygienic condition.

(B). The subject area was. handed over to the Respondent No. 4 in

the year 1983, when the answering Respondent was at its/n/aﬁce. t
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state and various policies for adoption of green belt areas was under

process.

(C) The scheme for adoption of green belt areas was later
regularized through various adoption policies of the answering
respondent, where the adopticn is regulated through the generai
terms and condition of the adoption set forth under the policy. In
the instant case, the Respondent No. 4 is also obligated with the
broad terms and condition of the adoption. A true copy of the
proforma for terms and condition of adoption policy is annexed

herewith as ANNEXURE R/4, _.

(D) It is most relevant to mention here that the answering
Respondent does not charge any premium or rent from the adoptive
body and only a refundable security is taken for the adoption period.
In the instant case, a license fee of Rs.1/- per annum was taken

from the Respondent No.4.

(H) As regards the issue of accessibility of general public to the park
is concerned, it is respectfully stated that with a view to ensure
proper maintenance and hygiene in the vicinity of the park, the
entry of the general public is restricted during the day hours so that
the process of clleanin‘g and maintaining the park includi‘ng.-;-th,‘e_

pruning of trees may be conducted in a proper manner. YL"’ \
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(J). It is respectfully submitted that the restricted timings of entry in
the park are meant only for the Purpose of maintaining cleanliness
and hygienic environment within the vicinity of the park/subject

area.

PRESENT STATUS REPORT OF THE SUBJECT AREA: -

14.In view of the preseht application, the concerned department of
the answering Respondent was instructed to conduct an inspection
of the subject area. That in pursuance of the same, an inspection
was conducted and, inter alia, it is found that there iS no
encroachment oh the'subj'éct afea. A true copy of the status report
along with the recent photographs are annexed herewith as
