According to the Land records avajble,
the total area of Laxmi Tal is 33.068
Hectare or 82.22 Acres. While
conducting the local survey on ground,
no illegal construction or encroachment
incidence were found to be going on
except on Gata Number 1246, on which
construction activity was being done
illegally. This was not only stopped but
also demolished by the concerned
Municipal authorities.

it is to be mentioned that the final
demarcation of the area recorded under
the Laxmi Tal is being done by the
method of Total Station Survey, which is
under progress.

The Report dated 15-12-2021 submitted
by VC, JDA states that a total of 170.48
Hectare of land area is reserved for the
city park under the Master Plan 2021,
near Laxmi Tal, which is situated in

Mauja Pichore and Dadiapura. Out of
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170.48 Hectare Land, 44.78 Hectare land
is government fand on which the city
park called Narayah ‘Bagh is already
developed and is encroachment free.

The balance portion of 125.74 Hectare
land is under the legal ownership of
private individuals .As per survey report
101.40 Hectare land has the old
Abadi/settlements, v;(hereas approxing
only 24.34 hectare land is still vacant.

After the notification ‘made for. the
master plan 2021 during the year 2017
to 2020, total 67 illegal constructions are
reported and Iegal: action by the

Development Authority of Jhansi is being,

undertaken. A

To secure the land reserved for the city
park, the government has issued various
orders through Housing and Urban
Planning Department, Section-3 on date
19.12.2018, 16.01.2019 and 19.02.2020
in the matter of OA. No. 380/2018 Park
Avenue plot holders welfare society Vs
Union of India & Ors, Order dated -
19.12.2018 and the compliance is being
ensured as under: |

A- Notice boards have been put up
on site with the message to public not to
buy land or do any construction activities
on the said land which would be in
contravention of master plan and land
use, _

B- It has been requested to ‘Stamp
and Registry Department to mention
land use of master plan in respective
land and revenue records.

C- The list of parks, Open area,

Green Belt and Play grounds etc.
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proposed under the Master Plan-2021 of
the Jhansi Development Authority has
been made available to the Stamb and
Registry Department to mention land
use of respective "Gata Numbers" in the
Land & Revenue maps and upload the
updated map on concerned website.

As per reports,
there is no letreéted water being
discharged into Laxmi Tal presently.

“1., Grievance in this application is against inaction of the statutory authorities in protecting

Laxmi Tal at Jhansi from unauthorized encroachments. It is stated that Jhansi Development

Authority has been constituted by the State of UP and the Jhansi master Plan 2021 has been

prepared. However, in violation of the said master Plan there are illegal encroachments at

Laxmi Tal where a big park is proposed to be developed for tourism. Large scale illegal

plotting 5 being done. Jhansi Development Authority has taken action against some persons
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including 23 persons mentioned in the application. But the action initiated has not been
completed. Large scale pollution is also taking place on accouni of such encroachments. The
applicant has also filed a copy of order dated 29.03.2019 by the Jhansi Development
Authority for removing encroachments under Section 27 of the UP Urban Development ACT.
1973.

This Tribunal has dealt with the matter inter-alia vide order dated 28.05.202/ in O.4A No.
114/2021, Narendra Kushwaha v. State of UP directing the Principal Secretary, Urban
Development. UP to look into the matter and take remedical action in the light of the earlier
order of this tribunal dated 19.12.2018 in O.4. No. 380/2018, Park Avenue Plot Holders
Welfare Society v. UOI & Ors.

Since similar complaints are being repeatedly filed, we find it necessary to ascertain the
compliance status from a joint Commitiee comprising Principal Secretary, Urban
Development, UP, Jhansi Development Authority and District Magistrate, Jhansi.

By our recent order dated 5.7.2021, we have directed preparation and execution of District
Envirornment Plans as follows:

“Aecordingly. in view of long-time failure to comply the mandate of the constitution adversely
affecring the public health and the environment and repeated failures to comply with the

earlier directions on the subject, we direct

a.  Chief secretaries of all the States/UTs may ensure completion of District Environment
Plans (DEPs) for all the Districis, in the light of orders of this Tribunal dated
26.9.2019, 19.3.2020. 29.1.2021 and the observations in the present order and upload
the same on their respective websites positively by 31.10.2021.

b.  The DEPs may contain data on each environmental issue covering each city, town and
village. Data may show the extent of gap in compliance of laid down norms for

A Status report on the subject may be filed
within two months by e-mail at judicial-ngt@gov.in preferably in the form of searchable
PDF/OCR Supporti PDF and not in the form of Image PDF. The report may specify the status
of preparation and execution of DEP, number of show cause notices issued and final action
taken thereupon, the status of compliance of order of this Tribunal for protection of water
bodies being order dated 18.11.2020 in O.A. No. 325/2015, Li. Col. Sarvadaman Singh
Oberoi v. UOI such as demarcation of boundaries of Jhansi Tal, Water quality, effectiveness
of prevention of discharge and disposal of sewage and solid and other waste into Tal and in its
catchment area, removal of encroachments, public awareness and integrated action plan for
restoration within time frame.”

He called
this fort as Jhansi', which 1 course of this time become corrupted to Jhansi The district of Jhansi was
formed as a separate unit of revenue administration by the British when they annexed it in 1854 and brought
it under their adimmistranon. The district then consisted of nine parganas. Vijaigarh being one of them
which made up the domam of H;.ausn that had lapsed to the Brinsh. The distnet of Lalipur. which came
under the British admimstration w 1860, but continued to be a separate district till 1891 was also merged in
Jhanst and it formed a sub division.

Being on a rocky plateau, Jhansi experiences extreme temperanmes. Winter begins in Oclober with
the retreal of the southwest monsoon (Jhansi does not experience any ramfall from the Northeast
Monsoon) and peaks 1n mid-December, Temperatures are about 4 °C or 39.2 °F minmmmum and 21 °C or
69.8 °F maxmmuni.
