Compliance Report of directions issued by Hon'ble NGT

& 66/2015 DOABA Paryavaran Samiti Vs. State of U.P.

15 The captioned matter was last considered by Hon'ble National
Green Tribunal on 07.08.2020 in the light of the earlier
proceedings, Compliance reports submitted by the State of Uttar
Pradesh and the report of the Oversight Committee.

2 That Hon’ble NGT has passed an order dated 07.08.2020 directing
the Chief Secretary, State of Uttar Pradesh to ensure submission
of consolidated compliance report before the next date and to
ensure compliance on the issues of Piped Water Supply (PWS) in
remaining affected villages, supply of safe drinking water till
PWS is installed, construction of Sewage Treatment Plants,
interim treatment of untapped drains, recovery of Environmental
Compensation etc. The operative part of the order dated 07-08-
2020 is reproduced below :

e On due consideration, we accept the recommendations of the
Oversight Committee and direct the Chief Secretary, LB to
ensure compliance of thereof. It will be appropriate that the Chief
Secretary ensures filing of a consolidated reply instead of
separate representation and separate replies by different
Departments of the State. A unified approach in matters of this
nature is necessary so that shifting of blame from one Department
to the other can be avoided. The Oversight Committee may also

file its further report before the next date. River Hindon is one of
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351 polluted river stretches and steps have to be taken for
restoration of water quality in terms of orders of this Tribunal in
OA 673/18 by executing the action plan already prepared on the
subject in a time-bound manner. EC has to be recovered if
deadlines are not adhered to. The action plans inter alia require
interception of drains to destined STPs, adoption of insitu
remedial measures in intermediary phase, utilisation of treated
sewage, demarcation and regulation of flood plain zone. River
Hindon joins Yamuna which then joins Ganga. Still, no
meaningful actions are being taken for years together. The river is
practically dead and needs to be restored in the interest of the
environment and public health. Meaningful progress must be
achieved by the concerned departments including the Urban
Development, Irrigation, the Jal Nigam, and the Environment. All
drains joining Kali, Krishni and Hindon should have in situ
remediation and plan for connectivity with the identified STP. The
Chief Secretary may ensure that there is coordination among all
the concerned Departments in accordance with the action plan.”

That it is submitted that in compliance to Hon'ble Tribunal order
dated 07-08-2020, the Chief Secretary, Government of UP has
issued directions vide letter dated 28-10-2020 to Urban
Development, Irrigation and Water Resources, Medical-Health,
Family Welfare Department and UP Jal Nigam for ensuring
compliance of directions of Hon'ble Tribunal in the matter. The
responsible officers of the concerned departments were directed to
put up updated compliance reports to Department of Environment,

Forest and Climate Change and to Uttar Pradesh Pollution Control
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Board (UPPCB). The copy of the letter dated 28.10.2020 is

annexed herewith and marked as Annexure No.-1.

That it is submitted that the Chief Secretary, Government of UP
has reviewed the status of compliances of the directions passed
vide order dated 07.08.2020 and also the recommendations of the
Oversight Committee dated 30.07.2020 on 02.12.2020 with
Additional Chief Secretaries/ Principal Secretaries and other
officers of concerned departments for ensuring timely actions
according to the directions of Hon'ble Tribunal. The minutes of
