STATUS REPORT FILED BY THE ADDITIONAL CHIEF SECRETARY,
ENVIRONMENT., FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE, STATE OF UTTAR
PRADESH IN COMPLIANCE OF THE ORDER DATED 30.04.2024

That the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in the I.A Nos 196157, 196158 and 196159 of
2019 in W.P.(Civil) No. 13381 of 1984 namely M.C. Mehta v U.O.I. & Ors. passed the
order dated 23.09.2022 and accepted the recommendations of the CEC (Central
Empowered Committee) which are as given below:

Notify 403.09 hectare area of Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary (SSBS) under Section
26(4) of the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 afier describing the limits of the area
which shall be comprised within the Sanctuary in terms of survey numbers of the
lands comprised within the SSBS and describe the boundary in terms of boundary
pillars on east, west, south and north of the proposed Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary
along with their forward and backward beéarings within a period of two months from
the date of order of this Hon ble Court. '

Consider extending the area of the Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary (SSBS) by
including the Surdas Reserve Forest block of 380.558hectare area and 15.514
hectare area of the government land which curvently forms the buffer zone of the
Sanctuary outside the proposed boundary of the Sanctuary after following the
procedure under sections 18 to 25 of the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972.

2. That the present Original Application No. 52%/2023 is for seeking direction and

implementation of the order of the Hon’ble Supreme Court in the matter mentioned
above where the Hon’ble Apex Court accepted the recommendations of the Central
Empowered Committee (hereinafter referred to as CEC) to consider extending the area

_of the Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary (SSBS) by including the Surdas Reserve Forest
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block of 380.558 hectare area and 15.415 hectare area of the government land which
currently forms “the buffer zone of the Sanctuary outside' the boundary of the proposed
Sanctuary after following the procedure under sections 18 to 25 of the Wildlife (Protection) Act,
1972. That this application was filed with the following prayers:

a) Direct to concerned authorities by issuing a show cause notice for stating
the reasons for not implementation of the recommendations of the CEC vide
Hon’ble Apex Court Order dated 23.09.2022 in a time-bound period;

b) Issue notice to Respondent’s to show as to what steps has been taken with
respect of the said order of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India;

c) Pass such other or further order(s) or such directions as this Hon’ble Court
may deem fit and proper in the facts and circumstances of the case and to
meet the ends of justice. '

. That the Hon’ble Nationial Green Tribunal was pleased to issue notice on 24.08.2023

and by order dated 06.11.2023 directed the undersigned to file an Affidavit disclosing
the time-bound programme for completing the process leading to issuance of final
notification under Section 26-A of the Act for the purpose of declaring the entire
stipulated area to be a part of the Sur Sarovar Bird Sanctuary.' It is humbly submitted
that in compliance of that order/notice an Affidavit was filed by the undersigned to put
the complete proposals for rationalisation of boundaries and areas of the proposed
Sanctuary in question.

. It is humbly submitted that an Affidavit dated 28.11.2023 was filed by the undersigned

in compliance of the order of this Hon’ble Tribunal dated 6.11.2023 to disclose the time-
bound programme for completing the process leading to issuance of final notification
under Section 26-A of the Act for the purpose of declaring the entire stipulated area to
be a part of the bird sanctuary. It is also submitted here that an Additional Affidavit
dated 13.02.2024 was filed by the undersigned in compliance of the order dated
1.12.2023 where the Hon’ble Tribunal directed file further compliance affidavit
reflecting the action taken in pursuance to the affidavit dated 28.11.2023 and also
showing the completion of work in terms of the timeline which has been disclosed in the
said affidavit. It is germane to mention here that in compliance of the order dated
16.02.2024, an Action Taken Report was filed on 23.04.2024 by the undersigned which
was taken on record on the last date of hearing i.e., 30.04.2024.

It is submitted with the utmost respect and regard in consideration of the progress made
as elaborated above the intent is of the undersigned is clear and evident that this matter
has been taken up as a top priority, meetings have been conducted and directions have
been given for resolving the issue raised before this Hon’ble Tribunal and comply
with the order dated 30.04.2024 of this Hon’ble Tribunal.in which the following order was
passed: ‘

“S. Inrespect of 403.09 hectare of land, Learned Counsel for Siate of UP has
submitted that final notification under Section 26 A (1} (a) of the Wildlife
Protection Act, 1972 will be issued well within the timeline by 15th May, 2024.
He has further submitied that in respect of overlapping of the land, issue has -
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been resolved and the area of 15.415 hectares has been reduced to 14.30
hectare. He has submitied that, now, notification in respect of 14.30 hectare
under Section 18 of the Wildlife Protection Act, 1972 will be issued by 15th June,
2024. Learned Counsel for the State could not point out as to how after the
exclusion of the overlapping area of 0.980-hectare, remaining area from 15.415
hectare remains as 14.50 hectare. Let this aspect be clarified in the next report.

