Ve In continuation to the action taken report submitted by this Office vide above cited

reference (10) pertaining to the degradation of Bujangadasanahalli Lake, Jigani Hobli, Anekal
Taluk following is submitted:

* PDO, Gram Panchayath, Mantapa Village had submitted the action plan to this Office
on 24.01.2020 w.r.t the remedial action of Bujangadasanahalli lake and the same was
forwarded to the Board Office vide above cited ref (9). Copies of action plan was
already submitted to Board Office vide T.O letter cited above at reference-10. In the
said action plan; PDO., Mantapa Gram Panchayath had stated that there is lack of



-

grants to implement the action plan and they will start the implementation within 120
days (i.e., 24.05.2020) if they obtain financial assistance from the cometent authority.

* However, they have not yet started the implementation of the action plan. In this
regard this Office had issued the notice to PDO, Gram Panchayath, Manatapa vide ref
(11). Copy of the notice is enclosed as Ann-1.

e PDO., Gram Panchayath, Manatapa has submitted the letter vide ref (12) again stating
that there is lack of grant for implementing the action plan and in thisregard they
have submitted the requisition to Taluk Panchayat and Zilla Panchayath. Copy of the
letter is enclosed as Ann-II.

» The abstract of the analysis reports till March, 2020 were already submitted to Board
Office vide T.O letter cited above at reference-10. Abstract of the analysis reports
from April-2020 till November, 2020 is enclosed as Ann-IIL.

e Result of the analysis conforms to Class-D (Designated-Best-Use is Propagation of
Wild life and Fisheries) of the Use based classification of surface waters in India by
CPCB, NewDelhi except for the month of May-2020 which conforms to Class E
(Irrigation, Industrial Cooling, Controlled Waste disposal).

e Further, the sample of the lake was not collected for the month of April-2020 due t
the implementation of lockdown by the Government of India in view of coviD~
epidemic and the analysis reports of the lake water collected in December and January
are awaited.

As of now there is no intrusion of industrial effluent to the lake as per recent observations.
The analysis reports of the sample collected indicates the sewage intrusion to lake as the
E.Coli concentration in the water exceeds the standard limit for drinking water which may
be attributed to the entry of sewage/sullage form the nearby villages to the Lake.

In view of the above mentioned facts it is requested to call Secretary and Chief Engineer,
Department of Minor Irrigation; CEO, Zilla Panchayath, Bangalore Urban District along with
PDO, Gram Panchayath, Mantapa Village to attend the meeting at Board Office to discuss
the implementation of action plan pertaining to prevent the degradation of
Bujangadasanahalli Lake at the earliest and for taking further needful action in this regard as
per the provisions of the Water Act, 1974. k)
