 By above mentioned O.A. No. 249/2021 (I.A. No. 187/2021) with 

Caveat Application No. 12/2021, 13/2021 and 14/2021  Daljeet Singh & 

Anr. Vs Uttar Pradesh Pollution Control Board & Others with Original 

Application No. 251/2021 (I.A. No. 189/2021 and I.A. No. 214/2021 Daljeet 

Singh & Anr. Vs Uttar Pradesh Pollution Control Board & Others, petitioner 

filed an application under section 14 and 18 of National Green Tribunal Act 

2010 raising grievance that respondents are carrying on with the mining 

activities in river bed of Yamuna in District Shamli violating the conditions 

of E.C. stating that no mining operation shall be carried out without 

obtaining requisite statutory consent/permission/NOC. Hence, entire 

activity is illegal and causing pollution to the environment and liable to 

cancellation of E.C. granted besides environmental compensation etc.    

As per the Hon'ble N.G.T. order dated 11.05.2022 Para No. 8 as 

follows :  

"8.  In view of above, the State PCB and the District Magistrate may 

take further action of not permitting mining without requisite Consents 

and assessing and recovering compensation as per law. It is made clear 
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that compensation for illegal mining has to be equal to the value of 

mined material in view of Section 21(5) of the MMDR Act, 1957 and 

orders of the Hon'ble Supreme Court in Common Cause vs Union of India 

& Ors., (2017) 9 SCC 499. Apart from recovering value of the mined 

material as 1981, compensation has to be in addition having regard to the 

cost of restoration of damage and the paying capacity of the project 

proponent (PP). Compensation to be also to be assessed for illegal 

extraction of ground water. This exercise may be completed by the State 

PCB within three months. Recovered compensation be utilised for 

restoration of environment by preparing an action plan to be approved 

by CPCB. 

The Applications are disposed of accordingly." 

 In compliance to the above order, following actions against the 02 

violators have been taken by UPPCB :  

1.  As per the official record, only 02 units found not having valid 

consent to operate for sand mining namely M/s Shakumbri Mines 

Gata No. 228, Vill. Bidoli, District Shamli and M/s Anushka 

Enterprises, Vill. Issopur Khurgan, Shamli.  

2. Regarding the compliance of the directions issued by N.G.T. order 

dated 11.05.2022, for calculation of Environmental Compensation  (as 

per the calculations derived by CPCB for illegal mining) letters were 

issued to Mining department, Shamli to provide the information 

regarding quantity of mining, days of sand mining and rate of 

mining per cum for M/s Shakumbri Mines Gata No. 228, Vill. Bidoli, 
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District Shamli and M/s Anushka Enterprises, Vill. Issopur Khurgan, 

Shamli vide this office letter no. 200/C/S-249/Shamli/2022 dated 

24.05.2022, 213/C/S-249/Shamli /2022 dated 26.05.2022 and 

243/C/A-138/Shamli/2022 dated 31.05.2022 (Annexure-1). In 

continuation, mining officer sent the requisite details vide their letter 

no. 5099/kha.vi-2021-22 dated 26.05.2022, 5118/kha.vi-2022 dated 

01.06.2022 and 5132/kha.vi-2021-2022 dated 06.06.2022 (Annexure-2). 

3.  As per the information provided by Mining department and as per 

records of UPPCB, recommendation for imposition of Environmental 

Compensation of Rs. 2,35,63,976/- against M/s Shakumbri Mines 

Gata No. 228, Vill. Bidoli, District Shamli and Rs. 1,80,52,969/- 

against M/s Anushka Enterprises, Vill. Issopur Khurgan, Shamli was 

sent to HO UPPCB vide office letter no. 510/C/S-249/Shamli/2022 

dated 22.07.2022 and 509/C/A-138/Shamli/2022 dated 22.07.2022 

respectively (Annexure-3).  

4. In continuation HO UPPCB vide their letter dated H85294/C-3/Jal-

434/M.Nagar/2022 dated 07.12.2022 and H85295/C-3/Jal-

452/M.Nagar/2022 dated 07.12.2022 (Annexure-4) imposed 

Environmental Compensation against the above mining units.  

5.       As per the official record, units have not submitted the Environmental 

Compensation yet. Further, if units do not pay E.C., recommendation 

against the units for recovery of E.C. as per land revenue will be sent 
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to Head Office, U.P. Pollution Control Board, Lucknow and District 

Magistrate Shamli.  

  Action taken report in compliance of Hon'ble NGT order dated
