National Institute of Himalayan Environment (GBP-NIHE), Kosi-
Katarmal (Almora). Said District Environment Plan consists of
various components of Solid Waste Management, like- inventory of
solid waste generation, available infrastructure for waste

management, method used for treatment of solid waste in the

district, gap identification, proposed policies and budgetary
requirements, reclamation of dump sites, project population and

solid waste generation and action plan for solid waste management.

The plan has been sent to Central Pollution Control Board for final
approval. However, the Nagar Palika Parisad is in the process of
implementing the said plan.

III. ACTION TAKEN BYTHE UKPCB

Based on the observations of the Joint Committee, Uttarakhand
Pollution Control Board has issued directions under section-S of the

Environment (Protection) Act, 1.986 (as amended) to the Executive

Officer, Nagar Palika Parisad, Chamoli-Gopeshwar-Chamoli for
ensuring compliance of following, vide this office letter dated
27.06.2022:

site on priority basis as per the provisions of the Solid Waste

Management Rules, 2016 and send compliance report.

iD To ensure that waste disposed in the site shall not mix with
nearby river.

Management Rules, 2016 and start construction of dumping
ground as per approved DPR.

WHEREAS, Hon'ble NGT in ils order dated on U.01.2022, in the matter of O.A. no. *7 n021
Herish Singh Bisht Vs State of Uttarakhand, direcled to District Magistrate, Chamoli,
Uttarakhand Slate Pollution Control Board ard Nagar Panchayat, Gopeshwar lo ensur€
effeclive steps for scientilic managsment of the waste.

WHEREAS, in compliance of order of the Hon'ble NGT order daled U.0'1.2022, ioint inspedion
of site was carried out by the officials of Uttarakhand Pollution Control Board (UKPCB), Nagar
Panchayat and Districl Administration o U.U.2O22 and made following observations :-

1. ln th6 Nagar Panchayat area, approximately stodday of solid waste is generated, from
which the dry waste is being segregaled. For segregation work tine€n workerE as
Paryavaran mitra have been appointed. Approx. 300 Kg/day plastic and metal waste is
being segregated and compacted by means of compac{or. The total 105 Ton wa3te is
sold from 1 i.ptil,2021 by which the local body has earning of Rs 2,'14,200.00 Owo Lakh
Fourteen Thousand Two Hundred Rupees only).

2. According to joinl committee report at the site 1064 MT legacy waste is stored at the
site. At the dumping sile 06meter high protective wall with 3ft high Gl sheels has been
established as a barricading. Legacy wasle is dumped in the pit of size 40 x 25x06 meter
and covered by soil layering upto 3fl.

3. From the ofiic€ of Oistrici Magistrate, Chamoli vide letter dated 21.12.2016 Ws Nagar
Palika Parishad Chamoli has received land at near Pokhri band, Khat anno-40, Khasra
no.-2276, Tolal Rakva - 180Hec{. For the management of solid waste and in
continuation of the same Nagar Palika Parishad Chamoli€opeshwar DPR has been
apFoved for th8 construclion of segregation halutrencting ground. For lhis work as per
the Uttarakhand Sashan letter dated 26.06.2019 Rs 155.08 lakh has been approved oul
of $fiidr Re 1l9.75lakh has been relaased.
