1. The original application has been filed by the

Applicants making various allegations pertaining to

mixing of ash water in normal rainwater from the

MTPS owned and operated, NTPC Ltd. (A Maharatna

Company) under Ministry of Power, Govt. of India

(earlier owned and operated by Kanti Bijlee Utpadan

Nigam Ltd.), as well as other related allegations. This

Hon’ble Tribunal vide order dated 21.03.2023 was

pleased to pass further directions directing the present

Non-Applicant / Project Proponent to file its reply with

respect to the remedial measures for damage caused

to soil, agricultural crops/fruit bearing trees and the

details of CSR activities carried out by the Project
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Proponent. The present affidavit is filed in furtherance 

of the order dated 21.03.2023 and it is submitted that 

the present reply be read in conjunction with the main 

reply earlier filed by the Answering Respondent/Non-

Applicant. 

2. It is submitted that the Answering Respondent is a

Maharatna Company (A Government of India

Enterprise) under Ministry of Power, Govt. of India. The

plant was earlier owned by a separate company namely

Kanti Bijlee Utpadan Nigam Ltd., and the same was

merged in NTPC Ltd. on 26.08.2022. The Answering

Respondent owns and operates a thermal power plant

located at Village Kanti, District: Muzaffarpur, Bihar.

The present commissioned capacity of the power plant

is 390 MW (2 X 195 MW). The present reply is being

filed by Shri Partha Nag, GM (Operations/EMG), who

is competent to file the present reply and take all

necessary steps in the present matter on behalf of the

Answering Respondent.

3. It is submitted that the primary direction of the Hon’ble

Tribunal is with respect to the CSR activities carried

out by the Project Proponent. In this regard, the Project

Proponent is submitting below pointwise CSR activities

undertaken by it:

a) Three days Mushroom farming training session

for Villagers;
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b) Distribution of Seeds for Mushroom farming  

c) Project for promotion of Menstrual hygiene for 

school girls etc.  

d) Lac Bangle making training programme to 

empower the women residing near to Kanti. 

e) Programme on beekeeping for Villagers.  

f) Distribution of honey box for Beekeeping. 

g) Distribution of 17 no. bench and desks in the 

Government Schools; 

h) Self-Employment Training & Development 

Programme from CIPET. 

i) Girl Empowerment Mission Program; (40 girls 

one month summer camp training for better 

future) 

j) Construction of Chhath Ghat at ward no-13, 

Kothia Village under Kanti block. 

k) Weekly Medical Camp along with distribution of 

prescribed medicines. 

l) Eye check-up.  

m) Tri-cycle distribution  

 

Various newspaper articles, photographs and other 

material duly evidencing the aforementioned activities 

undertaken by the Project Proponent are attached 

herewith and marked as Annexure A-1 (colly). 

 

4. In addition to above, there are certain other ongoing CSR 

programmes by the Project Proponent such as weekly

Medical Camp, Eye checkup & cataract operation camp, 

Chhat Ghat at Ward No-8 of Kanti, etc. which are done 

alongwith the aforesaid mentioned activities. A true copy 

of the photographs with necessary details evidencing the 

ongoing CSR activities are attached herewith and 

marked as Annexure A-2 (colly). 

5. Furthermore, there are various other activities detailed

below which are to be undertaken in future:

a) Construction of Drain from Kanti Block to Kanti

Mann

b) Construction of road, new gate, guard room, PCC

around hospital building at PHC Kanti

c) Construction of Road from NH-28 to Kothia Village

d) Skill Development Training from CIPET for which

MOU Signed and payment released to CIPET.

e) Tri-cycle distribution – 50 no procured.

f) Kapoor making training

g) Candle making training

h) Bari-Papar training

i) Achar- training

j) Bekri training

k) Providing infrastructure facility like Bench-desk,

Fan, Almirah, Board etc. for improving learning

levels in Government Schools in the vicinity of the

station
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l) Making primary healthcare accessible, affordable, 

affordable and inclusive by deploying Mobile Health 

Clinic 

m)  Activity for maternal and child health in the 

vicinity of the station  

n) Weekly health check-up and distribution of 

prescribed medicines. 

 

The aforesaid activities are proposed in the financial year 

2023-2024 along with various other miscellaneous CSR 

activities in addition to above. 

 

6. It is submitted that the aforesaid steps have been taken 

by the Project Proponent for wholistic sustainable 

development of the area. The Project Proponent is 

committed for social welfare schemes and shall continue 

its commitment in the future as well. The Project 

Proponent is also adhering to all the directions issued 

from time to time by this Hon’ble Tribunal in the 

captioned matter. 

