1. That the present O.A. pertains to the damage cause to the river Suav
flowing in the District- Balarampur due to encroachment and discharge

of sewage.

2. That on 06.08.2024 the Hon'ble Tribunal passed the following order
which is reproduced as below-

“...1. Shri Amrit Abhijat, Principal Secretary, Urban Development is
present and stated that he may be granted 15 days’ time to
take effective steps in the matter.

2. As prayed, list on 29.08.2024.”

3. It is most respectfully submitted that the undersigned has the highest
respect and regard to the order passed by this Hon'ble Tribunal and
bound to fulfil the obligation which are assigned under the law and

direction passed by this Hon’ble Tribunal.
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4. It is most respectfully submitted that the principal secretary, Urban
Development, Department appeared before this hon'ble tribunal on
previous date of hearing on 06.08.2024 through video conferencing.
The principal secretary submitted that he would take immediate

measures to cater the issue before this Hon'ble Tribunal.

5. It is humbly submitted that vide letter dated- 14.08.2024, Urban
development sent a letter to the Minority Welfare and Wagqf
Department to release the remaining funds for the completion of the
STP which is under construction. It is important to mention that 80
percent work of the STP is completed and remaining 20 percent work
will be completed after the grant of remaining funds.

6. It is humbly submitted that the Irrigation department, State of UP has
requested to the Survey of India to provide the data for the
demarcation of river suav. However, the survey of India has sought 6
months’ time to provide the same. It is germane to mention here that
after completing the process of demarcation, which is the core issue in
the present matter, the direction for the removal of the encroachment
will be passed to the DM, Balarampur, and EO, Nagar Palika
Parishad, Balarampur, UP accordingly and it will be ensured to get
the flood plain zone encroachment free in accordance with law.

7. Itis humbly submitted that the Principal secretary is taking the order the
hon'ble tribunal very seriously and a meeting was convened on
13.08.2024 with the concerned officers. In the meeting strict direction
were given to the concerned authorises to comply with the order of this
Hon'ble Tribunal in true, letter and spirit.

ORDER

1. The issue of serious damage caused to River Suav flowing in
District Balrampur due to encroachment and discharge of sewage was
raised in this original application. Several orders were passed from time
to time requiring the respondents to demarcate flood plain zone and also

remove present pollution of the river.

2. In the order dated 18.10.2023, Tribunal directed concerned
respondents to take steps for further remedial measures for identification
of flood plain zone, removal of encroachments in accordance with law,
preparation of detailed action plan with budgetary estimates and

timelines for rehabilitation/rejuvenation of River Suav.
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3. The demarcation of flood plain zone is the first step besides taking

remedial step for removal of pollution due to discharge of effluents.

4, We find that order was passed on 18.10.2023 but after almost
more than 8 months, nothing concrete has progressed in this matter and
we are told that Department of Irrigation has sent a letter to Survey of

India to provide maps for purpose of demarcation of flood plain zones.

3 This dilly-dallying exercise on the part of the authorities cannot be
appreciated and this shows a total negligence and inaction on the part of
concerned respondents for not taking timely action, in such a serious

matter.

6. Learned counsel appearing for State made a statement that
pursuant to Tribunal’s order dated 19.05.2023, demarcation of flood
plain zone upto 50 mtrs distance from edge of River Suav on both right
and left side in urban municipal limit of Balrampur and upto 100 mtrs
minimum or existing natural buffer zone of River Suav outside of urban
municipal limit of Balrampur has been done. It is also said that pursuant
to above order, identification of encroachments by construction of
houses, religious structures, schools, etc in the 50 mtr distance from the
edge of left and right of River Suav in urban municipal limit of Balrampur

city has also been completed.

7 However, we find that the above order was only till a complete
demarcation of flood plain zone as per the required principle of law is
made. It did not absolve the respondent from making a complete exercise
of identification/demarcation of flood plain zone in respect of River Suav

in the area concerned.
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8. We are also informed that the entire constructions within 50 mtr
distance from edge of River on both left and right banks of River Suav in
urban municipal limit of Balrampur city have not been removed and

some encroachments are still continuing.

