I, Ajeet Kumar Suman S/o Late Baliram Vimal, aged about 50
years, presently posted as Regional Officer, Uttar Pradesh Pollution
Control Board (hereinafter UPPCB), Azamgarh do hereby solemnly

affirm and state as under:

¥ That in the abovementioned capacity the deponent is fully
conversant with the facts of the case and is competent and
authorized to swear the present Affidavit.

That issue in the present O.A. relates to five brick kilns operating
within the radius of one kilometer at Gram Sabha Barasari at

Sahodih, which are alleged to be causing pollution and creating

health hazards to residents.

3. That vide its order dated 11.01.2024, this Hon’ble National
Green Tribunal, Principal Bench, New Delhi (hereinafter
Hon’ble Tribunal) in Original Application No. 651/2023,
Krishna Nand Yadav Versus State of Uttar Pradesh, was pleased
to direct the UPPCB to duly considering the grievance of the
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applicant by carrying out the spot inspection and to take
appropriate action accordance with law within a period of two
months and submit its action taken report before this Hon’ble
Tribunal.

4. That in compliance with the above direction the UPPCB has filed
its action taken report before this Hon’ble Tribunal on
02.05.2024 which was treated by this Hon’ble Tribunal as an
MLA. in the present matter. This Hon’ble Tribunal vide its order
dated 20.12.2024 passed in the present matter has impleaded the
answering respondent as Respondent No.2 and directed to file its
reply/response by way an affidavit.

5. That it is pertinent to mention here that the Ministry of

Environment, Forest And Climate Change, New Delhi vide its

Notification dated 08.03.2019 has notified an area to an extent of

one kilometer uniformly around the boundary of Jai Prakash

Narayan (Surahatal) Bird Sanctuary,Ballia, Uttar Pradesh as Eco-

sensitive Zone (hereafter referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone).

According to said notification at page number 22, it is mentioned

@at “the setting up of brick kilns are prohibited (except as

otherwise provided) as per the applicable laws”. The copy of the

Eco-sensitive Zone Notification Dated 08.03.2019 is being

attached herewith as Annexure No.-R2/1.

6.  That in compliance with the order dated 20.12.2024 passed by
this Hon'ble Tribunal in the present matter, the officials of the
UPPCB have inspected the brick kilns in question on 03.02.2025.
A copy of the inspection reports are collectively being attached

herewith as Annexure No.-R2/2.

1315(E).—WHEREAS, a draft notification was published in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary,
vide notification of the Government of the India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change
number S.0. 480(E),dated the 30"January, 2018, inviting objections and suggestions from all persons likely to
be affected thereby within the period of sixty days from date on which copies of the Gazette containing the
said notification were made available to the public;

AND WHEREAS, copies of the Gazette containing the said draft notification were made available to
the public on the 31" January, 2018;

AND WHEREAS, no objections and suggestions were received from persons and stakeholders in
response to the draft notification;

AND WHEREAS,Jai Prakash Narayan (Surahatal) Bird Sanctuary is located about 10 kilometres
from the district headquarter Ballia in the State of Uttar Pradesh. Suraha Tal Lake is the largest floodplain lake
in Ballia District of Eastern Uttar Pradesh and it is an ox-bow lake in the floodplain of river the Ganga. The
Jai Prakash Narayan (Surahatal) Bird Sanctuary is spread over an area of 34.329 square kilometres;

