1, The captioned appeal is not maintainable, as appellant has
challenged the same Environment Clearance in Appeal
No.54/2020 titled as “Anil Kumar Yadav vs. State Level
Environment Impact Assessment Authority & Ors.” which is
pending adjudication before this Hon’ble Tribunal. 1t is submitted
that appellant has challenged EC dt.19.11.2020 in Appeal
No.54/2020. It is submitted that no fresh EC has been issued by
answering respondent as alleged in this appeal. It is submitted

that in view of order dt. 20.11.2020 passed in Appeal No. 04 of



2020 titled as “Abhinav Gramodyog & Seva Sansthan vs. State
Level Environment Impact Assessment Authority, UP &0Ors.” and
order dt. 24.12.2020 passed in Appeal No.54/2020 titled as “Anil
Kumar Yadav vs. State Level Environment Impact Assessment
Authority & Ors.”, it was resolved in the Joint Meeting of SEAC
and SEIAA that the EC dt. 19.11.2020 be Kept in abeyance. The
same was communicated to the project proponent. It is submitted
that upon being appraised about the CEPI scores for the
concerned a'rea, it was resolved in the Joint Meeting
dt.06.01.2021 fhat since the project does not fall in Critically
Polluted Areas, the Minutes of Meeting dt. 28.12.2020 was
 withdrawn and intimation to Project Proponent and the concerned
District Magistrate was sent vide letter dt.13.01.2021, It is
submitted that no fresh EC has been issued by answering
respondent which has been challenged in this appeal. Since, there
is no fresh EC, the appeal is not maintainable in view of pendency
of Appeal No.54/2020 titled as “Anil Kumar Yadav vs. State Level
Environment Impact Assessment Authority &O0rs.”

REPLY ON MERITS

1, The captioned appeal challenging the grant of Environment

Clearance by the SEIAA, Uttar Pradesh vide order dt. 19.11.2020

bearing ref. no. 519/Parya/SEIAA/4737/2020 for the proposed
Dolo Stone Mining at Khasra No. 5593 Ka, Village Billi Markundi,
Tehsil Robertsganj, Sonbhadra, Uttar Pradesh in favour of Sh.
Amit Mittal is pending adjudication before this Hon’ble Tribunal.
The main grievance of the appellant is that besides project
fallingin the Critically Poliuted Industrial Areas (CPAs), the
impugned EC is in violation of General Conditions appended to EIA
Notification dt. 14.09.2006 as it is situated within 10 kms from
the boundary of Kaimoor Wildlife Sanctuary, which is a Protected

Area notified under The Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972,

2. It is submitted that as per the General Condition appended
to Notification dt.14.09.2006 as amended, it is only the Category
“B” projects located in whole or in part within Skms.from the
boundary of Protected Areas notified under the Wild
Life9Protection) Act, 1972 and not 10 kms as alleged in the

appeal.

3. It is submitted that captioned lease area admeasures 10.45
Acres i.e. 4.23 hectares. However, since the lease forms part of
cluster, as per notification dt.14.08.2018 issued by MoEF and CC,
Govt. of India, the same is Category Bl. It is further submitted

that as per notification dt. 14.08.2018, Genera! Conditions does
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not apply for project or activity of mining of minor minerals of
Category ‘B1’ in case of cluster of mining lease area. Therefore,
answering respondent was well within its jurisdiction to grant
impugned EC. It is further submitted that it is an admitted case
that all other necessary requirements of EIA Notification were
complied with while issuing EC. The copy of Notification
dt.14.08.2018 issued by MoEF & CC, Govt. of India is Annexure
R1.

PRAYER

It is, therefore, most respectfully prayed that this Hon'ble
Tribunal may graciously be pleased to dismiss the Appeal with

Exemplary cost. Or such other order as deem fit may be passed.

5.0. 3977(E).— Whereas, by notification of the Government of India in the erstwhile Ministry of Environment
and Forests vide number 5.0,1533 (E), dated the 14th September, 2006 issued under sub-section (1) and clause (v) of
sub-section (2) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 read with clause (d} of sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the
Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government directed that on and from the date of its publication, the
required consmruction of new projects or activities or the expansion or modernisation of existing projects or activities
listed in the Schedule to the said notification entailing capacity addition with change in process or technology or product
mix shall be undertaken in any part of India only after prior environmental clearance from the Central Government or as
the case may be, by the State Level Environment Impact Assessment Authority, duly constituted by the Central
Government under sub-section (3} of section 3 of the said Act, in accordance with the procidure specified therein;

And whereas, the said Ministry has received requests, for delegation of more powers to State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority (SELAA) and District Environment Impact Assessment Authority (DEIAA) with respect to
grant of Environment Clearances;

And whereas clause (a) of sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986 provides that,
whenever,the Central Government considers that prohibition or restrictions of any industry or carrying on any processes
or operation in any area should be imposed, it shall give notice of its intention to do so;

And whereas, a draft notification for making amendments in the Environment Impact Assessment Notification,
2006 in exercise of the powers conferred under sub-section (1) and clause {v) of sub-section (2) of section 3 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 read with clause (d) of sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules,
1986 was published, vide number S.0.3933 (E) dated the 18th December 2017, inviting objections and suggestions from
all the persons likely to be affected thereby, within a period of sixty days from the date of publication of said notitication
in the Gazette of India;

And whereas, copies of the said notification were made available to the public on 18th December 2017;

And wheteas, all objections and suggeslions received in response to the above mentioned draft notification have
been duly considered by the Central Government;
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Now, therefore, in exercise of powers conferred by sub-section (1} and clause (v} of sub-section (2) of section 3

of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), read with clause (d) of sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment
