4. The Committee members discussed and decided a date for carrying out field
visit on 01.08.2024. Intimation letter has been issued to all concerning
department by UPPCB vide letter dated 27.07.2024 (Annexure-A). The joint
committee conducted the site visit on the date-01.08.2024 along with
applicant namely Shri Ajeet Kumar Gupta.

5. The salient observations found during visit and recommendation made by

the joint committee members are summarized as follows: -

I.  Field Observations:
a) There was no ongoing boating activity was observed by the team on the
‘Dongia Reservoir'.
b) There was no construction of restaurant found by the team at the ‘Dongia

Reservoir’.

There was no found any direct evidence of tree cutting near bank of

'Dongia Reservoir’ during spot visit.

During the visit it was observed that earlier efforts were made to widen
the road but at the time of visit, work found to be closed. Divisional Forest
officer informed that legal action was taken against persons involved in
road widening work after that work was stopped.

The structure of old cow shed was found situated approximate 500 meter
away from bank of ‘Dongia Reservoir ‘in notified area of Nagar Panchyat

Pipri-Sonbhadra.

There was no found animal dead body during ground inspection.

However, Divisional Forest Officer ‘'DFO’ Renukoot, Sonbhadra informed
that the dead body of wild animal within forest area found in past and
disposed after postmortem by veterinary officer.

6. The Nagar Panchayat, Pipri Sonbhadra advertised a tender through daily
news-paper for establishment of barricading, coloured cemented seating
bench, iron mesh including other works as per record provided by forest
division. However after objection by the forest department, Nagar Panchayat
Pipari, Sonbhadra vide its letter dated 03.11.2023 informed that above
mentioned work as construction / any other work is not going on and
stopped per instruction of District Magistrate, Sonbhadra. Copy of letter
dated-03.11.2023 is attached herewith as Annexure-C.

7. Divisional Forest officer Renukoot informed that said area was under the
Class-B Forest, which was considered as a reserved forest in 1907. These type
of land falls under the category of reserved forest under section of 20 A of
Indian forest Act 1927. After that the said area was transferred to the forest
department by the Revenue department in 1950 for the management by the
order of Governor of Uttar Pradesh. Without considering the above facts a
notification to constitute the Nagar Panchayat-Pipri was issued in 1958. Since

to declare any old reserve forest to the reserved forest under section 20 of
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Indian Forest Act 1927, it essential to notify the old reserve again under the
section 4 of Indian Forest act 1927. Hence a notification was issued by the
Governor of Uttar Pradesh to notify the said area under section 4 of Indian
forest act 1927 in 1966. Right now, the matter is under proceeding of Forest
settlement as per provisions of Indian Forest act 1927.

8. Divisional Forest Officer '‘DFO’ Renukoot, Sonbhadra informed that the
matter about to widening work of the road within forest area came into light
in past. For which, action had initiated against defaulters by concerning forest
department as per law. (Annexure-D)

9. Divisional Forest Officer 'DFO" Renukoot, Sonbhadra informed that the dead
body of female Cheetal within forest area near ‘Dongia Reservoir’ found on
14.04.2023 and disposed after postmortem by veterinary officer. As per
postmortem report, the cause of death of the cheetal was found to be killed
by a wild animal. (Annexure-E)

10. -Divisional Forest Officer ‘'DFO’" Renukoot, Sonbhadra informed that the dead
body of male Crocodile at bank of ‘Dongia Reservoir’ found on 11.10.2023

and disposed after postmortem by veterinary officer. (Annexure-F)
