(UPPCB) inspected the said industry on 18.01.2025. During this inspection, the
Nano Filtration Unit of 300 KL.D capacity was found installed and operational. It is
reported that the unit’s trial run and comimissioning were undertaken by M/s ENE
Fluidtech Pvt. Ltd., Kolkata. Photographs from the inspection, the commissioning

. That with respect to Direction No. 39, mandating the verification of Rain Water

mspected these RWH sites on 22.02.2024, 27.02.2024, and 28.02.2024, followed by
a re-inspection on 18.01.2025. The Joint Inspection Report reveals that these
structures collectively recharge approximately 5,25,362.8 cubic meters of water
annually, which is around 150% of the total annual groundwater extracted by the
industry (extraction figures for 2019 to.2022 being 3,46,510 m® 1,93,406 m3,

2,65,030 m?, and 3,77,443 m? respectively). A copy of the said Joint Inspection

- That with regard to the verification of the plantation activities (including Miyawaki
