S.O.796(E).-WHEREAS. a draft notification was published in the Gazette of India,
Extraordinary, yde notification of the Govemment of lndia in the Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climatc Change number S.O. 19,14(E), dated the ll'h June,2019. inviting objections and
suggestions from all persons likely to be affected thereby within the period of sixry days from the date
on which copies ofthe Gazette containing the said notification were made available to the public;

AND WHEREAS, copies of the Gazette containing the said draft notification were made
available to the public on the I l'h June,20l9;

AND WHEREAS, no objections and suggestions were received from persons and
stakeholders in response to the draft notification;
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AND WHEREAS. the National Chambal Sanctuary is located in one of the cleanest rivers of
India. It lies across Sheopur, Morena and Bhind disticts of Madhya Pradesh with a length of 435
kilometers and area ot 435 square kilometres;

AND WHEREAS, it is home of naturally living population of 75 percent of the critically
endangered species oi Gharial. The sanctuary also harbours national aquatic animal -the fresh water
gangetic dolphins, nine species offresh water turtles and more the 180 species of migratory birds;

AND WHEREAS, the sanctuary has diversity of flora and fauna including birds, butterflics.
reptiles, fishes, amphibians etc. Examples offlora present in the sancnrary inc\tde Acacia nilotitu, A.
leucopholoea, A catethu, Prosopis jullfiora, P. spicigera, Albizia lebbek, Grewia optiyq, Angeissus
pendula, Dalbergio srssoo, Zizyphus muuritiand, Z. druiticosa, Salyadora persicq, Capparis decitluas,
C. sepiaria, Colotropis gigntean, Carissa opaca and Tamarir dioca etc. The aquatic plants of the
sanctuary include Hylrillo verticillala, Vallisnqia spiralis, Potamogeton, Imperata, Tltpha, Nitella.
Chara and zamincheltt spp:

AND WHEI{EAS, the fauna of the sanctuary include Hyena, Jackal, Karakkal. Cheetal.
Chinkara, Neelgai, Sarnbhar, Mangoose, Monitor lizard etc. The examples of aquaric fauna present in
the sanctuary are critically endangered Gavialis gdngeticus, Crocodyltts polustris, Platanisto
gangetica, red-crowred roofed turtle (Batagtr Kachuga), Batdgtr Dhongoko, Hydrillo thw.gi,
Kachuga tentoia, Narrow haded soft shell firtle (Chitru Indica), lndiat soft shell runle /Nilssoric
gangetica), Irdian flapshcll t\rtle (Lissenys punctata), Lissemvs adorseni, Peacock soft shell turtle
(Nilssonia hurum);

AND WHEREAS, a variety of birds have found in thc sanctuary for example lndian skimmer
(Rynchops qlbicollis). Black-bellied (lemsterna acuticaudq), Sarus crane (Grus ontigono), Lesset
Whistling Drack (Denlrocvgna javanica), Bar-headed Goose (Anser indicus), Greylag Goose 1,.4nscr
anser), Rrddy Shelduck (Tadorna ferruginea), Common Pochard (Al,thya ferina), Red-crested
Pochard Qrlexa ruJint). Ferntgtnous Duck (Aythyo nyroca), Northem Shoveler (,lpolalrr dl,peatu),
Gadwall (Mareca sttr. pera), Etrasian Wigeon (Mareca Penelope) etc,

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to cooserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries
of which are specificd in paragraph I of this notification around the protectcd area of National
Chambal Sanctuary as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological and environmental point of vielv and to
prohibit industries or class of industries and their operations and proccsses in thc said Eco-scnsitivc
Zone;'

NOW, THEll.EFORf,, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (l) and clauscs (v)
and (xiv) ofsub-secti(rn (2) and sub-section (3) ofsection 3 ofthe Environment (Protection) Act. 1986
(29 of 1986) (hereaftcr in this notification referred to as the Environment Act) read with sub-rule (3)
of rule 5 ofthc Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986. the Central Governmcnt hcreby notifics an
area to an extent of zcro to 2 kilometer around the boundary of National Chambal Sanctuary in the
State of Madhya Pratlcsh as the National Chambal Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone (hcreafter in this
notification referred t,) as the Eco-sensitive Zone) details ofwhich are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone, - ( I ) The extent of Eco-sensitive Zone varies from
z€ro (due to Inter-Slate boundary) to two kilometer from the National Chambal Sanctuary in the
State of Madhya Pradcsh. The area ofthe Eco-Sensitive Zone is 870 square kilometers.

