Was non-operational at the time of executing the mining lease, in the absence

<br>

of forestclearance, the mining lease of the Unit may not be considered valid

<br>

in the absence of operational Environmental Clearance. Hence, the MoEF

<br>

notification 12.04.2022 referred above may be applicable to the Unit only if

the environmental clearance granted to the Unit is operational. The Haryana

<br>

State Pollution Control Board is required to consider all these aspects.

C. It was reported in the progress report of the joint Committee that "The action by

said usage has been made without obtaining prior approval under the

Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980, which is mandatory for undertaking any

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non-forestry activities on forest land. Accordingly, Forest Offence reports

<br>

bearing numbers 33/216 to 36/316 and 59/312 have been registered and

<br>

notices have been issued. Legal proceedings slhall be initiated after the

demarcation"

The Letter of DFO also mentions that “any activity conducted on forest

<br>

land priorto suclh approval is in direct violation of the Act. "

The DFO in the aforementioned letter has requested Regional Officer,

HSPCB, Karnal that necessary action may be taken for violating the

<br>

Environmental Clearance clause B5 in accordance with the provision.

As per Letter No. FCA/1904 dated 19/09/2025 (Annexure-VII) received

from the Office of Divisional Forest officer (T), Karnal, the application of

Ms Chaudhary Transport Company for Forest Clearance has been

The mining lease for Nangal Block, admeasuring 207.13 Acres /82.85 hectares, was duly

The Hon'ble Supreme Court in Lafarge Umiam Mining Pyt. Ltd. v. Union of lndia |(2011) 7

SCC 338] has categorically held that the FCA, 1980 applies only where forest land isdiverted to

a non-forest purpose, and that continuation of an existing use without additional felling of trees

<br>

or impact on forest cover does not constitute diversion.

This principle has been reiterated in TN. Godavarman Thirumulpad v. Union of India[(2006)

<br>

1SCC 1], wherein it was clarified that the FCA, 1980 regulates diversion of forest land, and does

not prohibit bona fide traditional or pre-existing uses which do not result in depletion of tree

cover. Similarly, in Centrefor Environmental Law, WWE-India v. Union of India[(2013) 8 SCC

234], the Hon'ble Court emphasized that regulatory approval is mandatory only in cases of

In the instant case of Chaudhary Transport C0., the usage is confined strictly to access and

2. Land being claimed as Forest Land

The land referred to by the Forest Department is not part of the mining lease area It pertains

only to the shoulder strip adjoining the Karnal-Yamuna Nagar PWD Road/other PWD

roads, which is being used exclusively for crossover movement of mineral-laden trucks between

haul roads and the PWD road. No unauthorized tree felling or mining has ever been carried out

in this area.

3. Comparable Access by Farmers and Public

It is respectfully submitted that adjoining farmers, business establishments, and residents of

nearby villages have been regularly utilizing the PWD road shoulders for ingress and egress to