6. In respect of third piece of land i.e. 380. 558 hectare of Surdas Forest Block,

the timeline of 31.03.2024 has already crossed and vo final notification has been

issued. The stand of Counsel for State of UP is that he has no instructions as to .
when this final notification will be issued. Hence, we have no option but fo call
for the personal appearance of Additional Chief Secretary, Environment, Forest
and Climate Change, UP through virtual mode on the next date of hearing fo

disclose the correct status.”

That the timeline for issuance of final Notifications under Section 26 A of the Wildlife |
Protection Act, 1972 was given in the Affidavits submitted before this Hon’ble Tribunal
in respect of three pieces of land i.e. (A)403.09 hectare, (B)15.415 hectare and (C)
380.55 hectare. It is-pertinent to mention that the tentative date for issuance of final
Notification with regard to the area of the Sanctuary measuring 403.09 ha as mentioned
in the Affidavit was 30.06.2024. It is germane to mention here that the same Final
Notification has been published/issued following the due process laid down in
Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 as amended dated 12.06.2024 which is much before
the timeline pleaded before this Hon’ble Tribunal. This clearly shows the intent of
the undersigned and how the matter in question has been given top priority with
continuous and rigorous efforts being taken to resolve the issue of determining the
boundary of the Sanctuary in question.

True Copy of the Final Notification dated 12.06.2024 has been annexed herein as
ANNEXURE R1.

It is submitted that the Additional Affidavit was submitted before this Hon’ble Tribunal
on dated 13.02.2024 in which the issue of overlapping of an area of 0.980 hectare and
reduction of the remaining area from the area of 380.558 Ha and the area of 15.415 Ha
was mentioned. On this, Hon’ble Tribunal raised the question in the last order
dated 30.04.2024 regarding the clarification of how after the exclusion of the overlapping
area of 0.980- hectare, remaining area from 15.415 hectare remains as 14.50 hectare. That in
order to clarify this, a ground survey and verification has been done by the Technical Survey
Team consisting of experts and officers of the Revenue Department (hereinafter referred as
Survey Team). That the conclusive reports from the Survey Team clarifies the issue of the
overlapping area which is summarized in the table below:

It is pertinent to mention here that measurement of the Land Parcel i.e., Government
Land area of 15.415 Ha was incorrectly done earlier and after- the survey conducted by
experts, the true and correct measurement of this area is 14.5025 Ha.

That the copy of the report of the Survey Team has been annexed herein as

ANNEXURE R2.

It is also submitted that the process of determining the boundaries of the proposed
sanctuary has been initiated and is being carefully monitored by the undersigned with
the highest level of diligence and sincerity, adhering to all legal procedures. That this
process includes obtaining detailed reports from the District Magistrates of Agra and
other stake holders which contain views of various departments regarding the proposed
boundary. That these comprehensive reports will then be submitted to the State Board
for Wildlife, Uttar Pradesh, to obtain their recommendations and approval before issuing
the Final Notification as per the provisions of Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 as
amended. '

It is submitted here that in multiple meetings conducted by the District Magistrate, Agra
and all other Stake Holders or Departments related to the matter, the report from the
D.M., Agra was taken into account along with the opinions/reports/inputs of the Stake
Holders or concerned Departments. That in such meetings it was opined that the issue of the
boundary of the proposed Sanctuary to inclusion of additional areas within it also to be looked in
the light of the mandatory declaration of Eco-Sensitive Zone (hereinafter referred to as ESZ)
outside the boundary of the Sanctuary as there would be clear and increasing severe
ramifications and repercussions related to regulations in the ESZ after extending the boundary of
the Sanctuary in question.