 

7. Following is submitted with respect to remedial 

measures for mitigation of any damage caused to soil, 

agricultural crops/fruit bearing trees.  

i. The joint committee constituted as per order of Hon’ble 

NGT has already conducted the site visit and various 

soil samples were taken by concerned officials from the 

agricultural fields in the presence applicant and other 
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villagers. The scientific report as submitted by above 

joint committee has stated as follows “there is no 

substantial difference in the fertility of the soil 

sample collected from the alleged affected and 

unaffected agricultural lands. As such there is no 

degradation of soil due to fly-ash entering the 

farmers land.” From above report it may be clear that 

there is no damage to nearby crops / agriculture fields 

due to NTPC ash dyke. Further it also evident from the 

fact that various crops cultivated at the time of visit of 

above committee were healthy and showed no sign of 

adverse effect on them. In addition to above, various 

additional measures like stoppage of ash lifting from 

lagoon-1, installation of permanent sprinklers, 

sufficient deployment of movable water sprinklers 

have been adopted by MTPS to further mitigate fugitive 

emission.   

ii. However, as a part of corporate social responsibility, 

various measures has been taken for creating 

livelihood opportunities for community in the nearby 

villages in a holistic manner. Accordingly, NTPC 

corporate social responsibility programs mainly 

focuses on Education, Empowerment, infrastructure 

& Health. As a part of our Education & Empowerment 

focus, NTPC flagship program on “Girl Empowerment 

Mission (GEM)-2023” has been conducted recently in 

the month of June-2023. As per the NTPC GEM 

scheme, the girls in the age group of 10 to 12 years 
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(Studying in class V and promoted in class VI) have 

been identified from the nearby village schools located 

around MTPS. This program has been residential, and 

girls stayed at MTPS Premises for the period of 4-week 

(06.06.2023 to 02.07.2023). NTPC Kanti has 

conducted above program by providing conducive 

environments for learning and overall personality 

development by providing facilities like 

Boarding/Lodging, Classroom, Indoor activity room, 

outdoor activity facility etc. The actions/interventions 

taken under NTPC flagship GEM Mission will improve 

Girls’ status in the society and encourage them to 

pursue further education, jobs and entrepreneurial 

endeavors and help them feel more empowered.  

iii. Further training on many livelihood alternatives like 

mushroom cultivation, Bangle making, Beekeeping 

etc. has been imparted especially to the women from 

nearby villages to empower them and increasing 

alternative source of income for their family.  

iv. In addition to planned activities as mentioned above in 

para no-5, NTPC will provide agriculture, fish farming 

etc. training for the villagers in this financial year to 

enhance the skill of farming. 

 

8. It is submitted that the present compliance status is filed 

in terms of order dated 21.03.2023 to respond to the 

concerns reflected by this Hon’ble Tribunal. Further, the 

Answering Respondent submits that it shall provide all 
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necessary information and material as maybe further 

required by this Hon’ble Tribunal for just adjudication of 

the present application. The Answering Respondent 

hereby reserves its right to further supplement the 

present reply, with the leave of this Hon’ble Tribunal.

In these circumstances, it is therefore, respectfully prayed 

that this Hon’ble Tribunal may graciously be pleased to:

In some of the schools there is no bench /desk and children are facing difficulty 
while studying. 
 
As per corporate CSR policy, "Policy on Improving Learning Outcomes and Quality of Education for Children studying in Government Schools" 
has been initiated where-in stations has been assigned the task of establishing interventions for increasing the learning levels of Government 
School. This policy has been framed to provide a holistic approach to education as education is one of the key focus areas of NTPC CSR as well 
as KBUNL CD. 
 
In the line of above-mentioned policy, Education has been identified as one of the thrust areas. During the visit of government schools situated 
in nearby areas, it has been found out that they lack basic amenities like desk benches for proper sitting. Due to this situation, they are 
compelled to study while sitting on mats spread on the floor. This leads to an unhealthy sanitary situation because floors are not cleaned on a 
regular basis. Winter season-Rainy season makes it even more difficult for the students to sit on mats. Rains make it worse as the mats become 
damp. To escape the cold, students wear warmer beneath their trousers, place towels on the mats to make the situation a little tolerable. By 
seating on the floor, too upright or a sluggish posture can lead to pressure on the diaphragm which will lead to back pain, neck pain, and 
breathing difficulties. Even if some of the schools have desk-benches, numbers are insufficient when compared to the total number of 
students. 
 
Hence it is appropriate to provide a desk-cum-bench to the government schools situated in project surrounding areas. It will help in 
encouraging school children to improve attendance. 
 
This will also enrich the learning experience of students. 
 
Accordingly, environment friendly Green Scholar Desk cum Bench have been purchased through M/s Godrej & Boyce Mfg. Co. Ltd and handed over to 
the respective government schools.