9. We fail to understand as to why such leniency has been shown in
respect of some encroachments which are still continuing and no effective

action has been taken in accordance with law.

10. In such circumstances, we direct Additional Chief Secretaries or
Principal Secretaries of Deptt. of Jal Shakti; Irrigation Department; and
Urban Development Department of State pf U.P to appear in person
before Tribunal on the next date and place their stand categorically by
filing response as to how and what manner the flood plain zone will be
demarcated; and discharge of pollution shall be stopped; and,

encroachment shall also be removed.

ORDER
1 On the basis of letter petition dated 20.04.2022 received from
Paryavaran, Van Evam Vanya Jeev Sanrakshan Samiti through Pateshwari
Prasad Singh. This original application was registered in exercise of suo-

moto jurisdiction.

2, Complainant has said that Balrampur was earlier part of District

Gonda in which four rivers, namely Rapti, Suav, Kuwana and Besuhi were
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flowing. With formulation/implementation of forest and agricultural
development policies, reclamation of land for agriculture, settlement of
Marwari traders in new township named Bhagwatiganj, increase of
population and encroachments in its catchment/flood plain zone, river
Suav has been converted into nallah. Further encroachment is being made
by construction of Sewage Treatment Plant (hereinafter referred to as ‘STP)
and community centre which may lead to serious environmental

degradation, therefore, stoppage of such construction may be ordered.

3: Tribunal took cognizance of the matter on 31.05.2022 and found it
appropriate to obtain a factual report for which it constituted a joint
committee comprising representatives of Regional Office of MoEF & CC,
Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh Pollution Control Board(hereinafter referred to as
UPPCB’), Ministry of Jal Shakti, Govt. of India, State of UP and District

Magistrate Balrampur.

4, Pursuant to order dated 31.05.2022, Joint Committee submitted a
report, initially taking a stand that Suav river, infact is a drain and not

river and for drain there is no provision of demarcation of flood plain zone.

5. This report was considered by Tribunal on 05.09.2022. It was
observed that in the Gazetteer of District Gonda published in 1905 Suav
was shown as a river and it give rise to question as to whether Suav is a
river or a drain. Since joint committee has not considered this aspect,
Tribunal directed joint committee to look into this aspect and submit fresh
report. Tribunal also found that for discharge of municipal effluent in river,
there was no proper arrangement and only an STP was under construction
but for preventing such discharge, no action was taken by concerned

authorities. Authorities were also directed to submit report on this aspect.
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6. Pursuant to order dated 05.09.2022, Chief Environment Officer

(Circle-6), UPPCB, Basti submitted report dated13.10.2022 stating that UP

Jal Nigam,

Balrampur has obtained Consent To Establish (hereinafter

referred to as ‘CTE’) for construction of 8.5 MLDSTP at Balrampur, granted

by UPPCB vide letter dated 08.09.2022.

T Joint

Committee report dated 21.01.2023 was submitted wherein it

was admitted that in the Gazetteer of District Gonda published in 1906

describing topography, demography, agriculture, rivers in detail, Suav was

shown as river of considerable proportion before joining river Rapti near

Rasoolabad in Utaraula pargana.

8. Relevant extract of report reads as under:

“4.0.

.

Important points which emerged from the
discussion/Field visit

The Gazetteer of Gonda, published in 1906 describes the
topography, demography, Agriculture, Rivers in fair detail. The
document mentions that there are a number small
channels/drains joining River Rapti, which carry water only
during wet season and resemble like river. But the only
tributary of significance to the river Rapti is BurhiRapti on its
North(left) Bank and River Suwawan (Suav) on its South (Right
Bank). The Gazetteer says that the river Suav becomes a river
of considerable proportion before its joining in river Rapti near
Rasoolabad in Utaraulapargana Relevant extract of the
Gazetteer is enclosed at Annexure-I.