AND WHEREAS,the Bird Sanctuary offers good habitat for a variety of flora and fauna. Various
species of birds are known to arrive here frequently due to the availability of nesting and feeding habitats. It is
also the habitats of Boselaphus tragocamelus (Pallas, 1766), nilgai or blue bull; Canis aureus, Asiatic jackal;
Lepus nigricollis, Indian hare; Mellivora capensis,honey badger; Prionailurus viverrinus, fishing cat;
Herpestes edwardsii, grey mongoose or common mongoose; Vulpes bengalensis bengal fox; Funambulus
pennantii, five-striped palm squirrel; Hystrix indica, Indian crested porcupine; Hardella thurjii, crowned river
turtle; Batagur dhongoka, three-striped roofed turtle; Morenia petersi, Indian eyed turtle; Batagur kachuga,
bengal roof turtle or red-crowned roofed turtle; Pangshura smithii, brown roofed turtle; Pangshura tecta,
Indian roofed turtle; Pangshura tentoria tentoria, Indian tent turtle; Pangshura tentoria circumdata, Indian
tent turtle; Geoclemys hamiltonii, spotted pond turtle; Melanochelys tricarinata, three keeled land tortoise;
Melanochelys trijuga trijuga, Indian black turtle; Lissemys punctata punctata, southern Indian flapshell turtle;
Lissemys punctataandersonii, southern Indian flapshell turtle; Chitra indica, Indian narrow-headed softshell
turtle; Nilssonia gangetica, Indian softshell Turtle; Nilssonia hurum, peacock soft-shelled turtle; Python
molurus, rock python; Naja naja, spectacled cobra; Varanus bengalensis, bengal monitor; etc.The Bird
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Sanctuary is also rich in large number bird species such as Antigone antigone, sarus crane; Bubulcus ibis,
cattle egret; Egretta garzetta, little egret; Ardea intermedia, intermediate egret; Pavo cristatus, peafowl;
Ardea cinerea, grey heron; Columba livia, rock pigeon; Treron phoenicoptera yellow-legged green-pigeon;
Acridotheres fuscus, jungle myna; Acridotheres tristis, common myna; Acridotheres ginginianus, bank myna;
Acridotheres fuscus, jungle myna etc.The Sanctuary is also visited by large number of migratory species of
birds such as Netta rufina, red-crested pochard; Anastomus oscitans, asian openbill-stork; Ciconia episcopus,
Asian woollyneck; Ardea cinerea, grey heron; Ardea purpurea, purple heron; Ardeola grayii,Indian
pond heron; Nycticorax nycticorax, black-crowned night heron, etc.;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries of Jai
Prakash Narayan (Surahatal) Bird Sanctuary which are specified in paragraph 1 as Eco-sensitive Zone from
ecological, environmental and biodiversity point of view and to prohibit industries or class of industries and
their operations and processes in the said Eco-sensitive Zone;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub section (1) and clauses (v) and
(xiv) of sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act 1986 (29 of
1986) (hereafter in this notification referred to as the Environment Act) read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the
Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies an area to an extent of one
kilometre uniform around the boundary of Jai Prakash Narayan (Surahatal) Bird Sanctuary, in Ballia district
of Uttar Pradesh as Eco-sensitive Zone (hereafter in this notification referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone)
details of which are as under, namely: -

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1) The Eco-sensitive Zone shall be to an extent of one
kilometreuniform around the boundary of Jai Prakash Narayan (Surahatal) Bird Sanctuary (25° 50' 31.08"
N Latitude 84° 10' 30.75" E Longitude) situated in the Ballia district of Uttar Pradesh. The area of the
Eco-sensitive Zone is 27.00 square kilometres.

(2) The boundary description of Jai Prakash Narayan (Surahatal) Bird Sanctuary and its Eco-sensitive
Zone is given in Annexure-1.

(3) The maps of the Eco-sensitive Zone along with boundary details and latitudes and longitudes are
appended as Annexure-IIA, Annexure-IIB, Annexure-IIC and Annexure-IID.

(4) The geo-coordinates of Jai PrakashNaryayan (Surhatal) Bird Sanctuary and its Eco-sensitive zone are
given in Annexure III-A and Annexure III-B.

(5) The list of villages falling within the Eco-sensitive Zone is appended as Annexure-IV.

2. Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1) The State Government shall, for the purposes of the
Eco-sensitive Zone prepare a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of
publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to
the stipulations given in this notification for approval of the Competent authority of State.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such
manner as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State
laws and the guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following Departments of the State
Government, for integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said plan:-

(i) Environment,

(i1)) Forest and Wildlife,

(iii) Agriculture,

(iv) Revenue,

(v) Urban Development,

(vi) Tourism,

(vii) Rural Development,

(viii)  Irrigation and Flood Control,

(ix) Municipal,
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(x) Panchayati Raj, and
(xi) Public Works Department,

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use,
infrastructure and activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall
factor in improvement of all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing water
bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management, soil and
moisture conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and
environment that need attention.

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban
settlements, types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks and
like places, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies with supporting maps giving
details of existing and proposed land use features.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited and
regulated activities listed in the Table in paragraph 4 and also ensure and promote eco-friendly
development for security of local communities’ livelihood.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

(9) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring Committee for
carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this notification.