(2) The boundary dcscription of the Eco-Sensitive Zone is appended at Annexurc l.
(3) The map ofthe Protected Area demarcating the Eco-sensitive Zone boundary is at Annexure II.
(4)List of geo co-ordrnates of the boundary of the Protected Area and the Eco-Sensitive Zone is at
Annexure III (A) antl Annexure III (B) respectively.

(5) The list of villagcs falling witfrin the Eco-sensitive Zone along with their geo co-ordinates at
prominent points is appended as Annexure fV.

2. Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone,- (l) The State Govemment sirall, for the purposes of
the Eco-sensitive Zotc prepzre a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of
publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering
to the stipulations giYu'n in this notification for approval ofthe Competent authority ofState.
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(2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Covemment in
such manner as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central
and State laws and the guidelines issued by the Central Govemment, if any.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following Departments of the
State Governmenl, for integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said
plan, namely:-

(i) Environmcnt;

( ii) Forest and Wildlife;

( iii) Agriculture;

(iv) Revenue;

(v) Urban Development;

(vi) Tourism;

(vii) Rural Development;

(viii) Irrigation and Flood Control;

(ix) Municipal;

(x) Panchayati Raj; and

(xi) Public Works Department.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use,
inliastructure and activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan
shall factor in improvement of all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-
friendly.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing
water bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed managementt groundwater
management, soil and moisture conscrvation, needs oflocal community and such other aspects of
the ecology and environment that need attention.

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban
settlements, types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks
and like places, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies with supporting maps
giving details ofexisting and proposed land use features.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited
and regulated activities listed in the Table in paragraph 4 and also ensure and promote eco-
friendly development for security oflocal communities livelihood.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

(9) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring
Committee for carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this
notification.

3. Measures to be taken by the State Gov€rnment.- The State Government shall take the
following measures for giving effect to the provisions of this notification. namely:-

(1) Land use.- (a) Forests, honiculture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces
earmarked for recreational purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted
into areas for commercial or residential or industrial activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands. for the purposc otlrer than
that specified at part (a) above, within the Eco-sensilive Zone may be pernritted or the
recommendation of the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of the competent
authority undcr Regional Town Planning Act and other rules and regulations of Central
Govemment or State Govemment as applicable and vide provisions of this Notification, to
meet the rcsidential needs ofthe local residents and for activities such as:-

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(i) widcning and strengthening ofexisting roads and construction of new roads;

(ii) con:,truction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities:

(iii) small scale industries not causing pollution;

(iv) cottxge industries including village industries; convenience stores and local
amenities supporting eco-tourism including home stay; and

(v) prornoted activities given under paragraph 4:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and
industrial der elopment activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under
Regional Torvn Planning Act and other rules and regulations of the State Government and
without compliance ofthe provisions of anic'le 244 ofthe Constitution or the law for the time
being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers
(Recognition ofForest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone
shall be corrected by the State Govemment, after obtaining the views of Monitoring
Committee, once in each case and the corection of said error shall be intimated to the Central
Govemment in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change:

Providetl also that the correction of error shall not include change of land use in any
case except as provided under this sub-paragraph.

(b) Effons shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with
alforestation rnd habitat restoration activities.

(2) Nrtural water bodies.-The catchment areas ofall natural springs shall be identified and plans
for their conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the
guidelines shall be drawn up by the State Govemment in such a manner as to prohibit
development ,rctivities at or near lhesc areas which are derimental to such areas.

(3) Tourism or Eco-tourism.- (a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing
tourism activrties within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master plan for
the Eco-sensir ive Zone:

(b) the Eco-1'ourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the State Deparlment of Tourism in
consultation with State Departments ofEnvironment and Forests:

(c) the Touri\m Master Plan shall form a component ofthe Zonal Master Plan;

(d) The Tourrsrn Master Plan shall be drawn based on the study of carrying capacity of thc
Eco-Sensrtive Zone;

(e) The activities ofeco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

(i) new construction ofhotels and rcsorts shall not be allowed within one kilometre from
the boundary ofthe Wildlife Sanctuary or upto the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone
whichever is nearer:

Provided that beyond the distance of one kilometre from the boundary ofthe
Wildlife Sanctuary till the extcnt ofthe Eco-Sensitive Zone, the establishmcnt ofnew
hotels and resofls shall be allowed only in pre-defined and designated areas for eco-
tourism facilities as per Tourism Master Plan;

(ii) all ncw tourism activities or expansion of cxisting tourism activities within the Eco-
Sensitive Zone shall be in accordance witlr the guidelines issued by the Ccntral
Government in the Ministry ofEnvironment, Forest and Climate Change and the eco-
tourisrr guidelines issued by National Tiger Conservation Authority (as amended
fiom time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism; eco-education and cco-
developmcnt and bascd on the shrdy of carrying capacity ofthe Eco-Scnsitivc Zonc;

(iii)until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of
existing tourism activities shall be permined by the concerned regulatory authoritics
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based on the actual site specific scrutiny and recommendation of the Monitoring
Committee and no new hotel, r€sort or commercial establishment construction shall
be pernritted within Eco-sensitive Zone area.