It is submitted here that as per the opinions/repdrts/inputs submitted by the various Stake
Holders and the Departments, expansion of this Sanctuary by including the Reserve
Forest Area and Government Land into the said Sanctuary would tremendously affect
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such Stake Holders directly and various activities and developmental programmes in this
area would be hampered. That the main contentions of all the Stake Holders regarding
the matter in question are that:

e “The proposed Eco Sensitive Zone (ESZ) around the sanctuary would significantly
impact the surrounding area and its residents, affecting numerous establishments,
industries, public amenities, and residential zones. A 2019 NGT committee report
indicates that the ESZ would affect a substantial population due to the Sanctuary's
proximity to densely populated and rapidly expanding urban areas.

o Employment given to people living around this Sanctuary by various developmental
activities conducted by the said Stake Holders will be adversely impacted and
" households will be affected directly.

s Stake Holders also opined that the area is already having the restriction of the Taj
Trapezium Zone and such a Notification lo extend the said Sanctuary would put
them in a worse situation to go ahead with their projects.

It is submitted here that all of the above opinions were thoroughly discussed in the
meeﬁngs conducted under the chairmanship of the undersigned and the Minutes of the
Meeting along with the Reports from DM, Agra and said Stake Holders have been
compiled together and will be submitted before the State Board for Wildlife,
Government of Uttar Pradesh for their considerations and recommendations.

Letters from the Stake Holders or Departments with their opinions have been
annexed herein as ANNEXURE R3.

It is submitted here that matters related to determining the boundary of a Sanctuary are
referred to the State Board for Wildlife that takes cognizance of the matter and gives
recommendations. That the State Board is constituted u/s 6 of the Wildlife Protection
Act, 1972 with the Chief Minister as the Chairperson, Member in charge of Forest and
Wildlife as the Vice Chairperson and other members from State Legislature, Non-
Governmental Organizations, Members Nominated by the State and other expert
members. It is pertinent to mention here that u/s 8 of the Act, State Board has been
empowered with duties to give advice to the State Government under sub-section

(a) in the selection and management of areas to be declared as protected areas;

(d) in any other matter connected with the protection of wild life, which may be referred
to it by the State Government.

It is also submitted that the matter of Sanctuary in question for recommendations for the
areas of 380.558 ha and 14.5025 ha to be marked and protected under the Wildlife
Protection Act, 1972 will be referred to State Board for Wildlife and further action will
be taken after receiving the recommendations of the State Board.

It is submitted that now the said matter regarding the expansion of the area of the
Sanctuary in question is being put before the State Board for Wildlife, Uttar Pradesh for
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consideration. It is important to note here that the further action will be taken once the
approval/recommendation is granted by State Board for Wildlife, U.P. '

The undersigned is duty bound to fulfill the obligations which are assigned under the
law and directions passed by this Hon’ble Tribunal to comply in true letter and spirit. It
is submitted that in the present matter because of the boundaries and limitations set by
the law and regulations which are to be abided by the undersigned.

That the present Status Report is being filed in compliance of order dated 30.04.2023 of
this Hon’ble Tribunal. ' '

impact on Projects of re-assessment of Eco Sensitive Zone of Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary and

our commments are as under: -

We would like to intimate that the subject project undertake development of six laning of
Delhi-Agra section of NH-19 from km. 20.500 to km. 200.00 through Built Operate &
Transfer basis and presently is under Operation & Maintenance phase.

The project road lies in the State of Haryana and Uttar Pradesh starting from Badarpur

S.0. 3649(E).—WHEREAS, a draft notification was published in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary,
vide notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change
number S.0. 1728(E), dated the 24™ April, 2018, inviting objections and suggestions from all persons likely
to be affected thereby within the period of sixty days from the date on which copies of the Gazette containing
the said notification were made available to the public;

AND WHEREAS, copies of the Gazette containing the said draft notification were made available to
the public on the 24™ April, 2018;

AND WHEREAS, no objections and suggestions were received from persons and stakeholders in
response to the draft notification;

AND WHEREAS, the Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary is situated about 20 kilometers from the district
headquarter Agra and about 180 kilometers from Dethi in the State of Uttar Pradesh. The Bird Sanctuary is
spread over an area of 4.030 square kilometers;

AND WHEREAS, major flora recorded from the Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary are Cassia siamea
(kesia), Prosopis juliflora (vilayti babool}, Achyranthes aspera (latjeera), Ficus bengalensis (bargad),
Nerium indicum (kaner), Ficus religiosa {peepal), Parthenium hysterophorus (gazar ghas), Bombax ceiba
(semal), Bauhinia variegate (kachnar), Cassia fistula (amaltas), Cassia tora (chakvad), Acacia nilotica
{babool), Eucalyprus (cucalyptus), Emblica officinalis (aonla), Lantana camara (lantana), Ricinus communis
{arandi), etc;