The Irrigation officials informed that the Suav river/drain in
question in their records is named as Gopiyapur drain and is
about 38 km in length from its origin from a Jhil/Tal near
Gopiyapur village in Balrampur district uptoChande Tal (close
to right bank of River Rapti). From Chande Tal two channels
emerge, one with a length of few hundred meters takes a north
course and drains directly into river Rapti and another channel
(known locally as Suav) emerges from south of Chande Tal and
takes south-east direction and after traversing a distance of
about 82 km merges with river Rapti near Rasoolabad in
Uttraula Tehsil close to border of District Siddharthnagar and
merges with Rapti During monsoon season when the Rapti is in
spate and rainfall occurs in the area causing the Chande Tal to
swell, all of the water is carried by this Channel (River/Drain
Suav). The Suav below Chande Tal passes through many
Jhils/ Tals and at many places the banks are not well defined
and during dry season it merges with the adjoining agriculture
fields.
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It was surprisingly gathered during the course of discussion
that at many places where the channel of the river is not
defined, the bed of the Suav is used for agriculture purpose and
is also owned by farmers, who have such land in their own
name as per land records. During monsoon season the water
flows from these fields giving Suav a natural course. It was also
informed that during Rabi season the Chande Tal also becomes
agriculture field.

The whole river from its origin up its confluence with Rapti
(about 120 Km with drainage of about 235 square kilmetres)
drains a large tract of land during monsoon and also acts as
irrigation drain for the water which flows out from the adjacent
agricultural fields. It was further informed that the Suav
river/ drain is maintained by Irrigation Department from time to
time (latest resectioning was done in 2020-21). As per the
information provided by Irrigation officials, the design discharge
estimated as 568 cusec for Gopiyapur drain and at Tail end of
Suav river/drain is 1059 cusec. More details of the river Suav
and Gopiyapur Drain is enclosed at Annexure-Il{a) and IIfb)
respectively.

The officials presented an index map of drainage system in the
district of Balrampur and adjoining districts, which is enclosed
at Annexure-IIl. It can be seen from the map that the Basti
Branch of the irrigation canal irrigates the total area (Pink
colour) lying between river Rapti and River Kwano in the
district of Balrampur through a network of Distributaries and
Minors. The Basti branch canal is a ridge canal and the
drainage of the major geographical area lying between north of
the Basti Branch Canal and river Rapti is taken care by the
Suav river, which includes the Balrampur town also.

The officer from State Remote Sensing Centre, UP presented the
satellite imagery of the Gopiyapur drain part of Suav river for
theyear 1985, 1995, 2004, 2015, 2020 and 2022 (Annexure-
IV). In all the Imageries the banks of the Suav is clearly defined
with an extremely meandering nature (specific to rivers flowing
in very flat area). In October 2022 imagery, when there were
heavy discharge in the rivers, the Chande Tal swelled and the
north channel draining into river Rapti became undefined.

The map showing river Suav from Chande Tal to its confluence
with river Rapti near Rasoolabad close to Siddharthnagar
district border is placed at Annexure-V.

The Committee visited the location where STP is being
constructed along the left bank of the Suavriver (Figure 1). It
was observed that the retaining wall is being constructed on the
left high bank of the river/drain. The left bank is higher in
elevation than the right bank. A heap of litter was found
dumped on opposite side (Right Bank) of under construction
STP. At the time of visit a flow of the order of 2-3 cumec was
observed in the river/drain near under construction STP.”
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9. Thereafter with regard to demarcation of river for stoppage of sewage
discharge in river and for removal of encroachments, several orders were

passed, various reports submitted but nothing substantial has been done.

10. In these facts and circumstances, on 10.07.2024, this Tribunal
directed Additional Chief Secretaries /Principal Secretaries of Deptt. of Jal
Shakti, Irrigation Department and Urban Development Department of
State of UP to appear in person before Tribunal to place their stand
categorically by filing response as to how and what manner the flood plain
zone will be demarcated, discharge of pollution will be stopped and

encroachment shall be removed.