3. Measures to be taken by the State Government.-The State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

(1) Land use.— (a) Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for
recreational purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for
commercial or residential or industrial activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purpose other than that
specified at part (a) above, within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the recommendation of
the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional
Town Planning Act and other rules and regulations of Central Government or State Government as
applicable and vide provisions of this Notification, to meet the residential needs of the local residents
and for activities such as:-

(i)widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;
(i1) construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;
(iii) small scale industries not causing pollution;

(iv) cottage industries including village industries; convenience stores and local amenities
supporting eco-tourism including home stay; and

(v) promoted activities given under paragraph 4:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial
development activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town
Planning Act and other rules and regulations of the State Government and without compliance of the
provisions of article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the
Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2
of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
corrected by the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each
case and the correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except
as provided under this sub-paragraph.
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(b) Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with afforestation and
habitat restoration activities.

Natural water bodies.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for
their conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines
shall be drawn up by the State Government in such a manner as to prohibit development activities at
or near these areas which are detrimental to such areas.

Tourism or Eco-tourism.- (a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism
activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive
Zone.

(b) The Eco-Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the State Department of Tourism in
consultation with State Departments of Environment and Forests.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.
(d) The activities of eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

(i) new construction of hotels and resorts shall not be allowed within one kilometre from the
boundary of the Wildlife Sanctuary or upto the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone whichever is
nearer:

Provided that beyond the distance of one kilometre from the boundary of the Wildlife
Sanctuary till the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone, the establishment of new hotels and resorts
shall be allowed only in pre-defined and designated areas for eco-tourism facilities as per
Tourism Master Plan;

(i1) all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive
Zone shall be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued
by National Tiger Conservation Authority (as amended from time to time) with emphasis on
eco-tourism;

(iii) untill the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing
tourism activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the
actual site specific scrutiny and recommendation of the Monitoring Committee and no new
hotel, resort or commercial establishment construction shall be permitted within Eco-sensitive
Zone area.

Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the gene
pool reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides,
cliffs, etc. shall be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation
and conservation as a part of the Zonal Master Plan.

Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical,
architectural, aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and
heritage conservation plan for their conservation shall be prepared as part of the Zonal Master Plan.

Noise pollution. -Prevention and control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
complied with the provisions of the Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000 under the
Environment Act.

Air pollution.- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out
in accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of
1981) and the rules made thereunder.

Discharge of effluents.- Discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance
with the provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under
the Environment Act and the rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by State Government
whichever is more stringent.

Solid wastes.-Disposal and Management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(a) the solid waste disposal and management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in
accordance with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India
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in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number S.O. 1357
(E), dated the 8" April, 2016; the inorganic material may be disposed in an environmental
acceptable manner at site identified outside the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the
existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-sensitive
Zone.

(10) Bio-Medical Waste.— Bio Medical Waste Management shall be as under:-

(a) The Bio-Medical Waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with
the Bio-Medical Waste Management, Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R 343 (E),
dated the 28" March, 2016.

(b) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management of Bio-Medical Wastes in conformity with the
existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-
sensitive Zone.

(11) Plastic waste management.- The plastic waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
carried out as per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the
Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification
number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the 18"™ March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(12) Construction and demolition waste management.- The construction and demolition waste
management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction
and Demolition Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 317(E), dated
the 29" March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(13) E-waste.- The e - waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the
provisions of the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic.— The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner
and specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time
as the Zonal Master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State
Government, the Monitoring Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the
relevant Acts and the rules and regulations made thereunder.

(15) Vehicular pollution.- Prevention and control of vehicular pollution shall be incompliance with
applicable laws and efforts shall be made for use of cleaner fuels.

(16) Industrial units.— (i) On or after the publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, no new
polluting industries shall be permitted to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(i1) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone as per the classification
of Industries in the guidelines issued by the Central Pollution Control Board in February, 2016,
unless so specified in this notification, and in addition, the non-polluting cottage industries shall
be promoted.

(17) Protection of hill slopes.- The protection of hill slopes shall be as under:-
(a) the Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall be permitted;

(b) Construction on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree of erosion shall not be
permitted.

4. List of activities prohibited or to be regulated within Eco-sensitive Zone.- All activities in the Eco
sensitive Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Environment Act and the rules made there under
including the Coastal Regulation Zone, 2011 and the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification,
2006 and other applicable laws including the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 (69 of 1980), the Indian
Forest Act, 1927 (16 of 1927), the Wildlife (Protection) Act 1972 (53 of 1972), and amendments made
thereto and be regulated in the manner specified in the Table below, namely:-