(4) Natural heritage,- All sites ofvaluable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the
gene pool reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, poinrs,
walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up
for their preservation and conservation as a part ofthe Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical,
architectural. aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone
and heritage conservation plan for their conservation shall be prepared as part of the Zonal
Mastcr Plan.

(6) Noise pollution. - Prevention and conuol ofnoise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
complied with the provisions of the Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000
under the Environment Act.

(7) Air pollution,- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
carried oul in accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution)
Act. l98l ( I4 of l98l) and the rules made rhereunder.

(8) Discharge of effluents.- Dischargc of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zonc shall bc in
accordancc with the provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental
Pollutants covered under the Environment Act and the rules made thereunder or standards
stipulated by State Govemment whichever is more stringent.

(9) Solid wastes.- Disposal and Management ofsolid wastes shall be asunder:-

(i) thc solid waste disposal and management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in
accordance with the Solid Waste Management Rules,20l6, published by the Govemment
of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification
number S.O. 1357 (E), dated the 8'h April, 2016; the inorganic material may be disposed
in an environmental acceptable mamer at site identified outside the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(ii) Safc and Environm€ntally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with
the existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within
Eco-sensitive Zone.

(10) Bio-Medical Waste.- Bio Medical Waste Management shall be as under:-

(i) Tbe Bio-Medical Waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carricd our in
accordance with the Bio-Medical Waste Management, Rules, 2016 published by the
Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change virle
notification number G.S.R. 343 (E), dated the 28'h March, 2016.

(ii) Safe and Environmentally Sound Management of Bio-Medical Wastes in conformity with
the existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the
Eco-scnsitive Zone.

(l l) Plastic waste management.- The plastic waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall
be carried out as per the provisions ofthe Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, published
by the Governmenl oflndia in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide
notification number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the l8u March, 2016, as amended from lime to
time.

(12) Construction and demolition waste management.- The construction and demolition waste
managcment in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as pcr the provisions of the
Construction and Demolition Wastc Management Rules,20l6 published by the Governmcnt
oflndia in the Ministry ofEnvironment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number
G.S.R. 317(E), dated the 29s March,20l6, as amended from time to rime.
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(13) E-waste.- Thc e - waste management in the Eco-sensitivc Zone shall be canied out as pcr the
provisions of the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Govemment of India in
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic,- The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat fiiendly
manner and specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan
and till such time as the Zonal Master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent
Authority in the State Govemment, the Monitoring Committee shall monitor compliance of
velricular mor ement under the relevant Acts and the rules and regulations made thereunder.

(15) Vehicular pollution.- Prevention and control of vehicular pollution shall be incompliance
with applicablc laws and efforts shall be made for use of cleaner fuels.

(16) Industrial units.- (i) On or after the publication ofthis notification in the Official Gazette, no
new polluting industries shall be permitted to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(ii) only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone as per the
classification oflndustries in the guidelines issued by the Central Pollution Control Board
in February, 2016, unless so specified in this notification, and in addition, thc non-
polluting cottage industries shall be promoted.

(17) Protection of hill slopes.- The protection of hill slopes shall be as under:-

(a) the Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall bc
permined.

(b) constructron on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree oferosion shall not
be permitred.

(5) The Me rnber-Secrctary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Deputy Commissioner(s)
shall be competent to file complaints under section l9 olthe Environment Act, against any
person who contr:rvenes the provisions ofthis notification.

(6) The Monitoring ('ommittee may invite representatives or experts from concemed Departments,
representatives from industry associations or concemed stakeholders to assist in its deliberations
depending on the requircments on issue to issue basis.

(7) The Monitoring ( ommittee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on the
3l'r March of every year by the 30'r' June of that year to the Chief Wildlife Warden in the State
as per proforma appended at Annexure V.

(8) The Centlal Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give
such directions, irs it deems fit, to the Monitoring Cornrnittee for effective tlischarge of its
functions.

7. The Central Goverrrment and the State Govemment may specifu additional measures, if any, for
giving effect to provisions of this notification.

8. The provisions of this notification shall be subject to the orders, if any passed or to tre passed by
the Hon'ble Supreme Court oflndia or the High Court or the National Green Tribunal.