AND WHEREAS, the Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary is habitat of Anser anser (greylag goose), Anser
indicus (barheaded goose), Tadorna ferruginea (ruddy shelduck), Sarkidiornis melanotos (comb duck},
Dendrocygna javarnica (lesser whistling teal), Anas acuta (pintail), Anas Crecca {common teal), Anas
peocilorhyncha (spotbilled duck), Fulica atra (common coot), Angs strepera (gadwall), Himantopus
himantopus (black winged stilt), Anas clypeata (shoveler), Netta rufina (redcrested pochard), Grus antigone
(sarus crane), Amaurornis Phoenicurus (white breasted waterhen), Pelecanus onocrotalus (great white
pelican), Ardea cinerea (grey heron), Threkiornis aethiopica (white ibis), Platalea leucorodia (spoonbill), etc;

AND WHEREAS, the rare, endangered, endemic, threatened plant species found in the Soor Sarovar
Bird Sanctuary Feronia limonia (kaitha), Albizzia lebbek (kala siras), Phoenix sylvestris (khajoor), Minikara
kara hexandra (khirni), Butea monosperma (dhak), Artocarpus lakoocha (barhhal), Madhuca indica (mahua),
Moriga oleifera (sahjan), Zizyphus mauritiana (Jharveri), Cuscuta reflexa (amar bel), etc; While the rare,
endangered, endemic, threatened fauna found in the protected area Neophron percnopterus (egyptian vulture),
Vanellus duvaucelii (riper lapwing), Sterna aurantia (river-billied tern), Pelecanus crispus (dalmatian
pelican), Ciconia episcopus (woolly-neck stork), Clanga clanga (greater spotted eagle), Grus antigone (sarus
crane), Mycteria leucocephala (painted stork), Ephippiorhynchus asiaticus (black-necked stork), Threskiornis
melanocephalus (black-headed ibis), Aythya nyroca (ferruginous duck), Esacus recurvirostris (great thick-
knee), Limeosa limosa (black-tailed godwit), Tadorna tadorna (common shelduck), Phoenicopterus roseus
(greater flamingo), etc;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries of Soor
Sarovar Bird Sanctuary which are specified in paragraph | as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological,
environmental and biodiversity point of view and to prohibit industries or class of industries and their
operations and processes in the said Eco-sensitive Zone;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (v) and
(xiv) of sub-section (2} and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act 1986 (29 of
1986) (hereafter in this notification referred to as the Environment Act) read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the
Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies an area to an extent of one
kilometres uniform around the boundary of Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary, in Agra district in the State of Uttar
Pradesh as the Eco-sensitive Zone (hereafter in this notification referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone} details
of which are as under, namely: -
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-

Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone, — (1) The Eco-sensitive Zone shall be to an extent of
one kilometre uniform around the boundary of Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary (N 27°14 4” and N 27°31°
52" and E 77°49” 38" and E 77°52" 407) situated in the Agra District of Uttar Pradesh and the area of the
Eco-sensitive Zone is 10.20 square kilometres.

(2) The boundary description of Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary and its Eco-sensitive Zone is appended in
Annexure-I.

(3) The maps of the Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary demarcating Eco-sensitive Zone along with boundary
details and latitudes and longitudes are appended as Annexure-IIA and Annexure-IIB.

(4) List of geo-coordinates of the boundary of Soor Sarovar Bird Sanctuary and Eco-sensitive Zone are
given in Table A and Table B of Annexure-III.

(5) The list of villages falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone along with their geo co-ordinates at prominent
points is appended as Annexure-IV,

Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone,- (1) The State Government shall, for the purposes of the
Eco-sensitive Zone prepare a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of
publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to
the stipulations given in this notification for approval of the competent authority of State.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such
manner as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State
laws and the guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following Departments of the State
Government, for integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said plan:-

(i} Environment;

(ii)  Forest and Wildlife;

(iii)  Agriculture;

(iv) Revenue;

(v)  Urban Development;

(vi) Tourism;

(vii) Rural Development;

(viii) Irrigation and Flood Control;
(ix) Municipal;

(x)  Panchayati Raj; and

(xi)  Public Works Department.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use,
infrastructure and activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall
factor in improvement of all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing water
bedies, management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management, soil and
moisture conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and
environment that need attention.

{6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban
settlements, types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks and
like places, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies with supporting maps giving
details of existing and proposed land use features.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited and
regulated activities listed in the Table in paragraph 4 and also ensure and promote eco-friendly
development for security of local communities livelihood.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.
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(9) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring Committee for

carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this notification.