11. Today, Anil Garg, Principal Secretary, Irrigation, Department of Jal
Shakti has appeared virtually and stated that for demarcation of flood plain
zone of river Suav data has been called from Survey of India but they have

sought six months time.

12. So far as, Principal Secretary, Urban Development is concerned he
is neither present in person nor in virtual mode nor any response has been

placed on record.

13. We intended to implead Director General, Survey of India but in the
absence of any material to show that any delaying tactic is being adopted
by Survey of India creating obstructions in demarcation of river Suav, we

find it difficult to pass any order today.

14. Principal Secretary, Irrigation said that he may place the letter of

Survey of India on record within three days.

15. So far as, Principal Secretary, Urban Development is concerned who
is also not present and has also not filed any response, initially we were

inclined to issue warrant but considering the request made by Sh.
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Bhanwar Pal Singh Jadon, Counsel appearing for Principal Secretary,
Urban Development seeking short adjournment, we direct him to comply

the order dated 10.07.2024 by next date.

ORDER
1: On the basis of letter petition dated 20.04.2022 received from
Paryavaran, Van Evam Vanya Jeev Sanrakshan Samiti through Pateshwari
Prasad Singh. This original application was registered in exercise of suo-

moto jurisdiction.

2. Complainant has said that Balrampur was earlier part of District

Gonda in which four rivers, namely Rapti, Suav, Kuwana and Besuhi were
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flowing. With formulation/implementation of forest and agricultural
development policies, reclamation of land for agriculture, settlement of
Marwari traders in new township named Bhagwatiganj, increase of
population and encroachments in its catchment/flood plain zone, river
Suav has been converted into nallah. Further encroachment is being made
by construction of Sewage Treatment Plant (hereinafter referred to as ‘STP’)
and community centre which may lead to serious environmental

degradation, therefore, stoppage of such construction may be ordered.

3. Tribunal took cognizance of the matter on 31.05.2022 and found it
appropriate to obtain a factual report for which it constituted a joint
committee comprising representatives of Regional Office of MoEF & CC,
Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh Pollution Control Board(hereinafter referred to as
‘UPPCB’), Ministry of Jal Shakti, Govt. of India, State of UP and District

Magistrate Balrampur.

4. Pursuant to order dated 31.05.2022, Joint Committee submitted a
report, initially taking a stand that Suav river, infact is a drain and not

river and for drain there is no provision of demarcation of flood plain zone.

5. This report was considered by Tribunal on 05.09.2022. It was
observed that in the Gazetteer of District Gonda published in 1905 Suav
was shown as a river and it give rise to question as to whether Suav is a
river or a drain. Since joint committee has not considered this aspect,
Tribunal directed joint committee to look into this aspect and submit fresh
report. Tribunal also found that for discharge of municipal effluent in river,
there was no proper arrangement and only an STP was under construction
but for preventing such discharge, no action was taken by concerned

authorities. Authorities were also directed to submit report on this aspect.
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6. Pursuant to order dated 05.09.2022, Chief Environment Officer

(Circle-6), UPPCB, Basti submitted report dated13.10.2022 stating that UP

Jal Nigam, Balrampur has obtained Consent To Establish (hereinafter

referred to as ‘CTE’) for construction of 8.5 MLDSTP at Balrampur, granted

by UPPCB vide letter dated 08.09.2022.

7. Joint Committee report dated 21.01.2023 was submitted wherein it

was admitted that in the Gazetteer of District Gonda published in 1906

describing topography, demography, agriculture, rivers in detail, Suav was

shown as river of considerable proportion before joining river Rapti near

Rasoolabad in Utaraula pargana.

8. Relevant extract of report reads as under:

“4.0.

iL.