3. Measures to be taken by the State Government.- The State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

(1) Land use.— (a) Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for

recreational purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for
commercial or residential or industrial activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purposes other than that
specified at part (a) above, within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the recommendation of
the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional
Town Planning Act and other rules and regulations of Central Government or State Government as
applicable and vide provisions of this Notification, to meet the residential needs of the local residents
and for activities such as:-

(i) widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;
(i1) construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;
(iii) small scale industries not causing pollution;

(iv) cottage industries including: village industries; convenience stores and local amenities
supporting eco-tourism including home stay; and

{v) promoted activities given under paragraph 4:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitied for commercial and industrial
development activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town
Planning Act and other rules and regulations of the State Government and without compliance of the
provisions of article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the
Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2
of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
corrected by the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each
case and the correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except
as provided under this sub-paragraph.

(b) Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with afforestation and
habitat restoration activities,

Natural water bodies.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for
their conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines
shall be drawn up by the State Government in such a manner as to prohibit development activities at
or near these areas which are detrimental to such areas. '

Tourism or Eco-tourism.- {(a} All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism
activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive
Zone.

(b) The Eco-Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the Department of Tourism in consultation
with State Departments of Environment and Forests.

{c) The Tourism Master Plan shali form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.

{d) The Tourism Master Plan shall be drawn based on the study of carrying capacity of the Eco-
sensitive Zone.

{e) The activities of eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

(i) new construction of hotels and resorts shall not be allowed within one kilometre from the
boundary of the protected area or upto the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone whichever is
nearer;

Provided that beyond the distance of one kilometre from the boundary of the protected
area till the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone, the establishment of new hotels and resorts shall
be allowed only in pre-defined and designated areas for eco-tourism facilities as per Tourism
Master Plan;

(i1} all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive
Zone shall be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issned
by National Tiger Conservation Authority (as amended from time to time) with emphasis on
eco-tourism, eco-education and eco-development;

(iii)until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing
tourism activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the
actual site specific scrutiny and recommendation of the Monitoring Committee and no new
hotel/resort or commercial establishment construction shall be permitted within Eco-sensitive
Zone area. '

Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the gene
pool reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides,
cliffs, etc. shall be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation
and conservation as a part of the Zonal Master Plan.

Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical,
architectural, aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and
heritage conservation plan for their conservation shall be prepared as part of the Zonal Master Plan.

Noise pollution. - Prevention and control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
complied with in accordance with the provisiens of the Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control)
Rules, 2000 under the Environment Act.

Air pollution.- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be compiled in
accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution} Act, 1981 (14 of
1981} and the rules made thereunder.

Discharge of effluents.- Discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance
with the provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under
the Environment Act and the rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by State Government
whichever is more stringent.

Solid wastes.- Disposal and Management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(a) the solid waste disposal and management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in
accordance with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 and published by the Government of
India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number
S.0. 1357(E), dated the 8" April, 2016; the inorganic material may be disposed in an
environmental acceptable manner at site identified outside the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(b} safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the
existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-sensitive
Zone.

(10) Bic-Medical Waste.- Bio Medical Waste Management shall be as under:-

(a) the Bio-Medical Waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with
the Bio-Medical Waste Management, Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R 343 (E),
dated the 28" March, 2016.
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(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management of Bio-Medical Wastes in conformity with the
existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-
sensitive Zone.

(11) Plastic Waste Management.- The plastic waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
carried out as per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the
Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification
number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the 18" March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(12) Censtruction and demelition Waste Management.- The construction and demolition waste
management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction
and Demolition Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 317(E), dated
the 29" March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(13) E-waste.- The E- waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the
provisions of the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic.— The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner
and specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time
as the Zonal Master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent- Authority in the State
Government, the Monitoring Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the
relevant Acts and the rules and regulations made thereunder.

(15) Vehicular pollution.- Prevention and control of vehicular pollution shall be incompliance with
applicable laws and efforts shall be made for use of cleaner fuels.

(16) Industrial units.— (i) On or after the publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, no new
polluting industries shall be permitted to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(i) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone as per the classification
of Industries in the gnidelines issued by the Central Poliution Control Board in February, 2016,
unless so specified in this notification, and in addition, the non-polluting cottage industries shall
be promaoted.

(5} The Member-Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Deputy Commissioner(s) shall
be competent to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment Act, against any person who
contravenes the provisions of this netification.

(6) The Monitering Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments,
representatives from industry associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations
depending on the requirements on issue to issue basis.

(7) The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on the 31*