Important points which emerged from the
discussion/Field visit

The Guazetteer of Gonda, published in 1906 describes the
topography, demography, Agriculture, Rivers in fair detail. The
document mentions that there are a number small
channels/drains joining River Rapti, which carry water only
during wet season and resemble like river. But the only
tributary of significance to the river Rapti is BurhiRapti on its
North(left) Bank and River Suwawan (Suav) on its South (Right
Bank). The Gazetteer says that the river Suav becomes a river
of considerable proportion before its joining in river Rapti near
Rasoolabad in Utaraulapargana Relevant extract of the
Guazetteer is enclosed at Annexure-I.

The Irrigation officials informed that the Suav river/drain in
question in their records is named as Gopiyapur drain and is
about 38 km in length from its origin from a Jhil/Tal near
Gopiyapur village in Balrampur district uptoChande Tal (close
to right bank of River Rapti). From Chande Tal two channels
emerge, one with a length of few hundred meters takes a north
course and drains directly into river Rapti and another channel
(known locally as Suav) emerges from south of Chande Tal and
takes south-east direction and after traversing a distance of
about 82 km merges with river Rapti near Rasoolabad in
Uttraula Tehsil close to border of District Siddharthnagar and
merges with Rapti During monsoon season when the Rapti is in
spate and rainfall occurs in the area causing the Chande Tal to
swell, all of the water is carried by this Channel (River/Drain
Suav). The Suav below Chande Tal passes through many
Jhils/ Tals and at many places the banks are not well defined
and during dry season it merges with the adjoining agriculture
fields.
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It was surprisingly gathered during the course of discussion
that at many places where the channel of the river is not
defined, the bed of the Suav is used for agriculture purpose and
is also owned by farmers, who have such land in their own
name as per land records. During monsoon season the water
flows from these fields giving Suav a natural course. It was also
informed that during Rabi season the Chande Tal also becomes
agriculture field.

The whole river from its origin up its confluence with Rapti
(about 120 Km with drainage of about 235 square kilmetres)
drains a large tract of land during monsoon and also acts as
irrigation drain for the water which flows out from the adjacent
agricultural fields. It was further informed that the Suav
river/ drain is maintained by Irrigation Department from time to
time (latest resectioning was done in 2020-21). As per the
information provided by Irrigation officials, the design discharge
estimated as 568 cusec for Gopiyapur drain and at Tail end of
Suav river/drain is 1059 cusec. More details of the river Suav
and Gopiyapur Drain is enclosed at Annexure-Il{a) and IIfb)
respectively.

The officials presented an index map of drainage system in the
district of Balrampur and adjoining districts, which is enclosed
at Annexure-IIl. It can be seen from the map that the Basti
Branch of the irrigation canal irrigates the total area (Pink
colour) lying between river Rapti and River Kwano in the
district of Balrampur through a network of Distributaries and
Minors. The Basti branch canal is a ridge canal and the
drainage of the major geographical area lying between north of
the Basti Branch Canal and river Rapti is taken care by the
Suav river, which includes the Balrampur town also.

The officer from State Remote Sensing Centre, UP presented the
satellite imagery of the Gopiyapur drain part of Suav river for
theyear 1985, 1995, 2004, 2015, 2020 and 2022 (Annexure-
V). In all the Imageries the banks of the Suav is clearly defined
with an extremely meandering nature (specific to rivers flowing
in very flat area). In October 2022 imagery, when there were
heavy discharge in the rivers, the Chande Tal swelled and the
north channel draining into river Rapti became undefined.

The map showing river Suav from Chande Tal to its confluence
with river Rapti near Rasoolabad close to Siddharthnagar
district border is placed at Annexure-V.

The Committee visited the location where STP is being
constructed along the left bank of the Suavriver (Figure 1). It
was observed that the retaining wall is being constructed on the
left high bank of the river/drain. The left bank is higher in
elevation than the right bank. A heap of litter was found
dumped on opposite side (Right Bank) of under construction
STP. At the time of visit a flow of the order of 2-3 cumec was
observed in the river/drain near under construction STP.”
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9, Thereafter with regard to demarcation of river for stoppage of sewage
discharge in river and for removal of encroachments, several orders were

passed, various reports submitted but nothing substantial has been done.

10. In these facts and circumstances, on 10.07.2024, this Tribunal
directed Additional Chief Secretaries /Principal Secretaries of Deptt. of Jal
Shakti, Irrigation Department and Urban Development Department of
State of UP to appear in person before Tribunal to place their stand
categorically by filing response as to how and what manner the flood plain
zone will be demarcated, discharge of pollution will be stopped and

encroachment shall be removed.

11, Today, Anil Garg, Principal Secretary, Irrigation, Department of Jal
Shakti has appeared virtually and stated that for demarcation of flood plain
zone of river Suav data has been called from Survey of India but they have

sought six months time.

12. So far as, Principal Secretary, Urban Development is concerned he
is neither present in person nor in virtual mode nor any response has been

placed on record.

13. We intended to implead Director General, Survey of India but in the
absence of any material to show that any delaying tactic is being adopted
by Survey of India creating obstructions in demarcation of river Suav, we

find it difficult to pass any order today.

14. Principal Secretary, Irrigation said that he may place the letter of

Survey of India on record within three days.

15. So far as, Principal Secretary, Urban Development is concerned who
is also not present and has also not filed any response, initially we were

inclined to issue warrant but considering the request made by Sh.
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Bhanwar Pal Singh Jadon, Counsel appearing for Principal Secretary,
Urban Development seeking short adjournment, we direct him to comply

the order dated 10.07.2024 by next date.

ORDER

1 The issue of serious damage caused to River Suav flowing in
District Balrampur due to encroachment and discharge of sewage was
raised in this original application. Several orders were passed from time
to time requiring the respondents to demarcate flood plain zone and also

remove present pollution of the river.

2. In the order dated 18.10.2023, Tribunal directed concerned
respondents to take steps for further remedial measures for identification
of flood plain zone, removal of encroachments in accordance with law,
preparation of detailed action plan with budgetary estimates and

timelines for rehabilitation/rejuvenation of River Suav.
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3. The demarcation of flood plain zone is the first step besides taking

remedial step for removal of pollution due to discharge of effluents.

4. We find that order was passed on 18.10.2023 but after almost
more than 8 months, nothing concrete has progressed in this matter and
we are told that Department of Irrigation has sent a letter to Survey of

India to provide maps for purpose of demarcation of flood plain zones.

5: This dilly-dallying exercise on the part of the authorities cannot be
appreciated and this shows a total negligence and inaction on the part of
concerned respondents for not taking timely action, in such a serious

matter.

6. Learned counsel appearing for State made a statement that
pursuant to Tribunal’s order dated 19.05.2023, demarcation of flood
plain zone upto 50 mtrs distance from edge of River Suav on both right
and left side in urban municipal limit of Balrampur and upto 100 mtrs
minimum or existing natural buffer zone of River Suav outside of urban
municipal limit of Balrampur has been done. It is also said that pursuant
to above order, identification of encroachments by construction of
houses, religious structures, schools, etc in the 50 mtr distance from the
edge of left and right of River Suav in urban municipal limit of Balrampur

city has also been completed.

7 However, we find that the above order was only till a complete
demarcation of flood plain zone as per the required principle of law is
made. It did not absolve the respondent from making a complete exercise
of identification/demarcation of flood plain zone in respect of River Suav

in the area concerned.
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8. We are also informed that the entire constructions within 50 mtr
distance from edge of River on both left and right banks of River Suav in
urban municipal limit of Balrampur city have not been removed and

some encroachments are still continuing.

9. We fail to understand as to why such leniency has been shown in
respect of some encroachments which are still continuing and no effective

action has been taken in accordance with law.

10. In such circumstances, we direct Additional Chief Secretaries or
Principal Secretaries of Deptt. of Jal Shakti; Irrigation Department; and
Urban Development Department of State pf U.P to appear in person
before Tribunal on the next date and place their stand categorically by
filing response as to how and what manner the flood plain zone will be
demarcated; and discharge of pollution shall be stopped; and,

encroachment shall also be removed.
